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RED CROSS DISASTER
RELIEF GIVEN IN 106
CATASTROPHES IN *40

Tornadoes, floods, fires and other
major catastrophies during the past
year took the American Red Cross
to the scene of 106 distasters throu-
ghout the United States where more
than 100,000 persons were given
shelter, food, medical attention and
rehabilitation assistance, Clifford
V. Jones, chairman of the Callahan
county chapter of the American
Red Cross, said this week.

“The speed and efficiency with
which the Red Cross was able to
answer the call for disaster relief
assistance last year emphasizes why
strong membership support at- Roll
Call time is essential,” he said. “On

November 11, only three weeks
away, the Red Cross will em-
bark on its annual drive for

membership. The opportunity is
extended to every person in Cross

Plains and Callahan county to sup-
port the disaster relief work and
other services of the Red Cross.” |

The past 12 months, Mr. Jones
said, represented a typical year of
disaster fighting for the Red Cross,
Red Cross operations in this field
were carried on in all but 14 states
where trained workers of the nation-
al staff coordinated their efforts
with chapter volunteers to hring
tangible aid to the disaster strick-

en.
“Although types of disasterd var-
jed considerably, relief needs were

the same in most cases,” Jones
said, in summarizing the year’s
activities of disaster relief, “The

emergency responsibility falling to
the Red Cross in the wake of dis-
aster was that of assisting in the
saving of lives, than providing for
emergency feeding, housing and
medical attention, -

In 1913, Schick, a Viennese
physician, devised a test to indi-
cate whether an individual is sus-
ceptible to diphtheria. In the same
year Von Behring, one of the dis-
coverers of the diphtheria organism
demonstrated that diphtheria toxin,
could be used to produce immunity
in human beings. Today toxide isi
generally, and most effectively, used
as the protective agent.

For more than 30 years antitoxin
has been available for the treatment
of diphtheria. If antitoxin in ad-
equate doses is administrated dur-
ing the first day of the disease near-
ly 100 per cent of the victims re-
cover, Whea the delay extends to
the second day, the deaths are ab-
out the third, fourth, fifth and six-
th days, the fatality percentages
respectively are 12,5 per cent, 22
per cent, 29 per «cent, and H0 per
cent. Interpreted in safety-first
terms, this means that if one’s child
is sick and bas a sore throat, your
doctor shoula be called at once. If
his disagnosis is diphtheria, he pos-
the scientific means for
treatment.
