Despite the tangled mass o f 
po ts and lines, uprooted and hu”i 
ed into the jumble of splinters 
from 20 homes and 1L freight cars, 
lights were on again ih Clyde on­
ly 32 minutes after the storm first 
struck the company’s Gfc.OOO volt 
line a few miles north. The 
“ juice” was. cut off almost instant­
ly so that there was no danger 
from “ live -wires”  when the tor­
nado swirled into the resident’ al 
section.

“ Our service men from Baird, in 
charge of the elettric system at 
Clyde, were on the scene in 30 
minutes,”  Walker said. “ The first 
lint went out at 8:27 p. m., lights 
were on again at 8:59 p. m., and 
our first emergency truck and 
crew was in the stricken area at 
9:15 p. m., helping to disentangle 
both living and dead from the 
debris when the firet highway pa­
trol arrived.”

Damage to the electric system 
was estimated at kss than $10,000, 
he said.

“ While the 3tornvs visitation 
was one of death and destruction,” 
said H. H. Monk, WTU district 
manager of Cisco who was reared 
at Clyde, “ it served to reveal the 
splendid spirit of cooperation ex­
isting in our organization and the 
capable system built through the 
years to meet just such eipcrgen- 
ceis.

“ Bend Arch!”  It will be noted 
that the rocks of the Bend series 
crop out in San Saba county, Tex­
as, and gradually pitch toward the 
north, reaching a depth of approx­
imately 3,000 feet below sea level 
in southern Young county. The 
axis of this arch passes through 
Brownwood, Cisco, Breckenridge 
and Eliasville. The dip on the 
west flank is gentle and amounts 
to about 40 feet per mile while the 
dip on the east flank is somewhat 
less and about 30 feet per mile. 
The northward pitch o f the fold 
averages approximately 35 feet 
per mile. The so-called tectonic 
feature, the Bend Arch is modified 
considerably at some places by 
terraces and cross-folds. Onu such 
cross-fold may be seen in the 
southeastern portion of Eastland 
county. This structural feature is 
locally known as the Gorman An­
ticline and extends from Cross 
Plains through Rising Star, Sipe

ART. 4479. BOARD OF MANAGERS.

When the Commissioners’ Court shall have acquired a site 
for such hospital and shall have awarded contracts for the 
necessary buildings and improvement thereon, it( shall appoint 
six resident property taxpaying citizens of the County who shall 
constitute a Board of Managers of said Hospital. The term of 
office of each member of said board shall be two years, except 
that in making the first appointments aftec this Act takes ef­
fect three members shall be appointed, for one year and three 
members for two years so that thereafter three members of said 
board will be appointed every two years. In case o f a tie vote 
o f said board the deadlock may be voted off one way or the oth-

•

er by the County Judge o f the County. Appointmtfts to fill va­
cancies occurring by death, resignation or other ca»es shall be 
made for the unexpired term. Failure o f any to s#end three 
consecutive meetings o f the board shall cause a v3*ncy in his 
office, unless said absence is excused by formal acbdn o f the 
board of managers. The managers shall receive comPensa- 
tion for their services, but shall be allowed their actual and 
necessary traveling and other expenses within this State to be 
audited and paid by the Commissioners’ Court in the same man­
ner as other expenses of the .Hospital. Any 'manager after be­
ing cited may at any time fi~r cause be removed frtfi office by 
said Court. (Acts 1913, p. 87; Acts 1927, 40th Leg P- 268, ch.
