Probably the shortest railroad 
in Texas, and maybe in the whole 
United States, was the Eastland, 
Wichita Falls and Gulf, better 
known as the ‘‘Ringling Road” be­
cause it was built by the circus 
king during the Eastland County 
oil boom of 1919-21.

The line ran from Manguin th­
rough Eastland to Itreckwalker-

Odd thing about the little line 
was that It was one of the few 
railroads in the country that went 
through the depression without 
having to have government aid in 
some form.

But it is no more. The tracks 
have been taken up. The dump re­
mains; but in a few years, rains 
will wash away the last visable 
signs of the ‘‘littlest railroad.”

TYPHUS FEVER SERIOUS 
THREAT SAYS DR. COX

In recent years , llUS fever has 
developed into a st.riou» health 
menace in Texas at.(,,rdlng to Dr. 
Geo. VV. Cox, State Health Officer, 
who today issued an appeal for 
every Texan to cooperate in rodent 
control measures which will pre­
vent the spread of this disease.

"East year, 1147 cases of typhus 
were reported In Tex.lS, and in the 
first 18 weeks of this year, the 
State Health I>epartment has been 
notified of 185 (.a.se s ” I>r. Cox 
stated. "With the peak of this dis­
ease usually occurring in August, 
if the present trend is continued, 
may expect this total to be greafcly 
Increased by the >.u,i of the sum­
mer.”

The type of typhus fever occurr­
ing in Texas is known as endemic 
or Brill’s disease, and is transmitt­
ed to human beings from infected 
rats, by means ()f iat flea. The 
eradication of rats is (lie only way 
to reduce this health hazard, and 
a consistent program will ina iai- 
l.v aid in the control of typhus in 
Texas.

Dr. Cox stressed the fact that it 
is tile duty of every individual to 
cooperate in strict rodent control 
measures since the eradication of 
rats is the only possible way typhus 
fever can be controlled.

Another Parasite-
Stockmen may lmv<* another cat­

tle parasite on hands.
In a report received by the Coun­

ty Agents Office, entomologists of 
of the U. S. Department of Agri­
culture state that they have dis­
covered in Florida and Texas an 
African cattle parasite, the “ tail 
louse” . The scientists Say that 
heavy infestations of the lice can 
be serious threat to cattle produc­
tion. The lice sap cattle of their 
vitality and can make them too 
weak to walk if infested heavily.

How the louse got to the United 
States is a question, the entomolo­
gists say. Previously, p Wa known 
to exist only in "  cut Africa, where 
it was discovered in 11*15. It lias 
been most recently reported in 
Texas.

The lice infest the brush of the 
animal's tail, and Florida cattle 
men have named it the "tail louse” .
