Dean reports that aggregate
acreage treated in the weevil
control zone of 1972 came to
a little over 514, 000, lying
mostly along the eastern rim
of the Plains.

ean explains that early sea-
son applications of ultra~low
volume, non-persistent malat=
hion break the weevil's repro-
ductive cKcle. and these are
followed by three to four addi-
tional applications in late Fall
to prevent weevils from going
into diapause -= the condition
in which they hibernate through
the winter, Thus the number
of weevils emerging each Spring
to prey on fruiting cotton plants
is greatly reduced.

Earll insecticide applications
are made only on acreage where
weevil populations have reached
economically damaging levels”
Dean said, "with a great deal

-of care taken to prevent killing

beneficial insects except where
absolutely necessary. "

Beneficial insects on the
Plains are the primary deter-
rent to the development of high
bollworm populations. Trained
"weevil scouts" are used to in-
spect every field in the control
zone on a weekly basis, check-
ing for both weevils and boll~-
worms.

New Tax law

NEUTRAL IN NONE :

The last revision of federal tax laws, in 1969, corrected
a number of inequities but also left some loopholes for those

able to utilize them.

Public and congressional sentiment has been building
ever since--in favor of further revision. The expectation
now is that a new reform tax bill will be enacted by this

Congress.

There are several outstanding areas in which corrective
legislation i needed and in most there is considerable
controversy over the specifics of that reform. One general
principle, however, seems beyond dispute. No citizen with
a high income should be totally exempt from all income

taxes.

To implement this principle, Congress can and should
provide, in any new law, that tax exemptions and tax loop-
holes are to be utilized to a limited degree only.

Station Responsibility

Much of the broadcast industry is objecting to President
Nixon’s proposal to make individual stations responsible
for their output, rather than the n etworks.

Despite charges that this is an effort to intimidate sta-
tions, the proposal has merit. It would give responsibility
and local control to many American radio executives, all
over the country, rather than leave that power in the hands

of a few in New York.

Perceptive television viewers have long been revolted
by the New York City atmosphere, bias, and perversion,
which permeate network television programs. If the net-
works are forced to pay more attention to the wishes of the
average station’s ownership, that would be an improvement.

There is, of course, strength and safety in numbers. That
is why the continuing trend toward larger newspaper chains
is disturbing. A large number of independent editorial
voices is preferable to concentrated editorial power in the

hands of a few.

True Study Difficult

A proper understanding of the history of the world is nec-
essary if citizens in a self-governing country are to pass
intelligent judgment upon the issues that present them-

selves daily.

Such an understanding of history is not to be obtained
through making a passing grade on a compulsory course on
the subject. It takes personal interest and a desire to un-
derstand the past conduct of human beings and nations.

The average person, one may well admit, rarely has the
time for extended research of the past. Most individuals
depend largely upon their personal experiences to make up
their minds and their conclusions are inevitably affected
by the ignorance, prejudice and superstition that cloud their

thinking.

WASHINGTON,D.C.--Israel
and Syria are now fighting a
sporadic war, as Egypt and
Israel have waged in the
past. The latest clashes

Prohibition

Prohibition became effec-
tive in the United States on
January 16th, 1920-fifty
three years ago.

As many had wamed, the
experiment was a failure.
Bootleggers and gangs then
sneaked booze illegally into
‘“speakeasies’’ and the re-
sults were gang wars, bad

booze, corruption and a

widespread breakdown in
law enforcement. The 21st
amendment of 1933 repeal-
ed the 18th, effective with
the ratification of thirty six -
states, again, on December
5th, 1933.

On Marriage

The trend in recent years,
rightly so, has been to al-
low couples trapped in im-
possible marriages to gain
a divorce, a chance to start L
a new life.

This doesn’t mean, and
youngsters shouldn’t inter-
pret the trend to mean, that
marriage shouitt*be taken
lightly, or that a genuine
effort, of many years, is not
necessary to determine the
retrievability or irretriev-
ability of a marriage.

(SIDS) is the name given to an
elusive killer that claims between
10,000 and 20,000 babies a year in
this country alone. Few people
have heard of the condition be-
cause very little is known about
why these infants die. They seem
quite well on being put to bed,
and are found dead without any

piratory infection. It occurs more
often during colder weather, and
occasionally the infant had a snif-
fle or signs of a minor cold in the
days preceding his death, It is
definitely not caused by milk al-
lergy or some of the other real or
imaginary conditions such deaths
have been attributed to in the
past.

But the law generally dates a
disease from the time when “dis-
coverable symptoms”” first appear.
Take the case of a woman who
had a gall bladder operation. The
insurance company refused to pay
her expenses, because she had had
occasional stomach pains before
taking out the policy.

“Those pains,” argued the com-
pany in a court hearing, “mean
she must have already had gall
bladder trouble at that time.
Therefore, it was, ‘pre-existing’.”

But the court disagreed and up-
held the woman’s claim. The

“judge said mere pain was not a
clear enough signal of what she
had.

Suppose the disease is already
known and simply gets worse.
That usually is not covered.

One man had cataracts when
he bought a disability insurance
policy. His sight gradually faded,
and he finally became blind. Was
this a pre-existing condition, ex-
cluded from his insurance cover-
age?

A court said it was indeed, be-
cause the blindness was a natural,
foreseceable development of an
ailment he already knew he had.

But in another case, a woman
did collect for surgery on a bun-
ion, made suddenly worse when
she bumped into a door. The court
said the change in her condition
was so unexpected and so drastic
that it could fairly be called a
brand new affliction.
