A SHINING MOMENT 

Homer Henderson 

The poet Robert Browning 
(1812-1889) had an interest-
ing way of thinking about 
some of the great experiences 
of human life. His poem "The 
Last Ride Together" expresses 
Browning's idea of the im-
mortal moment. The poem) 
tells of a young man who 
wooed in vain the lady of Mai 
heart. She does not return 
his love, and he realizes that 
he has no hope of winning her I 
for his wife. However, she 
doer consent to take one last: 
ride with him. As the horses 
trotted side by side along the 
wooded path, the young man's I  
heart beat with great job to' 
be with his beloved: "We rode; 
it seemed my spirit flew." Yet 
he knows that this ride to-I 
gether is the last. And as the 
ride comes to an end, he 
thinks to himself: "What if 
we still ride on, we two,—With 
life forever old yet new,--
Changed not in kind but in 
degree.—The instant made 
eternity--And heaven just 
prove that I and she—Ride, 
ride together, forever ride?" 

According to Browning, the 
young man's love is both un-
fulfilled yet fulfilled. Though 
he cannot hope to win his be_ 
loved for a lifetime of com-
panionship, he has won with 
her this last ride, this one 
great expenience of intense 
companionship in love. That 
instant, that single moment! 
is made eternal. It is an im-
mortal moment. They ride 
together, forever ride. To ex-
perience only for a moment 
such joy and fulfillment is I 
really to know this experience 
forever. The last ride toget-
her can never be taken from 
the yoang man, Browning 
believed-that such an immort-
al moment was a taste of 
heaven. 

Whether or not we agree 
with Browning, we can find 
help in his way of looking at 
the great and memorable ex-
periences of life. Like the 
young man in the poem, our 
reach often exceeds our grasp, 
'We long for that which we 
cannot obtain Sometimes we 
set impossible goals for our-
selves and then suffer disap- 
pointment and guilt because 
we are unable to achieve 
them. The young man 4lid not 
achieve his goal, but he was 
allowed a single ride, Life of- 
ten does that for us. Not be-
ing able t o accomplish as 
much as we wish nor to re-
ceive the recognition we wish, 
we must settle for partial 
fulfillments, for only tastes of 
our dreams. 

Browning's messsege there-
fore is helpful. Rather than 
feeling guilty and bitter in the 
face of only partial fulfill-
ment, we must savor these 
great moments; for they are 
hints of eternity. In another 
poem, Browning puts it this 
way: "A man's reach should 
.exceed his grasp.—Or what's 
a heaven for?" The Broad-
way play `Camelot' expresses 
the same idea, What is im-
portant is not that a perfect 
place like the Kingdom of 
Camelot shall always exist 
but that i t once existed: 
"Once It never rained till af-
ter sundown. By 8:00 a.m., 
the morning fog had flown. 
'Don't let it be forgot that 
once there was a spot, for one 
brief shining moment, that 
-was known a s Camelot!"
