Four tablespoons of peanut
butter yield about the same
amount of protein as two
ounces of boneless cooked lean
meat.

Half
of all the peanuts grown for
food in the United States are
converted to peanut butter.

“Peanut butter is made in
different grinds,” the tvnac
usually found on mtél enﬁ.x?neﬁ
shelves are regular grind
(fine to medium) and coarse
or crunchy grind.

Some peanut butters are just
ground peamuts plus salt;
others contain stabilizers to
retard oil separation. For
a more smooth texture, use
a fine grind; for an interest=
ing “borkennut” effect, use
a coarse grind.
