To continue last wéek’s de-
bunking of fallacies about food,
here are more misconceptions
people hold and the facts to cor-
rect them:

Food faddists say blackstrap
molasses is good for anemia and
rheumatism, Well, molasses does
contain minerals and vitamins,
But there's no reason for con-
sidering it a remedy for anemia
and rheumatism. It is widely
used as a food for livestock. Why

gelatin does not contain all of
the amino acids (protein Build-
ing blocks) needed for growth,
repair, and maintenance .of the
hody. :

Is the nutritive value of foods
raised on “depleted” soil poor?
According to faddisls you would
think so. They also claim tuat
milk and meat {rom cattle raiced
on feeds from inferior land are
of less nutritive value,

Quality Of Soil

The truth is the quality of soil
influences the quantity of the
erop raised more than its quality.
Slight variations in the nutrilive
value of foods can be related to
soil fertility. But the difference
is very slight. Apparently nature
| has its means, when it sets about
making a food, to make sure that
‘any given amount of the food
will have about the same nutri-
tive value, Poor land will simply
produce less food, but not in-
ferior food.
