Rockscape is not an answer | sumcriptiSns 
to all problems and problem 
areas. It has worked wonders 
in several and has contined to 
dress a yard and has reduced 
the cost. The main item of 
rockscape is the conservation 
of water. Study a minute the 
principle the old timers used 
in most of the western country 
of catching the rain water from 
the house top, storing it in a 
cistern and having water in­
stead of not having or having 
to haul water from a distance.
The underground water source 
was tapped and some thought 
that it would last forever, to 
the short time that a lot of us 
can remember the water table 
has dropped and in some areas 
has failed completely. Getting 
back to the cistern idea and 
rockscape we find that a 
rockscape, properly prepared 
is not only pleasing to the eye 
but also furnishes a trap, or 
cistern, to catch the rainwater 
and store it until needed by the 
plants we can use to further 
dress the yard.

The principal of rockscape 
involves a film to cover the 
soil in order to cut out the in­
fra red light to discourage 
growth and mulch the surface 
to cut off capulary action and 
thence reduce evaporation. The 
film is covered with rock to 
reduce weathering or wind 
damage and add color as well 
as pattern to the overall pic­
ture. The film we use has 
been 6 mil-black plastic and 
the cover has been a variety of 
rock, and that is where the 
idea of rockscape comes in.
The water trapped under the 
film cannot work back through 
and escape into the air. The 
plants will use it because water 
will move to the roots because 
of the laws of nature that 
moves from the more dense to 
the less dense. As the plants 
use this water it creates some­
what of a dry place to store 
rainfall when and if we are for­
tunate enough to get any. At 
the same time we can adapt a 
variety of plants to our chosen 
locality, enjoy them at less 
cost. Also we are looking to 
the wetter regions for a source 
of water when we could con­
serve what we have given to 
us.

Baptists Plan 
For Crusades

An enthusiastic campaign to 
enlist 500 pastors, laymen and 
musicians for a series of evan­
gelistic meetings in India, has 
been announced by the New Life 
Foundation of Houston.

Four crusades are sche­
duled—one each month, August 
through November --according 
to the Rev. Joe West, founda­
tion director and coordinator 
for the crusade.

Known as the All India New 
Life Crusade, the mammoth 
nationwide endeavor is being 
sponsored by the 5900-church 
India Prayer Fellowship.

"Our teams wiU go into the 
Indian churches and give them 
practical help and counsel to 
how to share the message of 
Christianity with the masses 
around them,” Rev. West, 
former pastor of the West- 
heimer Baptist Church to Hous­
ton, said.

“All the local meetings will 
be held in established churches 
and Christian schools,” he add­
ed. "Christians are not al­
lowed to meet in large 
auditoriums, in parks, or on the 
streets.”

The crusade is receiving 
widespread support from pas­
tors and laymen in Texas, ac­
cording to Rev. West. Cur­
rently 34 associate crusade co­
ordinators, who will be lead­
ing teams into all the major 
population centers of India, have 
been enlisted. Including Texas 
they represent eight states.

Rev. West noted a parti­
cular interest in India because 
at the present time only medi­
cal missionaries are allowed 
to enter the land. "There are 
more than 500 million people 
there yet most of them have 
never had an opportunity to 
hear the Christian message,” 
he said.

He also believes there is a 
silent stirring in the hearts 
of Chrsitians in America be­
cause the church isn’t doing 
more, in a physical and spiri­
tual way, for the underprivi- 
ledged people of the world..

"Too long we have kept the 
message of salvation concealed 
within the four sanctuary walls 
and have failed to take it to 
the people of the world,” he 
charged.

Although not directly related 
to the Baptist General Conven­
tion of Texas, most of the par­
ticipating preachers serve con­
vention churches. According 
to West, the New Life Founda­
tion grew out of the New Life 
Movement in 1963 in which 600 
Texas Baptist pastors, lay­
men and musicians went to the 
Orient to assist the churches

there in evangelistic meetings.
Last year the foundation con­

ducted crusades in Australia, 
Taiwan and Brazil. Future 
plans call for meetings 
in Europe, Africa and South 
America.

Rev. West also announced 
the completion of a 16 m.m. 
color film on India entitled 
“Who Will Walk Among Tears.” 
Produced by the foundation, the 
film presents the needs and 
challenges of India. He said 
it is available to churches and 
other interested organizations 
free upon request. It can be 
ordered from the Public Rela­
tions Department, 103 Baptist 
Building! Dallas, 75201.

Mrs. Finley Pierson

Mrs. Finley Pierson Is known 
to her friends as a very fine 
cook, and particularly of de­
lectable cakes. Perhaps the 
best known recipe she uses 
is one known to Mrs. Pierson 
and her friends as the “ Post 
Office Cake.”

The original recipe came 
from the late Mrs. A.J. Gard­
ner, then an employee of Mule- 
shoe Post Office. She handed it 
‘through the bars’ to her friend 
and neighbor, Ruth Pierson.

They each had sons in Ser­
vice at the time and these 
’boys’ were part of a group 
of five friends who had at­
tended elementary school to­
gether, played together, and la­
ter entered the Service of their 
country at the same time - said 
to be “ more like brothers than 
friends” . The mothers of these 
young men were keeping food 
packages going to their sons 
and very often the packages con­
tained a “ Post Office Cake.” 
“Grandmother Mattie Duke” 
kept them supplied with angle- 
food cakes.

The five friends were W.B. 
(June) Wagnon Jr., a Muleshoe 
grocer; John J. (Dick)DeShazo, 
son of the late J.J. and Mary 
DeShazo, now a traffic engineer 
for the City of Dallas; Bruce 
Horsley, son of Mr. and Mrs. 
Chet Horsley, now in the roof­
ing business in Denver, Colo­
rado; Paul Gardner, son of the 
late Mr. and Mrs. A.J. Gardner, 
and son-in-law of Mrs. H.C. 
Holt; and Bill Pierson, of Lub­
bock, son of Mr. and Mrs. F.B. 
Pierson, employed by Retail 
Credit Association.

POST OFFICE CAKE 
Mix one cup water and 1/2 

cup cocoa in small pan and 
bring to boil, stir in 2 level 
tsp. of soda, set aside. 

Cream 2 c . sugar into 1 c. 
Crisco

This cake brought $5.00 dur­
ing the War period and later 
when sold at bake sales if iced 
with ‘Million Dollar Fudge’, 
made as follows:
4 1/2 cups sugar 
1 stick butter
1 large can evaporated milk 
3 6 oz. pk. chocolate drops 
and 1 jar marshmallow cream. 
Bring to boil and boil six 
minutes, stirring constantly. 
Add one to two cups pecans and

1 tsp. vanilla.
This is more than enough to 
ice between the layers and the 
outside of this large cake. The 
remainder can be spread in a 
pan and cut into pieces 
for candy.

If you have not been for­
tunate enough to have tasted 
this cake, perhaps you have 
enjoyed other examples of this 
fine cook’s culinary ability. 
During all the years she has 
been a homemaker, Mrs. Pier­
son has expressed her love 
and concern for friends by‘tak­
ing a dish’ of something.

Ruth Haney Pierson, daugh­
ter of the late Mr. and Mrs. 
I.W. Haney, was born in Indian 
Territory at the small com­
munity of Okra. The family 
moved to Norman, Oklahoma 
about 1908 where the family 
group later completed by the 
birth of two sisters. Opal (now 
deceased) and Jewel (Mrs. 
David Anderson of Muleshoe).

“Because my father was a 
dreamer and wanted me to have 
more than the eighth grade edu­
cation offered where they lived, 
I was ‘boarded away from home’ 
to complete my high school edu­
cation” , Ruth said.

Upon graduation from high 
school, Ruth was married to 
Finley Pierson January 21,1924 
in a Methodist parsonage at 
Oklahoma City .After marriage 
Ruth attended Oklahoma Uni­
versity and this, with practice 
teaching done, and examinations 
taken, entitled her to a teaching 
certificate. She taught school 
for a short period just prior 
to moving to Muleshoe with her 
family in 1926.

’Missionary’ during the De­
pression was different from 
the present Women’s Society 
in that people found it very 
difficult to raise money to carry

on the work and it was the usual 
thing to have rummage sales, 
bake sales and dinners of vari­
ous kinds for this purpose. 
Telephones were scarce and 
two-car families not sonumer- 
ous are now, so very often 
women walked to a fellow-mem­
ber’s home to deliver an assign­
ment on program, or to collect 
a cake to be sold “ The same 
was true for P-TA work during 
those days,” said Mrs. Pier­
son , who recalls her mother, 
Mrs. I. W. Haney was president 
of the first P-TA in Muleshoe, 
probably during the year 1926- 
1927.

Mrs. Pierson is a long-time 
member of “As You Like It” 
Club, a group of friends who 
meet simply for fellowship 
twice monthly, with perhaps 
‘a spot of tea’ besides. They 
sew, knit, crochet or just chat 
during the afternoon and keep 
friendships alive.

Mr .Pierson was employed for 
a time by Higginbotham Lumber 
Company in Muleshoe and later 
by Charles Lenau Lumber Com­
pany, where he is still employed.

In addition to enjoying cooking 
and homemaking, both of which 
she does well, her friends know 
Ruth enjoys antiques, hats and 
reading fiction and devotional

books. She says.‘I would like 
to have a good clean novel to 
read, if I know where to find 
one.”

Used Homes 
Buying Tips

The current shortage of new 
houses, rising prices and 
mounting interest rates make 
used homes popular and in de­
mand. A used home might well 
be your best buy, points out 
an Extension housing specia­
list, if you know precisely for 
what you’re looking.

Deciding whether a used 
house is in a suitable loca­
tion of if it is designed to 
meet the space needs of your 
family is easy. But can you 
judge a used house for struc­
tural soundness, adequacy of 
plumbing and electrical sy s­
tem, condition of foundation, 
presence of termites and other 
features to help make a good 
choice.

Few people adequately are 
equipped for the job, says Mrs.
Jane Berry, so to assist the 
prospective home buyer in 
checking a used house a rela­
tively new profession has been 
formed, the home inspection 
consultant.

He is a trained professional, 
usually a registered architect 
or engineer, who for a nominal 
fee, makes an independent, un­
biased report on the structural, 
mechanical and other important 
features of a house.

The inspection report is not 
an appraisal of the property, 
nor does it make recommenda­
tions for the client to buy or 
withdraw, explains the specia­
list.

Items included in the inspec­
tion vary w ith the organizations, 
says Mrs. Berry, but most in­
spection lists include several 
hundred items. Most include 
foundation, site drainage, ter­
mites, plumbing, electrical 
supply, heating and hot water 
systems, downspouts and gut­
ters, chimney, all fixtures in­
side and outside masonry 
and painting and the structure 
itself.

Not every Texas city has a 
qualified home inspection con­
sultant. Often building contrac­
tors, electricians, plumbers 
and other professionals can as- 
sist with the inspection. The -jC 
cost of an inspection that un- ^  
covers a cracked foundation 01 
severe structural defects will ^  
save many times that amount 
in money, time, frustration and ^  
disappointment, points out Mrs. 
Berry.
