When the local gro-
cer loses $1000 on a bad
«check, he must raise the
prices of his goods to com-
pensate. So you see, it is
you ang I who eventually|
pick up the tab for the one|
who writes the bad check. A
change in this ‘“no prosecu-
tion” policy is desperately
needed.

There are other fields of
.criminal violations where on-
ly a half-hearteq attempt is
evident. One notable exam-
ple is in the case of Liquor
Law Violations. Since my

School, -there has not been
.one person, to my knowledge,
convicted of a liquor law vio-
lation who has received a
jail sentence, The reason
for this is simply that our
County Attorney has not ask-
ed for a jail sentence. Each
violator manages to ‘-escape
with a fine of a few dollars.
You cannot stop the illegal
sale of alcohol if the oply
penalty for the crime is a
fine. If each time a person
convicted of the illegal sale
or possession of alcohol is re-
quired to serve a jail term of
sixty days or more, the liquor
traffic will cease in Hockley

County.
