Where-
as France might dominate
smaller Latin countries such
as Luxembourg, Belgium,
etc.,~-and greatly influence
Spain if that country joined,
the northern European and
Protestant countries are
certain tolook more to Brit-
ain for leadership and fair
play.

U.S. Radio, TV?

& The case for a government radio and television service
vgcross the country continues to attract interest. Under the
dree entemrise system as we know it in the United States
.there is no such service provided the people by the gov-

‘ermment.

“f In the past the vast majority of us have been satisfied
with our unique system, matched hardly anywhere else
sthroughout the world, for two reasons. First, we take pride
in keeping government out of things, or did. And we pay lip
service, at least, to the theory that radio and television
should be privately owned and operated in a free enter-
prise concept, because that supposedly prevents any ad-
ministration from using them for propaganda purposes.

Are these basic assumptions, under which we have tumed
over the prime frequencies and channels to private owners,
really valid? There is growing doubt.

One admires much about the British system, in which
there is both commercial and government radio and televi-
sion. Not having a government radio station and television
channel, . Americans are missing an almost unbelievable
number of services, which people in European and other na-
tions enjoy, have long enjoyed and take for granted.

‘While no one would propose to abolish any private sta-
tion, and while they would vastly outnumber-a single gov-
emment station, and attract larger autdiences, a'government
station ‘and c¢hannel could provide every Americar with
wonderful educational and cultural opportunities, plus much

official’ and occupational

information. The more one ex-

amines the possible blessings, in fact, the more attractive
a govemmment station-and channel become.

As in Britain, or as we have arranged it with the Federal
Reserve Board, the board or commission which would op-
erate the government station could and should be made com-
pletely independent of politics and succeeding administra-
tions in Washington. In that way the American people could
at last benefit significantly from the miracle of air com-
munications—to enjoy quality, non-commercial services and
coverage of important musical, cultural and educational
programs not now available to them because sponsors un-
derstandably won’t pay for programs reaching only small

segments of the population.

Plans For Increasing

1973 Cotton Income

Urged On Dept. of Ag.

Cotton program provisions
aimed at inaeasing the 1973 in-
come of High Plains cotton pro-
ducers were urged on the U, S,
Department of Agriculture by
Plains Cotton Growers, Inc. in
a statement submitted to the
Department October 13.

The Lubbock=based cotton
producer organizatiork, repre-
senting frowers in 25 ounties,
made 1ts recommendations in
res{fonse to a September 16
Federal Register announcement
that USDA will soon decide on
the cotton loan level for 1973,
Commodity Credit Corporation
sales policies, the percentage
of set-aside to be required, bag-
ging and bale tie specifications
and other variables under the
Agriculture Act of 1970.

'We are asking USDA for a
higher loan, for CCC sales po-
licies that don't give govern-
ment @tton an advantage in the
marketplace over grower-owned
cotton, " said PCG President Ray
Joe Rile?fl of Hart, "and we are
asking that the 20 percent of
base allotments required for cot-
ton set-aside not be changed in
1973. "

The Act of 1970 says the loan
level shall be set at 90 percent
of the previous two-year average

world market price for middling-.

Calailations within the indus=
try show that 90 percent of the
average world market price for
the period August 1, 1970
through July 31, 1972 comes to
around 24. 5 cents per pound and
certainly no lower than 24 cents.
The difficulty in arriving at an
exact world market average for
middling=-inch cotton in the U, S,
stems from several things. First,
middling=inch cotton is not
traded widely enough around the
world to establish a meaningful
average, therefore the average
for strict middling-inch-and-a-
sixteenth cotton is used and must
be adjusted to a price for middl-
ing inch. Also, to convert the
world price back to a U, S, price,
freig{nt costs, insurance costs,
handling charges, currency dif-
ferentials and a number of other
items must be taken into conside-
ration,

Of the loan for 1973 PCG's
statement went on to say "There
is wide agreement within the in=
dustry, including merchants and
mill owners, that a market price
of 25 cents tper pound will not
seriously affect cotton's competi-
tive'Position with substitute fib=
ers.

It was also pointed out that a
higher loan is needed to protect
producers against the disastrously
low prices that appear to be the
fate of 1972-crop cotton, and
that without greater price pro=
tection producers could be ex=
pected to plant minimum acre-
age to cotton in 1973,

This brings up "the very real
prospects for a continuous cycl=
ing from short supplies and high
prices to long supplies and low
prices and back again, " which
PCG pinpointed as the "greatest
single existing threat to the U, S,
cotton industry. "
