But for the prompt
decisive action Tuesday of
the Wolfforth Fire Depart-
ment, assisted by pumpers
from Ropesville, Lubbock ana
Reese Air Force Base, the
entire city of Wolfforth
might have been , destroyea
by fire. '

As it was, the Graham-
Holmes Gin lost its cotton
house containing 100 bales
of cotton, and more than 60
trailers carrylng an estimat-
ed 190 bales of cotton.
