Kee, The first gins in the
‘country were a part of the
-"plantation equipment. Pre-
sent day gins are much larg-
er and more expensive, mak-
ing it necessary for a large
number of farmers to join in
owning them.

According to Mr. McKee,
farmers using the Ropes
Farmers Cooperative Gin pay
'the same charges as they

kept the theives from enter-
ing the store, but from a
clothes rack near the win-

ments through the bars. Aftl
the Arzie Martin Shamrock'
Station they got about fifty
cents from the cash register.
The Foster General Store
lost approximately $60 worth
of merchandise and cash.
