Cut In strips and twist 
slightly. Fry In hot fst, drain and 
when cold roll In powdered augnr.

Potato Cakes.—Add one beaten egg 
to two cupfuin of innnhod potatoes, 
two tntrtcHpooofuts of* ini Ik, salt and 
white pepper lo taste. Mix well and 
form Into Icii halls, using flour to 
handle them. IMn around each n thin 
atrip of bacon, using n toothpick to 
hold the bacon in place. Set In a hot 
oven nr under a gas flame and cook 
the bacon until crisp. Serve at once.

—(Jrln I the rem­
nants of the soup 
meat or roast 
rather coarse. Cut 

three imHiluin-Klzed potutoe* In small 
cubes, scald three onions and chop 
fine. Add the /egetablos to the bean 
pot. salt, pepper, gravy and the meat. 
Add one pint o f hot stock or hulling 
water; cover and bake one and one- 
half hours. I f  bouillon cubes nre used 
to prepare a broth, lessen the salt, as 
usually one small cube will salt a 
pint of liquid.

Vegetable and Broth Soup.—Take
the broth from a well-cooked tongue; 
add to the broth one sliced onion, two 
sliced potatoes, oue each o f sliced 
carrot and turnip. Season with salt, 
l»ep|»er. kitchen bouquet and a few 
spoonfuls o f strained tomato. Cook 
slowly for an hour, ndd a ttnspoonful 
o f wnlnut catsup and serve piping 
hot. Strnln If desired, hut serving 
the soup with the vegetables Is far 
more economical.

Appta Salad.—Chop firm apples, us­
ing three or four, depending on the 
number to tie served. Add a small 
hunch of celery mid a tablespoonful 
of onion scraped from the cut aide of 
a mild onion, a handful of dates fine­
ly minced and mix with a good boiled 
dressing thinned with cream. Serve 
In the curled leaf of head lettuce.

Eggleaa Nugget Cake.—Cream one- 
half cupful of shortening with two cup­
fuls of light brown augnr, Sift togeth­
er two cupfula of pastry flour, one half 
teaopoonful each of sodn and salt, one 
teafixxmful of baking powder; ndd one 
capful of raisins, the aaiue o f nuta; 
mix all together and add at the last 
two squares of chocolate mdjed over 
hot water. Hake for 95 minutes.

Maple Sauce for Pudding, Cakes or 
Waffles.—Cook three fourth* of a cup­
ful of maple sirup and one teaspoon- 
ful of butter till If spin* a thread; 
pour on two egg whites well beaten. 
When cool add half a cupful of 
rrcam whipped until stiff.
