"'Fire Department Confines Blaze To

\One Kuilding. Both Cotton and Build-
ling Covered By Insurarce.

‘Fire of undetermined origin broke
out in the brick building, owned by
‘Mrs. Lee (Green, on Texas Ave. Sal-
hrdsy afternoun, at 2:80 O'clock, and
before the fire was brought under
control gutted the nuilding and des-|
troyed most of the cotton linters|
stored in the building. The cotton
linters were owned by thc Slaton 0il
Mill

There were 1,002 ’bnlcs of the linters
stored in the brick house at the time
the fire was discovered. The roof
of the building was on fire and the
fire department, while confining the
threatening flames to the one build-
ing, found it necessary to stay on the
job all that night, Sunday and Sun-
day night, Monday and Monday night
playing streams of water on the burn-
ing bales of linters, many of which
were ecagerly dragged out into Texas
Avenue where most of them later were
reduced to ashes, making that busi-
ness block of Texas Avenue a soot
soaked, sloppy block for a day or
with a heavy pall of smoke reminding
Slaton citizens the fire was still eat-
ing its way through bales of linters,

It it understood that both the cot-
ton and the brick building were fully
protected by insurance.

Early Wednesday morning fire
broke out again in the building and
within a few minutes the flames lick-
wed up most of the rubbish left from
the fire which started Saturday and
intermittently burst forth through
Sunday and Monday.

The brick building was owned by
Mrs, Lee Green, The building was the
“first brick garage built in Slaton, and
‘for the owner, was a connecting link
between the past and present, for it
was in this building that Mr. and Mrs,
Green and family for several years
conducted their Slaton business ac-
tivitities, The bare walls left stand-
ing from the fire, with one wall
threatning to collapse, now represents
the last piece of improved property
held by Mrs. Green, & meant a great
«deal more than a business house with
handsomne glass front and thick stable
“walls.
