However, no
fatalities have yet resulted, and very
few cases have proven serious, Six
danys is the longest any student has
been detained from school on account
of the epidemic and in most cases the
victim is able to return within two or
three days.

A careful check last Monday morn-
ing revealed that 98 students wera
ahsent from the high school on ac-
count of the flu, 54 were absent from
East Ward, and 43 from West Ward
and Junior high school. This is the
greatest number of students absent
from the Slaton schools on account of
any kind of sickness in some time.

A SENSIBLE DECISION

A citizen of Wichita County, Texas,
owned a private pond, located on his
own land, In that pond were fish
which the owner had put there for his
on personal and private use. At his
pleasure he caught some of those fish
and used them for food for his family.
He was arrested, tried and convicted
in the trial court of Wichita County
for violating the State fishing lawa.
He pleaded not guilty, and asserted
his right to use his own private pro-
perty as he saw fit for his own use.
But that right was denied by the
law officers and a trial court, and, as
before stated, he was convicted and a
penalty imposed. We admire that
man's spunk, because he did not then
acquiese. He appealed the case to the
Court of Criminal Apeals at Austin—
o court of last resort in such matters,
composed of three level headed gentle-
men leaxned in the law and jealous to
guard th constitutional rights of our
citizens. That court on review of .the
case held the other day that the man
had violated no law; that he had
the constitutional and lawful right to
fish at pleasure from his own private
pond, and accordingly reversed the
unrighteous and preposterous decision
of the lower court.

It was, of course, a highly sensible
decision, but the effort of the lower
tourt and officials to place such a
construction on the law and to con-
nvict and punixh a citizen for such
exercise the private right of pro-
perty ad enjoyment of private proper-
ty rights is at least an indication of
the lengths to which some people
clothed with official authority are in-
clined to go in unreasonableness and
fanaticism. If the decision of the low-
er court was the law in this land, and
such the rule as to the use and cn-
joyment of private property, it would
place us lower down in the scale of
progress and civilization than wera
the American savage Indians at the
time of the discovery of this continent.
And, needless to say, it is such oppres-
sive and unreasonable interpretation
of the laws that breeds contempt and
¢ i#%rust for all law and the courts on
the part of the average citizen. Be it
remembered, however, that an educat-
ed and enlightened public sentiment
18, in the last analysis, the citizen's
safeguard against tyranny, injustice
and oppression, and our great courts
of last additional
guards of human rights, of life,
liberty and of property. These great
courts of last shoull not be
blamed for the petty injustices and
oppressions committed by many of
our lower courts, many of which are
not conducted for the purpose of deal-
ing ot justice between citizens and the
State, but for the purpose of making
a fat living for the heads of those
petty courts, regardless of individual
rights, the law and the Constitution.
