light.

The special election was 
called by the Last legislature 
after the Supreme Court had 
order'd  redtstrtcting. The en­
largement of the senate would 
have relieved redlstrictlng 
pains.

The redlstrictlng bill approv­
ed last spring, pitted some vet­
eran senators against others Ui 
the next election. Also, the 
rural areas felt It would lose 
representation tiecause at the 
redlstrictlng.

Harlan, a late candidate at 
quarterback, guided the team 
smoothly and connected on a 
touchdown pass in Ids first 
start at the man-under position.

Halfback Victor Cristan 
tallied for Slaton early In the 
second quarter on a 15-yard 
run, then Harlan hit end Hobby 
Magallanes with a 14-yard pass 
for the other score with just 
seven seconds left In the first 
half.

Johnson broke loose for an 
85-yard touchdown run on the 
first play of the second per­
iod, but s dipping penalty took 
45 yards off the run. The T i­
gers moved the 45 yards tn nine 
plays, however, with Cristan 
sweeping left end with a pitch- 
out from 15 yards away. C ris­
tan was stopped short on the 
try for extra points.

The proud Huffs played the 
Tigers on almost even terms 
In the second half. The T i­
gers lost the ball twice on fum 
bles and were hampered with 
penalities. One pile tout went 
astray at the Petersburg 28.

The Huffs got Inside the T i­
ger 20 Just one tlme--that coin­
ing near the end of the game 
when Slaton stopped the visitors 
on the 12. The Tigers held on 
downs, then Danny Scott re­
covered a fumble on a fourth- 
down play that failed to pick 
up the necessary yardage.

The only other Buff scoring 
threat came early In the fourth 
period when Petersubrg 
pounced on a Slaton fumble at 
the Tiger 45. The Huffs drove 
to the Slaton 26 before giving 
up the ball on downs.

Slaton's offensive line was 
sharp In the first half, paving 
the way for Johnson’ s big gains 
Leading the way were veterans 
In the middle of the llne--Center 
Doug Williams, guards Danny 
Scott and Oscar Henderson, and 
tackle Billy Martin. Pickens, 
Williams and Scott got credit 
for fumble recoveries.

Williams, playing middle 
guard on defense, shared honors 
with Larry Pickens , Harlan,
Johnson and Doyle Ethridge In 
the number of tackles and 
assists chalked up by the de­
fensive crew. Roy Green, Hen­
derson, Scott, Bownds and 
Olague were also prominent In 
the defensive picture.

Harlan and Johnson were the 
pleasant surprises on the offen­
sive, with the Junior quarter­
back responding In great fash­
ion to the challenge of a new 
position.

Some 400 hometown fans saw 
the Eagles win their first grid 
game since the opener last year.

The game belonged to the 
Eagles all the way as Coach 
Don Taylor's crew rushed for 
206 yards on the ground while 
the tough defensive unit, led by 
Jerry Powe, George Crow, Gary 
McGuire and Wayne Turman, 
held the Trojans to a minus 14 
yards rushing.
