Young's extraordinary heroism 
In close combat with an armed 
hostile force was In keeping 
with the highest traditions of 
the military service and re ­
flects great credit upon him­
self, the 9th Infantry Division 
and the United htatoa Arm y."

The Bronze Star which Is 
for outstanding meritorious 
aervlce was In connection with 
ground operations against a 
hostile force In Vietnam during 
the period of March S to 24. 
In part. It read "H is  Initiative, 
zeal, sound judgment and de­
votion to duty have been In the 
highest tradition of the United 
States Army and reflect great 
credit on him and on the m ili­
tary serv ice".

Young entered the service In 
Lubbock In early December 
after being In the Job Corps 
for one and a half years. He 
had been In Vietnam only about 
three weeks at the time of his 
death. He attended Slaton 
Schools. He was a native of 
Oak wood, Tex.

Slaton businesses closed for 
lUs funeral which was held In the 
Triumph Baptist Church. He 
was Slaton’ s second Vietnam 
casualty.

There Is not enough paper In 
my tablet to mention all of the 
aid and abundance we have don­
ated and are presently donat­
ing to Communist Countries.

This and th* fact that wa 
"w et nurae" every new - born 
nation and give convalescent 
assistance to every old one to 
th* point of our own financial 
destruction, complicated by the 
fact that we have not tended 
to our own domestic problems, 
la a situation that may logic­
ally be classified deep into the 
realm of absurdity.

There Is a Christian way at 
living and an American way of 
living and they are largely In­
separable. what we call our 
"Am erican way of U fa "  cam* 
about due to the fact that It 
waa founded, for the greater 
part, In Christianity because 
the founders of our nation chose 
to design their lives (political, 
social, ecooomlc and family) 
after the plans and specifica­
tions told out by th* Supreme 
Architect of the Universe. Our 
Constitution and early laws 
wers formulated on con­
sideration of the same spec- 
fleations. Any wilful neglect to 
recognise the above as a fact 
Is In Itself a distinct threat to 
our great heritage.

There are many unique things 
about th* United States of 
America • the method of and 
reasons for Its foundation, the 
magnificence of Its democratic 
system and Its unbelievably 
rapid progress under the sy­
stem.

However, there Is nothing 
unique about the socialistic 
path of moral degradation that 
w* are now exploring. It has 
been followed many times by 
nations that have now ceased 
to exist.

W* may do well on th* an­
niversary of this great nation 
to bear in mind that it to not 
an entirely free country In any 
manner of speaking. Everything 
about It la paid for, or la being 
paid for, or must be paldfor with 
the labors and lives of strong 
men and women.

Our speech and our actions 
are not entirely free nor should 
they be. Our freedom to swing 
our arms ends at the point of 
our neighbor’ s nose, and our 
freedom to speak ends at th*„ 
polnt of abusing others.

The freedom with which w* 
conduct ourselves In all areas 
la regulated by th* rule* of th* 
same Supreme Being whose 
principles endowed us with this 
liberty.

Men, or Nations of men, are 
not devlnely endowed with 
greatness. They are great, or 
fall to be so, because of the 
principles to which they ad­
here. Maybe all la not lost, 
maybe w* have not reached th* 
point of no return. But w* 
shall return to tha principle* 
that mad* this country great or 
It will not continue to be so.

Bear With U$
"What would It cost to publish this In the newspaper?" 

That's a question newspaper people frequently are asked 
and always are happy to answer even If In a surprisingly 
large number of case* the answer Is "nothing st a ll."

T h s fs  when the question conctrns events of news. Types 
of coverage which seem most frequently to oonfus* tit* public 
are death notices, weddings, anniversaries and, occasionally, 
accounts of special social events although the question of 
cost also often comes up concerning personal items and news 
and pictures of Slaton and area men In the armed forces.

Naturally, most of those who ponder about the cost of 
publishing stories and pictures are having their first ex­
perience In dealing with the news department of a paper. 
Otherwise they would know there Is no charge. Even so, 
perhaps a few words on policy are In order for those who may 
be contemplating submitting news material.

Actually, the policy Is simple. Newspapers charge for ad­
vertising, their major source of revenue, and do not charge 
for stories and pictures. And while all advertising Is subject 
to approval before being accepted, a more lenient policy la 
used since the customer Is buying the spec* In which his 
message appears, whether this Is oommerlclal, political 
or what-have-you.

News material also la published in connection with existing 
policies. Although there la no charge whatsoever, It Is 
published If the paper feels It Is of sufficient news Interest 
to warrant the space It will occupy. This Is not always a 
simple decision to make but the decision must be made. 
Consequently, general policies are set and certain type of 
stories simply are not carried for in the event they are 
accepted from one source, they must, In all fairness, be 
accepted from alL

Another question that frequently arises Is the date of 
publication for a submitted article. Here, again, there Is a 
difference between advertising and news.

Advertising la sold to appear on a particular day and is 
published on the date or dates the customer wishes.

News contributions for a weekly newspaper should always 
be reported aa soon after the event occurs as possible. If 
It Is turned In late, these are the stories that usually are 
shortened In order to have space for more recent stories. 
The Slatonlte’ s deadline Is 5 p.m. on Tuesday.

Despite the tact that all papers would like to run pictures 
of every Pee Wee team. Minor League team. Vacation Bible 
School class, and every event that la Important to someone, 
editors must gauge publication on the a mount of space available.

So, bear with us, we solicit both your sdvertlslng and your 
news. Without either, we oouldn't be a newspaper.

Each year tha population of 
rural America becomes small­

A new type of enterprise, at 
least to to* people of tha High 
Plains area, Is Catfish Farm­
ing. This enterprise has proven 
to be highly successful to a 
number of people in Arkansas, 
Louisiana and East Texas. A 
recreation survey conducted 
recently by all of toe agri­
cultural agencies In Lubbock 
County has shown that re ­
creation In general and fish 
farming in particular has great 
potential In Lubbock and sur­
rounding counties.

However, It Is an enterprise 
that should be given a great 
deal of careful consideration 
before entering. Tha Initial In­
vestment Is quite high. 1 hirty 
acres of fish farm Is considered

a family enterprise. An Invest­
ment of approximately $40,000 
would yield an annual Income of 
about $T,000 a year.

The ponds should be designed 
to fit toe toiography of toe land 
and can vary In size from one 
to four to five acres. The sug­
gested water depth Is from four 
feet to six feet with a minimum 
depth of two feet required.

The water source should be 
fresh water and the ponds should 
be protected from overflow, A 
minimum of 25 gallons of water 
per minute per surface acre 
Is needed. This contrasts 
sharply with toe 8-10 gallons 
per minute needed for crops 
during the peak use iierlod.

Channel catfish and blue cat­
fish are being used In catfish 
farming enterprises. Channel 
catfish seam to be the hardiest 
of the two but both perform 
wall.

Many producers also have 
marketed fish by toe tlsh-out 
method. People are charged so 
much per rod and reel plus so 
much per pound.
