Smaller Retailers Exempted 
From Base Price Posting Law

Retailers with revenues of less than 5200,000 annually are 
no longer subject to base price posting requirements, Ellis 
Campbell, Jr., District Director for North Texas, said this 
week. This decision was announced Saturday by the Price 
Commission.

These retailers, while still subject to other Price Com­
mission regulations, do not have to post signs listing the base 
prices or signs announcing the availability of bate price In­
formation.

They are still required to make available base price In­
formation If asked by customers. They will also still be 
subject to monitoring and spot checking by the Internal 
Revenue Service, snd documentation of base prices must 
be made available to IRS If requested.

Price Commission Chairman C. Jackson Grayson Jr. said, 
"The Commission believes this decision will remove an 
undue administrative burden on those small retailers who do 
not have the personnel or facilities to comply with the posting 
requirements. This Is consistent with the intent of Congress 
as expressed in the Economic Stabilization Act."

In other action, the Price Commission reported It has in­
formed the American Pharmaceutical Association that the 
Commission has reaffirmed Its position that the sale of 
drugs Is t  retail activity. The commission emphasized, 
however, thet Its decision should not be interpreted as an 
Intention to detract from, reduce or remove the professional 
status of pharmacists.

Cause Most Farm Accidents

"No '  rexes farm or ranch could operate 
M tafetSatt'i. Hre and machinery. Yet these 
Irssentlal are also the agrl-businessman’ s 

threat," according to the Vice 
|l‘resident for Farm and Ranch of the Texas 
safety Bo* relation.

Jot L. Smetana of Waco nude ihe com- 
‘menttoda. while discussing Texas Farmaml 
fr\anch»!ct> Week. Governor Preston Smith 
pas proclaimed the week u< July 25-31 as 
F arm anc Ranch Safety Week to call attention 
ko the Reed for greater etforts in act klent 
l i e  vend t tn rural acreas of the state,
j "Last year In Texas, water, (ire and 
knachlner) accidents claimed the lives of at 
least DO personsengagedlnagrlculturalpur- 
sidU, Smetana revealed. Uher (actors ac­
counted for 63 deaths.

rural Texas lives last year," he said.
"The deaths came In boating, swimming 

and fishlr^ accidents on Texas farms an! 
ranches. The most Important safety step 
rural families can take In this area is to 
teach every member of the family how to 
swim. Stock ponds, streams and creeks 
should be properly guarded to protect small 
children. Twenty of last year’ s fatalities 
were under 19 years of age, seven of those 
were 9 or under,"

Smetana also said that dotation aids 
should be kept handy near all agricultural 
water hazards and that family members 
should know how to administer mouth-to- 
mouth resuscitation.

Fire was the next safety hazarddiscussed 
by the expert,

"F ire  destroyed at least one hurtun life 
on Texas farms and ranches in each month, 
except October, during 1970," Smetana said,

'Twenty-nine people perished tn the 
blazes."

He said that properpreparatlonlorcmer- 
gencles such as fire Is one way of saving 
lives. Inspections should be nude on a regular 
basis of appliances, electrical wirug. and 
power tools, andthedefectscUmlnatrd. Heat­
ing systems, portable heaters, and other 
possible fire hazards should also be checked, 
ac\ ordlng to Smetana.

He urged farm and ranch families to 
prepare a home fire escape plan and toiriakx- 
asslg nme nts for each person for action In case 
of fire. The plan should be irteddunnga fire 
drill.

Smetana said another me lor cause of farm 
and ranch deaths in 1970 were (alls.

He said fourteendeathsoccurredonlarms 
and ranches as a result of falling accidents.

"Falls generally occur when makeshift 
or broken ladders arc used, or when people 
are to much In a hurry to take the proprr 
amount of time to plan a specific )ob. Hand­
rails and good lighting can help eliminate 
falling hazards on sulrs and steps. Workers 
should also remember to scrape mud, grease, 
snow, and other substances from shoes be­
fore climbing ladders on machinery, equip­
ment, or buildings," said Smetana.

"One area of special emphasis during 
Texas Farm and Ranch Safety Week la 
agricultural chemicals," he commented.

"  Though there were no deaths directly 
attributed to the use of agricultural chemi­
cals during 1970, there is always an element 
of danger when pesticides, herbicides and 
other chemicals are being used," the TSA 
(arm safety expert stated,

"Our advice to agri-businessmen ts rel­
atively simple. First, a safe worker always 
reads the label and follows the directions 
to the letter, if protective equipment, such 
as gloves, respirator, or special clothing Is 
recommended. It should be used. Children 
end animals should be kept away from mix­
ing and spraying areas. Chemicals should be 
stored in their original containers. They 
should never be pitied In food or dunk 
containers. Chemicals should be stored in 
safe places that are inaccesalble to chil­
dren and animals. Finally, the recommen­
dations of the manufacturer or dealer should 
be followed when dlspoetng of the empty 
containers."

“ In general," he said, "there la no 
reason why farm and ranch activities have 
to result In loss of life. Injury or property 
damage, If all rural residents would simply 
be more alert to the pogalbh hazards of 
everyday life."

"Accidents can be prevented, and the 
annual Texas Farm and Ranch death ami 
accident Injury toll can ba reduced,”  Smet­
ana concluded.

MUru said that accidents Involving 
and ranch machinery were the biggest 
»  fcnong the three. Forty persons died 
dvoccldents In 1970. Nineteen of the 
I involved tractors, six Involved shred- 
two iame in cultivator accidents, and

"Children should be kept away from 
chinar and all workers should be taught 
stay clear of the moving parts of agri- 
tural machines," Smetana warned. 
"Tractor overturns accounted for 16 of 
death Involving machinery last year," 
COOti n »  He said these deaths might 

re hoc. avoided If the tractors Involved 
I been equipped with protective frames or 
xectlve cabs and safety belts.
"But the best way to prevent this sort 
thing Is to prevent trtetor owrturns 
mselvt ," Smetana advised.
Ha jjfcplaincd that agricultural workers 
lid avoid tractor upsets by slowing down 
turns, especially on slopes and on rough, 

ddy hround. Slow speeds should also be 
id Nta' ditches and embankments, ac­
ting to die safety expert.
