(B—A vie-
jous hurricane that killed at least
three persons and injured many
others in Havana, Cuba, blasted
Key West today with winds report-

The weather bureau sald the
storm is traveling about 15 miles
an hour in a northeasternly direc-
tion. It will bring hurricane winds
over most of the Everglades—Lake
Odeechobee area southeastward to

The Republican presidential
pominee and his top adviser on
foreign affairs were slated to start
their discussion at the executive
mansion shortly after Dulles' sched-
uled arrival from New York today.

They arranged to keep In close
touch during the conferemce with
United Nations Security Council
developments in Paris.

Dulles is a United States delegate
to the UN General Assembly. He
arrived home by plane from the
French capital yesterday just a
few hours after the council turned
against the Soviet Union.

Dulles traveled from Paris for
today's conference at Dewey's re-
quest. He plans to fly back there
either tonight or tomorrow morn-
ing, the New York governor's of-
flee said.

The importance Dewey at-
taches to the session with Dulles
is underscored by the fact Dulles
is away from Paris while the Se-
