It !• now known that Slaton has a 
Ku Klux Klan. organized recently 
Two preachers have also started a 
bank account. Several loafers have 
also disappeared from the streets.

On last Sunday night about 9 o’clock 
eight men robed in the regalia of the 
Ku Klux Klan. entered the Methodist 
church, marched to the rostrum, 
handed Rev. Jno. P. Hardesty a letter, 
then quietly marched out to waiting 
cars, which were also driven by robed 
and hooded men it is said.

As soon ss the preacher could re­
gain his composure he fumbled around 
and opened the letter. The first thing 
he saw was a roll of bills. But he 
was too excited to count them The 
first paragraph of the letter request­
ed that it be read to the congregation 
and given to the press, which was 
done. During the reading of the let­
ter long and loud applause was heard 
from the large congregation that fill­
ed the auditorium and galleries of 
this big church to its capacity.

We do not know who compose the 
Klan of Slaton, but we do know thst 
the principles they stand for ought to 
appeal to every law-abiding citizen, 
ami we venture the assertion thst if
