| Campaign Begins

Some 12 states are at the present
| time not included in the registration
| area of the United States, Arkansas
being the last to reach the coveted
goal, having been admitted in Febru-
ary of this year, according to Dr, J.
C. Anderson, state health officer, who
has instituted a state-wide “Birth
Registration” campaign in an endeav-
or to bring Texas nearer the Federal
requirements for admittance to the
registration area.

“At the present time, Texas is only
registering some 70 per cent of babies
born within her borders,” Dr. Ander-
son stated, “and 90 per cent is neces-
sary for Federal recognition. It is
hoped that the engire citizenship of
the state will be given to this fost
worthy work, as it is indeed vegret-
