DOG TRAINING CLASSES
TO FIGHT DELINQUERCY

Dog ownershl‘r “as a splendid
means” of building character in
young people and of fighting the
rising tide of juvenile delinquency,
is being urged by the Gaines Dog
Research Center, New York City

Sociologists have long recog-
nized the challenge of continuing
responsibility as a valuable fac-
tor in molding character. Dog
ownership provides such respon-
sibility to an ideal degree, the
Center states. Looking after a
dog's daily requirements, taking
him out, feeding and caring for
him, giving him needed attention
when he is not well, and sharing
with him innumerable experi-
ences of a varied sort are invalu-
able aids that lead to a desirable
maturity. Young people having a
dog in their care are not likely to
have the time or inclination to
run the streets, age in petty
thievery or after-school fights or
other forms of juvenile gang ter-
rorism.
