Questions and Answers about the 
Telephone Company's Request for 
Higher Rates in Slaton

Q. Why is the telephone company asking for higher rates 
in Slaton?

A . Because Slaton rates arc too low to bring in enough 
revenue to pay all o f the cost o f futaisliing the 
service and allow a reasonable return on our in­
vestment here.

Q. What are the results o f the telephone company’s op­
erations here?

A . During the last half o f 1947, telephone expenses 
were almost as high as our revenues here. W c col­
lected 116,201, but costs o f furnishing telephone 
service here totaled 111,769, leaving only 14}2—

, a return o f less than one per cent on the invest­
ment in the telephone system in Slaton.

Q. How about telephone costs? Are they up much?

A. Yes. The cost o f everything that goes into furnish­
ing service is higher. Copper ¡5 up 105 per cent. 
Lead is up 240 per cent more than in 1940. A  } f -  
foot pine pole that cost 16.30 in 1940 now costs 
us 118.11.

Q. How much is the telephone payroll up?

A . The telephone payroll in Slaton is nearly five limes 
as high at it was seven years ago. Tlte growth o f 
Slaton has made it necessary that we hire more 
people to handle the larger volume o f calls, and 
in addition wage rates have gone up.

Q. How long have Slaton’s telephone rates been in effect?

A . Present rates for telephone service here were estab­
lished in 1928. A t  that time Slaton had 475 tele­
phones as compared with 1,05 5 today. The scope 
and value o f the service has increased greatly in 
the past 20 years with no increase in rates.

Q. W ith so much mort business, isn’t the company's rev­
enue much higher than it was a few  years ago?

A . Telephone revenues have increased, to be sure, but 
expenses are increasing much faster. Since 1941, 
local telephone revenues have increased 96 per 
cent, but expenses during the time period have 
gone up 137 per cent.

Rates established 20 years ago will not bring in 
enough revenue to permit operation o f the Slaton 
exchange on a sound financial basis.

COLLEGE STATIO N , May 2 —  
Texas dairymen seem to be over- 
alarmed about the recent reports 
on the use o f DDT, says James 
A . Deer, assistant extension en­
tomologist o f Texas A.&M. College.

So, let’s get straightened out on 
the DDT situation right now.

Nobody has died from effects o f 
DDT in milk. In fact, there aren’t 
even any recorded cases o f sick­
ness caused by m ilk produced from 
DDT-sprayed dairy cows. When 
cows arc sprayed— or when DDT 
is used to spray dairy barns —  
small quantities can sometimes be 
detected in the m ilk supply. It 
hasn’t hurt anybody so far, but the 
food specialists fee l that such ai>' 
important food item as milk should 
be free o f any trace o f this mater­
ial. So the recommendation against 
the use o f DDT is merely a pre­
cautionary measure, says Deer.

That’s why mcthoxychlor or pyre- 
thrum insecticides have been rcr- 
ommended in place o f the DDT 
for insect control both on the 
cattle and in the dairy barns a.s 
well.

And the warning about feeding 
DDT sprayed forage to dairy cat­
tle  or animals being finished for

slaughter still holds. It isn’t a 
good practice, says Deer, since 
traces of the insecticide may show 
up in the fini.shcd product.

Don’t give up the DDT altogeth­
er though, the entomologist con­
tinues. It’s still recommended for 
livestock other than dairy animals 
and many crop pests as well.

I f  there’s still any doubt about 
what insecticide to use. sec your 
county agent, advises Deer.
