Mammoth Crop Foreseen!

Unless some unforseen difficulties arise this section
bids fair to yield the largest cotton and grain crops that have
lever been produced and at a time when it will most likely be
needed as never before. However the problem of gathering the
crop will likely be as great as was the problem of gathering crops
in the last two years of the last war, Charley Austin, who operates
two big farms in this area, says that it is probable that regard-
less of how high the grade of the cotton may be it is possible
that many farmers will have to use machines or sled the cotton.

Last years cotton crop, the largest ever experienced
in this area, and probably the best per acre yield ever gathered.
from unfertilized fields anywhere, did not mature as rapidly as
the crops will this year, the cotton will have to be gathered in
a shfrt span of time and it is likely that labor conditions will
be more jammed for a short time than ever in the history of the
South Plains. .

What the farmers and business men can do to avoid
sky rocketing iabor costs and conditions that make business opera-
tions most difficult is a problem that should be given serious
consideration now. Competition for workers will only bring added
expense to all the farmers andin the end force many hundreds
of pounds of cotton to be left in the fields to deteriorate beforo
it is gathered or will force the farmers to use machinery to
get the cotton out of the fields. Business men should prepare
now to take care of a peak load of traffic and to have help
able to do the work.

Who Is Going To Pay The Bonus_

Should the United States become embroiled in another
world conflict that would require all of the younger men's ser-
vices then what are the Senators and the President going to do
when it comes time to issue more war bonuses and pay the
veterans after such a war ends?

Within a few years there will be few people left who
have not served in at least one of the last two wars and with
another war nearly all of the able bodied men will have served
at least once and some of them for the second time. When the
bonus business, big ballahoo and so forth starts again the men
who get the money will be the ones who will have to pay it and
so it will be like a lot of the stuff the Government is doing
today only there will be more of it

It is very confusing to consider the fact that the
Government is spending millions on developing ways to improve
the preduction of cotton, corn, onions, and what have you, and
at the same time is putting controls of how much of these things
the farmer is allowed to rzise. Just how much useless bookkeep-
ing, bonus to farmers, to industry and to the armed froces this
nation can stand must be limitless for it has pyramided time
after time and we are so confused now that no one knows what
is going on, and probably the folks who are guiding these activiti-
es know less than any of us.

We all need to get closer together, save more and
simplify things more than ever in the history of our nation and
it could be done especially with a good example from the men
who are guiding our destinies from Washington,

An ordinance designated the
City of Slaton “Traffic Ordinance"
being ‘comprehensive in its sco
and generally regulating in (Kg
public interest the use of streets
and alleys and other public ways
in  the City of Slaton; defining
certain words and phrases used
therein; providing compliance by
all persons using the public ways;
establishing exceptions for emer-
gency vehicles; requiring complian-
ce with and regulating the use of
streets and intersections with of-
ficial traffic control devices and
signs; adopting wording and colors
for such signs and devices and
their use in a traffic control legend
for pedestrians and vehicular tra-
ific; making it unlawful to dis-
play unauthorized signs, signals or
markings, and stating exceptions;
énd prohibiting the alteration and
defacing of such devices: further
prescribing  regulations {or stop-
ping, standing and parking in com-
pliance with officially erected signs
and signal devices and curb mark-
ings; prohibiting use of streets for
the sale, washing and greasing or
repair of vehicles; prohibiting
driving through funeral proces-
sions; placing limitations on turn-
ing in and entering into alleys or
private driveway; regulating rid-
ing of bicycles, motorcycles, coast-
ers, sleds, rollerskates; ‘prohibiting
driving motor vehicle while intoxi-
cated, and wanton disregard for
safety of others while driving
vehicles; establishing speed limit;
regulating part of street to be
used under varying circumstances;
directing use of streets marked
into lanes; providing use of signals
by vehicle operators; establishing
right of way rules and yielding of
right of way to emergency vehicl-
es; making it unlawful for other
than authorized emergency vehic-
les to use bells or sirens; establish.
ing miscellancous rules relating to
arked or whattended motor vehic-
es; obstruction to drivers view;
