CARLYLE'S CONTEMPT OP MAN.

C arlyle's opinion of H erbert Spen­
cer as ' the  m ost unending ass in 
C hristendom ” must, of course, be 
read in conjunction with C arlyle’s de­
rision for m ankind in general. “Most­
ly fools,” he cheerfully thought of us 
all. Darwin, we know, he would not 
have a t any price—not a  word of him. 
C ardinal Newman, he estim ated, had 
“the brain of a  medium-sized rabbit.” 
Ruskin w as a  bo ttle  of soda-water. 
“A bad young m an” was his sum-up 
of another em inent w riter, whom we 
need no t name, for he is still living. 
But these hostile phrases were sub­
jec t to  considerable modification if 
the m an against whom they were 
aimed came near enough to  Carlyle 
to do him a  personal favor, even to 
pay him a  personal compliment. Dis­
raeli, whom he had described as a 
m ountebank dancing upon John 
Bull’s stomach, offered Carlyle a 
baronetcy, and elicited from him, to ­
gether with a refusal of the  title, 
m any tribu tes to his magnanim ity. 
He said very little  about D israeli 
henceforth in print, and in private  he 
spoke of him only as “a  very tragical 
comical fellow.”—London Chronicle.

DO WE EAT TOO MUCHT

Physiologists say th a t the  Japa­
nese presen t the m ost perfect phy­
sique of any race in the world. Most 
of the diseases common to the Occi­
dent are  unknown among the sub­
jects of the Mikado, and th is happy 
condition they  them selves a ttribu te  
to  the fact th a t they  ea t sparingly 
and only of plain, nourishing food.

OUR BAD COLLEGE SPELLING.

Much is said in  the papers about 
college English.

men. as proved by their essays, can 
not spell. They frequently make the 
m istake of transform ing w riting into 
w ritting, and of dining into dinning— 
an echo probably ot the noise of a col­
lege dining-room.

But poor spelling is not confined to 
college students. College professors) 
are  not free  from the blame. A let-i 
te r lies before the  w riter in which the 
distinguished head of a m ost import 
an t departm ent in an American cob 
lege declares th a t a certain  candidate, 
whom he has recommended as  “com- 
petan t.” A New England college prfrj 
fessor has recently  said th a t in m ak­
ing applications for a place in Eng-’ 
lish several candidates w rote of the  
salery. Of course, also, a m an may 
lack cu lture  and apell correctly. Spell-, 
ing is more or less a m atter of an art 
b ltra ry  b it of knowledge. But w hat­
ever may be the psychological re la ­
tions of th e  a rt, the schools should 
teach boys and girls to spell. By in-) 
correct spelling the higher ranges of 
learning a re  rendered less impressive^ 
—L eslie’s W eekly.

QUALITY OF PATRIOTISM.

INTERNATIONAL QUESTIONS.

Every w ar brings to  the  fron t new 
questions of an international charac 
te r  to be passed upon by the  different 
governm ents and to  add new chap­
te rs  to In ternational law. A lready 
two such questions have been 
brought out by the  w ar betw een R us­
sia  and Japan. One of these involves 
the trea tm en t of the w ireless system  
of telegraphy, the  o ther the  use of 
floating m ines a t sea. These are  two 
of the new problems which the pres­
en t war has brought to  th e  front. 
T here may be others. In any event, 
there  will be som ething for the in­
ternational law yers of the foreign de­
p artm ents to busy them selves about 
a fte r hostilities have been concluded, 
if no t before.—A tlan ta  Constitution.

EUROPE'S MILITARY BURDEN.

Conscription as it  is now practiced 
in Europe is a m odern development 
of the Roman m ilitary system, and 
while it has been adopted in one oi 
another form by all, it has reached its 
m ost d rastic  shape In France and 
Germany. It was th e  terrib le  power 
of conscription th a t enabled Napo­
leon to carry  on th e  gigantic wars 
which placed all Europe a t his feet. 
P russia 's  ingenuity  in evading the 
hard  conditions imposed upon her in 
the trea ty  of T ilsit, by adopting the 
“short term  and reserve system ,” 
was th e  foundation of the practice by 
which en tire  populations pass under 
m ilitary training, and by wklch Eu­
rope has been turned in to  “an armed 
cam p.”—Philadelphia L « 4 |w .

Scientific Rubber Production.
The production of rubber from  the 

F icus E lastics  in U pper Burm a. As­
sam . and the N etherlands, Is being 
rapidly Increased. The seed of the 
F icus E lastica, when th e  tree  grow s 
natu ra lly  in  the  forest, germ inates al­
m ost invariably in  th e  forks of trees  
th irty  to  forty  fee t above the surface 
of the ground, and th e  young tree s  
grow in consequence for some six to 
ten  years as epiphytes, a fte r which the  
aeria l roo ts reach  the  ground, and in­
crease  in size until some of them  
reach a  g irth  of from  four to  six  feet. 
I t  frequently  happens th a t .the  tree s  
on which the  rubber seedling first ger- 
m inated is killed by the  more vigorous 
growing F icus E lastica.

Max von P ettenkofer, who has been 

called th e  founder of scientific hy­
giene, and, nex t to  H um boldt, th® 
m ost popular of all G erm an n a tu ra l­
ists, lost a  fortune in  um brellas, sel­
dom bring ing  hack w hat he had taken  
away.

The tree  bears  fru it In Its six th  year 
and yields from  55 to  230 pounds of 
fru it, w hich can easily  be harvested .

T he h ighest judicial authority of 

the  German empire is vestedi in the 
Retchsgericht, a federal supremo 
court established pursuant to  the law 
of April 11, 1877, as one of the instl 
tutlons resulting from the creation 
of tho new empire. This im portant 
court Is no t located a t the national 
capital, but in the city of Leipzig. 
Saxony, w here It is housed in a wag 
nifleent building of Its own, completed 
about the  year 1895. Besides the 
requisite  num ber of courtrooms, 
Judges’ chambers, consultation rooms, 
libraries, offices of s ta tes’ attorneys, 
m arshal, clerks and attendants, the 
edifice also contains living rooms, a 
dining-room and a banquet hall, as Is 
so frequently  the case in modern Eu­
ropean public buildings.

W ar Sacrifice G rea t
Dr. Charles Kichet has arrived at 

the following estim ate of the number 
who died in the wars carried on by 
the  various Christian nations during 
the last century The total reaches to 
14,600,000, made up as follows: Napo­
leonic wars. 8,000,000; Crimean war. 
300,000; Italian war, 300.000; Ameri 
ran  civil war, 600,000; Franco-German 
war, 800,000; Russo-Turklsh war, 400,- 
000; civil wars in South America. 
500,000; various colonial expeditions 
In India, Algeria, Mexico, Tonquin, 
Abyssinia, South Africa and M adagas­
car, 3,000,000.

W ar 
fisks on shipm ents there in Ham burg 
and London a re  20 guineas per cent, 
and the underw riters still not th ink ­
ing them high enough. W hat little  
pusiness is being done in war risks 
to Japanese ports shows no advance 
In rates, the situation in th a t country 
is  to provisioning being com parative­
ly favorable—in fact, about as good as 
It is on an average.

Artists' Difficulties In Painting Men.
A rtists will tell you It is no easy 

th ing  to paint a  m an in a frock coat 
so th a t he shall appeal picturesquely 
to  th e  casual wayfarer. The modern 
habilim ents affected by the male per­
son do not lend them selves to a rtistic  
reproduction on canvas. There are  no 
scin tillan t colors, no fine lines of form. 
In a  trousered poseur, and to achieve 
a  successful p o rtra it of a man is to 
spell the a r tis t’s capabilities in capital 
letters. W ith women models—well, 
th ere  the story is of a different cast, 
Just as woman herself is so wholly 
different, so enchantingly complex.

Commences Early In Life.
Of the R ussian Cossacks a w riter 

says: “No wonder the Cossack is a 
fam ous horsem an. At the age of 3 
he learns to ride astride a horse in 
th e  courtyard of his fa th er’s house 
Two years la te r he shows himself 
oq horseback In the  village streets 
and exercises w ith his young com­
rades. No wonder a t  the age of 20 he 
seem s alm ost to  be one flesh with the 
sturdy  beast th a t carries him. Under 
th e  presen t regim e there  are no less 
than  fifty-one regim ents of Cossacks, 
under eleven m ain tribal divisions. 
Chief of these  a re  the Cossacks of the 
Don. Besides these a re  the Cossacks 
of the Kauban, T erek, A strakhan, the 
U ral, Orenberg, Siberia, Semlrletchle. 
th e  Trans-Baikal, the prl-Amur and 
th e  U ssuri. The las t five a re  repre­
sen ted  in the 58,000 Cossacks report­
ed to be available for service in Man­
churia. The Cossack bas his own 
m anual of Instructions. Kvary mpm 
ber of the squadron . n ick  rider, 
who could put the cleverest circus ac 
roba t to  sham e, and th e  firing exer­
c ise ! Introduce features which only 
clever riders w ith clever anim als 
could perform . On campaign, more­
over, the Cossack Is particularly  use­
ful, as he Is accustomed to scanty 
food and ex trem e cold, while no bet­
te r  foraged has yet been discovered In 
th e  arm ies of Europe."

What Boone Looked Like.
In his book, “The Way to  the 

W est." Emerson Hough gives ske tch ­
es of three famous pioneers Of Dan­
iel Boone he says: "Boone was ne i­
ther a tall ncr a thin man. He was 
not angular nor bony. His fram e was 
covered not with cloying fat, bu t with 
firm and easily playing m uscles, and 
he carried none of the useless tissue 
of the man of civilization. H is w eight 
was ‘about 175 pounds.’ Audubon, who 
met him late  In his life, says: ’He ap ­
proached the gigantic in s ta ture . H is 
chest was broad and prom inent and 
his muscular powers were visible in 
every limb. His countenance gave 
indication of his g reat courage, en te r­
prise and perseverance.’ Yet In per­
son Boone did not quite reach the  six- 
foot mark, but was Just below five 
feet and ten inches In sta tu re , some 
say five feet e igh t inches, being th e re ­
fore of exactly tha t build which good 
judges of men esteem  to be m ost de­
sirable for combined streng th , ac tiv ­
ity and endurance. He was ra th e r 
broad shouldered; th a t is to say. his 
shoulders nicely overhung his h ips. 
All agree tha t he was of ‘robust and 
powerful proportions.’ ”

Fixed National Policies.
Not very long ago European s ta te s ­

men believed, and it m ust be con­
fessed th a t they had some reason to 
believe, th a t this nation had no na- 

] tional policy th a t was not subject to 
reversal with every change of the po­
litical complexion of the  adm in is tra ­
tion. It is pleasing to  note th a t the 
comments of the European press on 
the coming election indicate th a t th is 
view Is no longer held, and even more 
pleasing to know th a t there  are  good 
reasons why it should be no longer 
held. This country has, a t last, de­
veloped certa in  well defined national 
politics, en tirely  ou tside the sphere of 
partisan policies, th a t will not be m a­
terially modified by the  resu lt of ev­
ery national election. The Paris 
Temps was entirely  righ t when It a s ­
sured its readers the  o th er day th a t 
“American foreign policy Is now so 
well defined tha t it will continue w ith­
o u t noteworthy modification, no m at­
te r  w hether the president be a Repub­
lican or a Democrat." This is a  de­
velopm ent on which all A m ericans 
can congratu late  them selves. A na­
tion whose course is guided solely by 
party  policies, liable to be radically  
changed every four years, m ust be too 
vacillating and irresponsible ever to 
am ount to much.

The Brooklyn Bridge.
The twenty-first anniversary  of tho 

opening of the Brooklyn bridge took 
place recently  It has been a busy 
place since 1883. The to tal receipts 
therefrom  from 1883 to 1898. when the 
s truc tu re  passed Into the possession 
of th e  railroad companies, were |17,- 
727,890. and the expenditures for the 
sam e period were 318,151.301. The 
railroad companies, earnings from  

fl883 to  1898 were 313,734.818, and the 
earn ings ffom the roadway In the  
sam e period 31,205,460. T he Brook­
lyn bridge cost in the  neighborhood of 
316.000.000. The cost of the stru c tu re  
itself was 311.500,000, while the cost 
of acquiring real esta te , etc . for the 
term inals was about 34.500,000. The 
cost of the W illiam sburg bridge, the 
second of the E ast R iver bridges will 
b e in the neighborhood of 320,000.000. 
T he cost of the  W illiam sburg s tru c­
tu re  will be less than th a t of the  
Brooklyn bridge structure , but the ex­
pense of acquiring real e s ta te  for te r­
m inals and approaches was greater.
