When is Slaton's new swimming 
pool going to open?

That's what a lot of folks here 
are wondering.

Members of the swimming pool
committee didn't have the answer 
at mid-week, but one thing Is eer 
tain it won't be many more days 
now. and it’s possible that the 
pool may be open as early as the 
middle of next week

J S Edwards. Jr., chairman of 
the swimming pool committee, ex­
plained Tuesday. “ We hesitate to 
set a given date for the opening 
of the pool because there'* no 
definite way of telling exactly 
when all work will be completed 

-but we want to open the pool 
at the earliest possible dste " 

Emphasized E'dward*. XVe snti- 
cipate that the pool will be open 
not later than Saturday. June 6."

On Wednesday, it appeared like­
ly that completion of the long 
awaited $60.000 pool might not be 
more than four or five day* away 

Two chief jobs remained com­
pletion of the white marble dust 
finish in the pool, and completion 
of the bath house

Of the two, the latter project 
was moving more slowly Emmett 
Kidd, bath house contractor, said 
Wednesday that hi* part of the 
job larks only laying a small a- 
mount of tile, hanging of three 
doors, plumbing installations and 
finishing touches on the roof 

All materials for completion of 
the bath house were on hand at 
mid-week with the exception of a 
small amount of special)» shaped 
tile needed for the interior

"Providing the tile gets in and 
the weather holds good, we should 
he through by Monday or Tues 
day.” Kidd said

Spreading of the brilliant white 
marble dust finish was moving a 
head at a rapid pace on XVedn«»» 
«iay. and workmen indicated that 
this part of the project probably 
would be completed before finish 
ing touch«** are put on the bath 
house.

EJtwards said it is quite possible 
that the pool may b«- filled with 
water for a "test run

Slaton city commissioners Mon­
day okayed plans for an entirely 
new typ«- of sewage disposal ays- 
t«*m for Slaton.

The new system—to be compos­
ed of oxidation ponds varying 
from less than an acre to approxi­
mately two acres ^will replace the 
Kmhoff tank disposal system which 
has been in operation here sine® 
the mid-1920's and which is no 
longer adequate, it was explained 
Tuesday by Mayor O. N Alcorn 
and City Secretary J. J Maxey 

l*res«-nt plans call for five oxida­
tion ponds and a pumping plant, 
the latter to be used for moving 
water from lower ponds to higher 
ground The pump system would 
enable the purified water to be 
us«-d for irrigation purposes on tho 
ISbacre city owned tract two mil- 
es northeast of Slaton where the 
oxidation ponds are to be con­
structed

The quintet of ponds and the 
pumping system would cost ap­
proximately $20.000, according to 
Alcorn Money for the project is) 
on hand from a RBO.000 water and 
sewer bond issue voted here in 
1950 The balance of that money 
has been used chiefly for th® 
drilling and equipping of five new 
city water wells

Plans for the project now that 
they have been given the green 
light on the local level - go to th® 
Texas State Department of Health 
for final okay Providing the go 
-•head is given at the Austin end 
of the line, work on the project 
probably will get underway within 
30 to 4ft day», Maxey said

In general, city sewage firat 
would pass through a catch basin 
to settle «nit the solids, and then 
would move through the step ays 
stem of ponds— each varying from 
thre«- to four feet in depth -for 
oxidation and purification The 
system is a relatively new one. and 
operati** on what engineers term 
the sunlight principle." The idea 
is that the waste is spread thin, 
and sunlight acting on the pond* 
results in waste purification.

This typ«- of system. Maxey ex­
plained. costs aboul half as much 
as the treatment plant type system 
n«iw in use here Too, oxidation 
ponds ha»-e proven highly succes­
sful at San Angelo, Sundown, 
l-amesa, and other area cities. 

City officials here have viewed

Defense Program: 1 hope the new 
defense program will give us more 
defense per dollar spent But whe 
ther or not that happens, it is cer 
tain we will get less defense if 
terms of the proposed budget are 
carried out

The present military organiza­
tion tables can be reduced, as our 
Preparedness Committee found nut 
last year Surplus manpower can 
be weeded out. and the move in 
that direction should be encourag 
ed As presently planned, expen­
ditures for military hardware —  
Including vitally needed aircraft 
— will be reduced by several bil 
lion dollars. The Air Force will 
absorb nearly all the proposed 
budget cuts The proposed increase 
for the .Army and the proposed 
deceease for the Navy just about 
cancel out each other

The new program is not only a 
stretch-out but a lowering of our 
sights so far as military procure 
ment is concerned. Our ultimate 
strength will be leas than prev 
kmsly planned Our progress to­
ward attaining that strength will 
be slower

I do not see anything in the 
world situation to justify a weak­
ening of our defenses

REA: Many Texans are concern 
ed about the outlook for the rur­
al electrification program Their 
concern is justified. I share it.

The rural electrification pro 
gram needs an estimated $294.000. 
000 in new lonable appropriations 
to carry the program through th« 
next fiscal year The Administra­
tion is asking for $95 000.000 Con 
greas might reduce that.

The proposed reduction cannot 
fairly be related to the drive for 
economy in government The REA 
operates on a loan basis, not a 
grant basis Farmers of the coun 
try are at present more than $50. 
000.000 ahead of schedule in re 
payments

The REA program doesn't COST

Schedules Visit H ere

Do you have your social security 
account-number card? Vacation 
time is just about here and many 
boys and girls in school will be 
taking their first job* It is im 
portant that they have social sec 
urity account number cards.

All wages are credited by ac 
count number If you are going 
lo a job, you should be sure that 
your employer has your correct 
name and social security number 
Your employer must report your 
earnings regularly, but if your ac­
count number is missing or Incor­
rect on his report, you may not 
receive social security credit, and 
this, in turn, could mean that you ! 
or your family might lose some 
or all of the benefits to which 
you or they should be entitled

If you are a bride, you should 
ask your social security office for | 
a new card showing your married j 
name with your own original soc 
ial security number If you are a 
seasonal worker and have never 
had a social security account num­
ber card, you may get one at any 
social security office.

Protect your card, and show it 
to your employer It identifies 
your own individual social security 
account on which eventual bene 
fits may be paid If you have lost 
your social security card, be sure 
to apply for a duplicate of your 
original number ‘One number for 
a lifetime” is rule for your 
protection.

Farm Production 
Up; Income Down 
1st Quarter 1953

The total amount o f money re­
ceived from farm marketings in 
the first quarter of 1953 was 6 8 
billion dollars, down 2 per cent 
from last year, according to a re 
port by the Bureau of Agricultur­
al Economics, of the U. S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture An increase 
of 6 per cent in the volume o f 
commodities marketed was more 
than offset by the lower prices 
received In Texas farmers receiv­
ed a total of $229.588.000 from 
marketings in January and Febru­
ary of this year, as compared with 
$260 548.000 received in the same 
period last year

In general, prices received by 
farriers are expected to continue 
at a lower level this year than in 
1952. but production costs will 
remain almost as high as a year 
ago This points to a drop m net 
farm income this year. The Bureau 
of Agricultural Economics esti­
mates s reduction of about a bit 
lion dollars in net income from 
last year s total of 14 3 billion, but 
still approximately a billion dollars 
above the post World War II low 
of 12 3 billion dollars received in 
1950 Any material change in pre­
sent production prospects would 
change this outlook.

Individual farmers' expenses and 
rash returns always vary by a 
large margin, the Bureau point* 
out These differences are influenc­
ed by the location of the farm 
and the type of operation A re-
