Birth registration la now stand
scdtird and compulsory anywhere 
in the l nited States These records 
become permanent and accessible 
to thine who may be interested 
However, now and then, errors or 
cur which cause difficulties later 
Parents ran take precautions a 
gtinat these errors by making sure 
the doctor sprlla all names eorrret 
ly and fills In all pertinent facta, 
including the exact date of birth 
of the child II is wise too. for 
parents to obtain a cert died copy 
of the record and file It carefully 
with other personal documents and 
papers

If you have no birth certificate, 
write the county clerk at the 
county where you were born, state 
health officer or state registrar of 
vital statistic* to request a copy
II none is registered for you. one 
ol the best proofs is legally execut 
ed. notarised affidavits from re 
latives and dose friends who will 
swear lo the date, place, and your 
parent s names. Another widely 
used proof Is to check Federal 
Census rolls for your official re­
cord in the first census after you 
were born

Pullets should be wormed be 
cause of the opportunity they 
have had to pick up worm» on the 
range These parasites will multi 
ply snd infect the entire flock in 
a short time They will seriously 
hinder feed assimilation, growth, 
snd laying, and wilt weaken the 
bird against the attacks of other 
disease

Indistdual Worming

Worming is particularly -,,pro 
prtstr at housing tune because the 
birds are being handled, anyhow 
Therefore, an individual 'tablet! 
treatment can be easily given This 
type of wormer assures an accur­
ate dotage and maximum efftrteiv 
Q

Individual treatments are avail­
able to remove large roundworms, 
cecal worms tapeworms, and tnte* 
Mnal capillary worms Some pro­
ducts combine the drugs that are 
effective against these species 
The wormers are rarefuully con 
trolled to prevent til effects on the 
thick rn« o f course, only healthy 
birds are recommended as tub 
jects for worming

If you are planning to cull birds 
at you house them. It ts a simple 
matter to arrange an individual 
worming treatment for the birds 
you select Just insert a tablet 
bark of the tongue of each bird 
and are that it goes down the 
gullet With a little experience, 
worming of even a large flock la 
rapid

Flork W arming

Dock ireatmenU continue to be 
popular with poultry men because 
of their convenience When help 
ta not available a flork treatment 
may be the beet solution It re 
quires only a part of a day. and 
wormers are available which will 
remove the various species of 
worms

Ideally, growing pullets should 
be wormed regularly during the 
range period and following houa 
mg Rut. whether or not your flock 
has been on a worm-control pro 
gram, give them the benefit of 
worming at housing time

fatal. He la to leave the area 
where It might be used at least 
for awhile.

Dalene, will 
move to San Angelo aa soon as 
the doctor release* Mr Meyers 
A search was made (or an anti­
dote for the poiaon. but none waa 
found.

John C, White announced thu 
week

A complete leal of all need will 
be made for $2 50 with the ex 
reptlon of chaffy wrasse', native 
gratae«, mixture* and trashy seed 
Thi* fee can be broken down to 
$1 for germination test» or $! 50 
for purity analyse only

A fee of $5 will be levied for 
purity and or germination tests of 
the four exception« chaffy 
native mixture« and trashy secrt 
During a rush season however, 
trashy aeed may be rejected for 
testing purposes. White added 

Noxious weed seed will be ex 
amined for $1 per »ample

Analysis of seed by an accredit 
ed laboratory is required before 
Texas Tested Seed Pay e,.n u 
issued. White explained No 
can be legally offered for sale 
without the tag from the IVp.i t 
ment of Agriculture 
■  Charge for a seed tag has been 
increased from 1 to 2 cents The 
Texas Seed Law requires that one

tag be attached to each container 
or bag of seed sold or exposed for 
»ale in the amount of 10« pounds
or a fraction thereof

Money for the tests must ac­
company the samples Checks or 
money orders should be made to 
the Texas Seed Act Fund Charges 
will be effective on all samples 
which reach either of the two 
laboratories after Sept. 1, regard 
less of the postmark date. White 
said

This will be the first year the 
Texas Department of Agriculture 
ha* charged for seed test* The 
fees are the result of a new plan 
to make the department more 
nearly self supporting and less de 
pendent on the taxpayer's money

Commissioner White said he 
had not asked the l^eigslature to 
appropriate tax money for this 
project for the next two years The 
fee system was initiated so that 
the expense would be borne by 
those who benefit from the ser­
vice

the ratio balanced

If wr have to raise our sights 
to feed a permanently expanding 
population, where shall we turn 
this time’  There are no new Iron 
tiers of first rate land to be open . 
rd up Only a little more than 
one-fifth of our land area is now 
being used for crops, so millions 
more acres could be put into cult! 
vation but the investment for 
irrigation alone would be stagger ! 
ing

The problem is not a new one 
About 150 years ago, Thomas

I Malthus, a brilliant but rather 
*> hort-sighted English economist 
forecast starvation for the human
race because the world population.
he said, was outstripping agricul­
tural production But Malthus was 
wrong He underestimated the 
farmers ingenuity in constantly 
improving his c r o p  raising 
methods.

The answer, then, lies in a great­
er application of science to agri 
culture We must find new ways 
to apply research to agricultural 
production and teach approximate­
ly the present number of farmers 
to use new scientific knowledge on 
apjsroximately the present area 
of cropland

We have nothing to fear from 
the "fifth plate" as long as the 
farmer continues to increase his 
per acre yields, improve his soil 
conservation practices and work 
for better plant and animal breed
