He explained that about
30 juveniles from Lubbock
County are in training schools
each month

Ten boys from the county
were placed on Boys Ranches,
while 35 were placed in foster
homes

Some 35 per cent of juveniles
sent to a state training school
return for a second or third
term

A brighter side of the delin-
quency problem, Cannon said,
was the fact that facilities to
| care for the youths were im-
proving; changes are being
made in trained personnel avail-
able; and professional organiza-
tions are taking an interest—
and action—in the problem.
