Snowflakes, sleet, rain nnd mist 
1< ft Texas with few dry spots Tues­
day und a new cold wave as just be­
ginning.

Snow squalls over tho South Plains 
made traffic slow down to a crawl, 
sleet based highways receiving snow 
that increased in volume as liiw mor- 
cuiy skidded to 22.7 degrees in the 
Slaton area.

All points of tho compass indicated 
conditions at bluton were matched in 
the .South Plains generally.

A variation of 59.3 degrees thus 
was established between Sunday’s all- 
time December high of 82 degrees and 
the early Tuesday low, making for 
some of the most remarkable weather 
figures in the 2G year-old history of 
weather data at the Texas experiment 
sub-station east of Lubbock.

Checking with utility plants and 
communications companies disclosed 
no int> rruption of service due to sleet, 
rain and snow.

Moisture was needed, especially In 
the north Panhandle and north of 
Plainview, for wheat, since the sur­
face was dry and u great proportion 
of planted acreage had not sprouted.

Rt ports were received last week 
of wheat beginning to show signs of 
rapid deterioration nnd, in a few in­
stances, plants were reported dying.

Reports On Conditions
Recent reports on conditions gave 

the follow ing: Plainview. wheat
growing but in need of moisture; 
Happy, moisture needed, some late- 
planted heat not sprouted und rest 
not showing growth; Tulia, fair wheat 
pastures, hut lute wheat not sprouted; 
Lorenzo, rain needed; Amherst, wheat 
growing some; Ralls, wheat up to 
good stand, but moisture needed; 
Abernathy, sowing of wheut not com­
pleted: Crosbyton, wheat in good
shape; Idalou, still planting wheat; 
Kress, wheat fair, needs rain.

On the F. W. & D. C. railway 
brunch from Plainview to Dimmitt 
not all wheat had been sown nnd 
much of that planted had not had a 
good start. Around Sflvurton, Ster- 
ley and other points east of the 
Santa F’e railroad, moisture was 
needed.

Around Petersburg farmers were 
reported taking sheep off wheat 
fields because of the slow growth. 
Farmers feared grazing too closely 
would injure the wheat.

Cotton Picking Halted
Picking of cotton wns stopped by 

the snow and many farmers indicated 
they would not resume harvesting of 
the crop until nfter Christmas holi­
days. Consensus indicated from 80 to 
90 per cent of the crop gathered. 
Amount to be gathered when harvest­
ing is resumed will depend on market 
conditions.

Mechanical harvesters nnd sleds, 
mostly the latter, will be used to har- 
evst the greater portion of the cot­
ton. Moisture will make the lint 
heavy.

Automotive concerns said anti­
freeze was "not going so fast, be­
cause most persons already had 
changed.” Winterizing of oil, loo, 
had boon done earlier, in the main.

Sale of automobile heaters was 
not as brisk as had been expected. 
"Because many of us almost had sold 
out before this spell," said one con­
cern. “ However, some places who 
have heaters arc getting rid of them 
like hotcakes."

N i f t i n e s s  f o r  N e w  Y e a r 's

Consecration is one of the words 
expressing Christian truth which 
has been so much used und so often 
misused that it has lost its savor. 
The writer remembers many a 
“ consecration service”  which meant 
nothing to those present except the 
fulfilling of a certain formula or 
program. The purpose of the meet­
ing was excellent, but results were 
lucking because it had become u 
mere formality.

Paul the apostle knew nothing of 
any theory of consecration. He knew j 
and lived and proclaimed such an j 
abandonment of self to Christ and , 
his cause as really required no 
statement in words—it was his life.

We close today a three-month se­
ries of studies in the Christian life. | 
We began nt the right point by con- I 
sidering "Christian Sonship,”  for no 
one can live until he is born and 
no one can live a Christian life un- > 
til he is born again. We have con- j 
sidered together God's grace in i 
keeping, renewing, guiding, blessing. | 
nnd communing with his own. All j 
these precious truths call us to de- j 
vote ourselves to Christ in glad and j 
full consecration.

Men give themselves thus to the j 
building of a fortune, to the prop- j 
agation of a political or social the­
ory, to the pursuit of an occupation | 
or profession. Why should not the 
Christian give himself in like meas­
ure for Christ and his holy cause?

Paul, in the verses of our lesson, | 
shows that spirit nnd boldly de- i
clnrcs that he follows Christ re- ;
gardless of trying circumstance—he , 
does so now, “ in the body," not 
later in glory. And it mntters not I 
whether it be by life or death— j 
“ Christ shall be magnified.”

I. “ What Then?" (v. 18).
Paul was imprisoned for the gos­

pel’s sake. Did that stop him? no; 
he made the very guards who were 
assigned to watch him in his house ! 
into missionaries of the cross. He | 
won each one as he took his desig­
nated period of service and sent 
him out ns n testimony to "the 
whole praetorian guard and to all 
the rest" (v. 13 R. V ).

Then, some of his Christian asso­
ciates taking advantage of the fact 
that he was imprisoned, went out 
to preach just to show that they 
were ns good as he. They made 
their very preaching an expression 
of their envy of his popularity and 
hoped to heap more sorrow upon 
him. Did he get angry and bitterly 
fight back? No; he thanked God 
that Christ was preached. We need 
more of that spirit in our day.

II. "In My Body."
One of the glaring fallacies of hu­

man thinking is the idea that nt 
some favorable time in the futuro 
we shall be able to enjoy life, do 
mighty deeds or serve the Lord. 
For example parents fail to enjoy 
their children because they are al­
ways looking forward to the next 
stage of their development. The 
time to enjoy nnd help our children 
is now. The time to serve the Lord 
Jesus is now. The day will come 
when we shall be glorified with 
him, but it will then be too late to 
speak to our neighbors about Christ.

III. “ To Live Is Christ and to Die 
Is Gain" (v. 21).

Humanly speaking when a mntter 
is one of "life or death" it is a 
question whether death may not in­
tervene. The hope is that this may 
not be the case nnd every effort is 
made to prevent it. How different 
with Paul. He rightly points out 
that to n Christian death means 
entering into perfect fellowship with 
Christ nnd unlimited service for 
him. Every human limitation will 
then be put aside—knowledge, serv­
ice, communion, will all be perfect 
and complete.

He would not, however, turn away 
from his present privilege nnd duty. 
Since it is God’s will that he should 
abide in the flesh he will do it in 
such a way as to make it literally 
true that to him "to live is Christ." 
Every life has a purpose nnd that 
ruling passion which controls and 
directs a life is what should be 
written into the sentence, "To me 
to live is . . "  What is it—money,
position, pleasure, sin? Or is it 
Christ? If He is your life, then 
you enter into the New Ycnr with 
the assurance that it will be full nnd 
satisfying, nnd gloriously useful.

A'- in Florida waters with an in­
fected gum, President Roosevelt 
was confronted with n situation 
that was decidedly disconcerting.

“ Norway Pine’ ' Misnomer; Forest Service
Orders It Shall Be Known as “ Red Pine”

The Federal Forest service has 
decreed that hereafter the Norway 
pine, so common to the Lake states, 
shall be known as, and called, the 
red pine. Instructions to this effect 
hnve been sent to all National for­
est custodians.

The name "Norway" has been in 
common usage with us although it is 
a misnomer. According to authori­
ties the name is wholly out of place, 
for the tree is not a foreigner but a 
native of North America. It is re­
lated that the name Norwuy pine 
wns given the tree by n Spanish 
captain who first found it here. Its 
close resemblance to pines he had 
seen in Norway cRtTscd him to sup­
pose it identical with such ns he had 
seen growing there, which undoubt­
edly were Scottish pines.

Simon B. Elliott, in his work on 
important timber trees of the United 
States, said; "Its technical name 
also is inappropriate. Pinus rest 
nosa, which it is called, means resin 
pine, and why the red pine should 
be given that name when Its wood

contains less resin than any other 
hard timber pine is very strange.”

The name red pine is appropriate 
for this tree nnd is quite generally 
recognized throughout its eastern 
range. The bark nnd wood are red­
dish, the winter buds red-brown, the 
staminatc flowers scarlet or reddish 
purple nnd the scales of the pistil­
late flowers scarlet.

The red pine, next to the whito 
pine, used to be the most important 
timber tree of the lake states. To­
day it is planted ns extensively as 
white nnd jack over state and fed­
eral reservations. It has one ad­
vantage over white for reforestation 
purposes—ft will fak¥“ T oo f and 
thrive in soils too sterile nnd light 
for white pine, and for this reason 
is found in extensive stands on the 
sandy plains of the North.
