Rules On Loan
Act Told Here

for the handling” of
loans to farmers under the federal
drought relief act, have been promul-
xated by C. W. Warburton, of Wash-
ington, an official of the federal de-
partment of agriculture,

These regulations are similar to
Ithose used in the handling of the
‘funds for southeastern states last
year. No substantial changes in these
are expected.

‘The regulations are:

1. Those eligible for loans are far-
" mers who bave exhausted ALL their
collateral. If they have any collateral
which banks or others might accept,
they are NOT eligible.

2, The state committee has rec-
timended “he following per acre loan
basis; for. cottonseed, $1; for spring
oats, $1.50; for, garden seed, $15; for
graln sorghuni seed, 25 cents; for
peanuts, $1,60. Certified cottonseed
bas been offered the committee at
$1.50 per bushel, and that will plant
one and one-half acres.

3. Feed for a work animal is com-
puted at $1.50 per acre. If a tractor
is used, $1.50 per acre.

4. Applicart for loan will give
the government a crop lien, and when
his debt is paid he gets a release.

5. Interest rate shall be & per cent.

6. Limit of loan for one applicant
rprobably will be $600, to be advanced
1o him in installments as specified in
the application.

7. If_mortgagor (applicant) shall
fail to to care for his crop in a busi-
nesslike way, agents of the govern.
ment may enter the premises, take
charge of the crop, d charge the
mortgagor with the expense of the
fetion,

8. “If mortgagor fails to pay his
promissory note, or breaks the con-
tract in any way, the government shall
have the right to take possession of
the crop and, without suit, sell all or
tho necessary part to satiéfy the debt
in full. The mortgagor will get the
balance,

9. Holders of prior mortgages on
any applicant's crop shall waive first
lien to the government, the federal
debt to be satisfied FIRST.

It will be paid to the applicant on re-
ceipt of completed documents, and
aproval of his application by desig-
nated representatives.

14, When and how is the loan to
be repaid? Not yet announced.

Cotton Should Be
A Better Staple

——

We must recognize the fact that
the cotton grower must look to a bet-
ter staple of cotton, if the industry is
to survive, The past year is proof
of the condition that the cotton grow-
er has had to contend with. We feel
this is but the beginning but there
will be an end.

The one prime move to be made
is the elimination of low-grade, short
staple cotton from the flelds of the
Southwest. An effort is being made
that this spring there should be cer-
tified seed planted and of a longer
staple, 5

If blocks were planted and seed
saved, by 1032 we would produce a
crop that would show a longer staple.

The decline in the length of the up-
land cotton crop in Texas is due more
to the planting of shorter staple vari-
ties than any decline "in fertility.
While productiveness of the soil may
vary a great deal from region to
region, the natural fertility is sufficl.
ent in all regions to produce tenders
able cotton experiments have shown
this to be the situation.

They report that Texas cotton does
not enjoy, for the most part, its for-
mer repRation for quality as defined
by length of stapls, pnd is in less de-
mand by the mills than formerly.
American mills, as a rule, do not de-
sire cotton less than inches in
length, as shown by the fact that due-
ing the past year less thmn 100,000
bales of this type of cotton were
consumed by domestic mills, In the
face of these facts farmers of Texas
continue to pr a surplus of 3-4-
inch cotton which, nccording to the
United States Department of Agri-
culture, amounted to 710,500 bales, or
326 per cent of the 1929 crop.

It is a problem for the cotton far-
mer to solve. He holds the destiny of
his situation and should be mindful
of the fact that yield and staple length
is more important than the gin turn-
out,
