__Washington, D. C., April 11th—

. President Hoover will use every law-
“ful means in the power of the Presi-
dent of the United States to enforce
the Prohibition laws and other Feder-
al criminal laws.

He does not expect to achieve 100
percent enforcement. He does not
know to what percentage it can be en-
forced. He knows that 100 percent is
humanly impossible, in the case of this
or any other laws, The ten com-
mandments are not fully obeyed after
8,300 years of attempted enforcement,
But his effort to enforce it will utilize
100 per cent of the facilities which the
law puts into his hands. But 100 per-
cent of Federal facilities are really
only about one-third of the forces
needed on the job. About 33 percent
must be done by the ftate and 33 per-
cent by loeal police because the en-
forcement of Prohibition is a tripar-
tite action of national, state and local
authorities.

It ought not to be necessary to
state the President’s position on Pro-
hibition enforcement at this time. He
has stated it himself often enough and
clearly enough. But there is a large
element of the population of the Uni-
ted States which is accustomed to dis-
count the statements and promises of
politicians, and in this element are to
be found many who do not realize that
the man now in the White House is a
different kind of man.

President Hoover has no quarrel|
with the right of any man to agitate
for the repeal of any law which he

great increase in convictions for all
kinds of crime during the past six
months,

And that, as he sees it, is what he
was elected for.

Mr. Hoover was nominated for the
Presidency on a platform which de-
clared in no ambiguovs terms for “the
vigorous enforcement of this provi-
sion of the Constitution,”

yMr. Smith’s platform called for “an
honest effort to enforce the Eighteenth
Amendment.”

There is no national dfiference of
opinion on this phase of the subject.

In other words, Mr. Hoover took
office, as he believes, with a clear
mandate from the people of the United
States to enforce the Eighteenth
Amendment and the laws adopted by
Congress thereunder, and, what
more, he considers the most impor-
tant issue before the American people
is the reduction of eriminality and dis-
obedience to laws of all kinds—and
prohibition is not the only crime in
progress.

How important he regards it is
easily deduced from the emphasis
which he laid upon it in his inaugural
address and in his first regular mes-
sage to Congress,

I am going to quote here from the
President’s public utterances, empha-
sizing t}w point that he still holds the
same views,

“I have been elected to enforce and
execute the laws of the country.” Mr
Hoover said in his inaugural address.
But he recognized there that the pro-
hibition law can be enforced only with |
the cooperation of the public. “The|
