Cotton Co-Op 
Gains Members

It is reported that farmers have
cn joining the Texas Cotton Co- 

Operative association at the rate of 
six hundred a day, and this week’s de­
cline in the market will doubtless find 
many others availing themselves of 
the aid given by the government, as 
they will be unwilling to sell at the 
present levels and the government sup­
ported plan of cooperatives appears to 
be tho most economical method of 
holding, and at the least possible risk.

It should be remembered by the 
producer that ninety per cent of the 
value of the cotton is advanced with 
no “ come back”  on the farmer in case 
of a decline, but with the fanner re­
ceiving full benefit o f the advances 
which the market may make between 
now and the end of the season.

It is reported that cotton classcrs 
have been placed in fifty  points 
Texas where the full 90 per cent ad­
vance may be obtained immediately. 
A t more than 200 other points, re­
ceiving agencies have been opened 
where all details* arc handled except 
actual classing of cotton, this being 
done at the nearest classing office, 
to which the receiving agent sends 
samples. A partial advance may be 
obtained immediately from receiving 
agents, or from any bank if there is 
no receiving agent, with the remain 
ing balance of the 90 per cent being 
advanced as soon as samples are clas­
sed, which will be immdeiately upon 
their arrival at tho classing offic

A t a special meeting o f the board 
of directors of the Slaton Chamber 
of Commerce and Board of City De­
velopment, held laat Friday afternoon 
two important matters of business 
were transacted.

One was that a decision was made 
to buy 1,000 bushels of seed wheat 
immediately for distribution to tho 
drought stricken farmers here, to be 
used in sowing fall and winter pas­
tures, if moisture is received in time.

The other wu that a decision was 
reached to do everything possible to 
have this section fo Lubbock county 
included in any federal or state gov­
ernmental plana for drought relief 
work.

special committee composed of 
J. S. Edwards, chairman; P. G- Stokes, 
J. \V. Hood, S. E. Staggs and J. I. 
Bradley will be in charge o f distri­
buting the wheat. Farmers arc re­
quired to make application for the 
seed through the Slaton Chamber of 
Commerce office in tho city hall. These 
applications will bo passed upon by 
the committee, and in all cures where 
approved the committee will make dis­
tribution of the seed. Farmers will be 
required to give promissory notes to 
cover the amounts of seed received 
by them. Only farmers that are whol­
ly unable to finAnco the purchase uf 
the seed themselves will be served, 
it was announced by the Chamber of 
Commerce officers. The seed will bo 
sold at actual cost, including freight.

The plan, It is believed, will enable 
many farmers to care for their live­
stock through the winter when other­
wise they could not, duo to insuffic-. 
lent feed crops. Ily having pastures 
for cows, most of such families will 
he able to meet necessary expenses 
through the winter season by the sale 
of milk or cream, and by having these 
products for home use.

Up to Wednesday morning, appli­
cations for 250 bt-shels o f the seed 
had been teccived at the Chamber of 
Commerce office, It was announced by 
L. A- Wilson, secretary of tho organi­
zation. Other applications wort still 
coming in, he said

The seed will not be distributed until 
sufficient moisture is received to jus­
tify  planting, it was stated. However, 
as soon as such moisture comes, if it 
Is In time for planting the wheat for 
pastures, the seed will be immediately 
available here.

In seeking to get this section Includ­
ed in plans for federal or state aid 
for drought relief, telegrams were 
dispatched immediately following the 
directors' meeting last Friday, mes­
sages going to Cor. Dan Moody, Aus­
tin; U- S. Senators Morris Sheppard 
nnd Tom Connally; Congressman Mar­
vin Jones; D. A. Bandeen, Stamford, 
manager o f the West Texas Chamber 
of Commerce; Clifford B. Jones, Supr; 
and W. II. Fuqua, Amarillo. These 
men were urged to assist this part 
of Lubbock county in getting such 
drought aid as may become available.

The seven men to whom telegraphic 
messages were sent err among tho 
number who. In a meeting held last 
week at Quanah, wero named to go 
to Washington tf.is week to request 
President Hoover to call a special ses­
sion of Congress to provide drought 
relief funds for aid in Texas. Prior 
to the Quanah meeting, 63 Tcxns coun­
ties hail been listed for drought aid 
in a conference held the previous week 
In Wichita Falls. Since the Quanah 
meeting, press dispatches state that 
80 counties have been Included in tho 
drought eree needing eld. Prior to 
the Quanah meeting, Lubbock county 
hed not been Included, although Gar- 
sa, Lynn end Crosby counties, ail ad­
jacent to the Slaton section, had been 
included.

So far, the Texas delegation has not 
made tho trip to Washington to In­
terview President Hoover, and 
drought relief matter apparently Is 
making little headway, except la the 
matter of reduced rates on freight 
shipments of cattle and livestock food.

Replies received by the local Cham­
ber of Commerce after sending the 
telegrame late Friday Indicate that 
the officials addressed will do what 
they can toward getting aid for tip  
drought sections of Texas, which In­
clude practically all pasts of tho state, 
oasl, wort, nerth and

MR. FOSTER ERRS

Seeming to violute all the accepted 
tradition* of formal architecture, 
there is perched atop the Press Build­
ing in Houston a sort of sentinel-box 
office. It is the sanctum sanctorum 
of M. E. Foster, familarily known as 
Mefo, who is editor of the Houston 

1 Press and once upon a time was edi- 
! tor and publisher of the Houston 
Chronicle.

i From these sublime heights where 
he wooes the Muses and steeps himself 

j in lofty contemplation, Mefo issued 
a diatribe against the editorial integ­
rity of the weekly press.

Stripped of its Mefonian symmetry 
and beauty, the charge was that the 
lure of a substantial ($30.00) check 
for political advertising had swung

the state’s weekly newspapers into 
line with the forces which support­
ed a certain wealthy candidate for 
the governorship.

In other‘words, Mr. Foster weighed 
the editorial integrity of the weekly 
newspaper against the power of thir­
ty almighty dollars, and found the 
integrity vvnnting. In view of the de­
pression, it was observed, many pub­
lishers were certain to be in “ distres­
sed financial circumstances."

In an hour of vicious abandon, other 
men, in other times nnd other places, 
have tumbled down upon their heads 
the friendship of a tremendous fol­
lowing a structure they had spent n| 
lifetime building.

To some extent, Mr. Foster has 
done a comparable thing. Men who 
have admired him, and men who have 
loved him, were impaled upon the 
poisoned shafts of his insinuations. It 
was a wholly unnecessary and unjus­
tified sacrifice of life-time friend­
ships.

A storm of protest followed distri­
bution of the Foster editorial. Texas 
editors might pardon reflections upon 
their ability or their reasoning, but 
an attack upon their motives and their 
integrity was n thing which could not 
bo condoned.

In writing the history of human 
progress a thousand years from no\s 
one of the important milestones which 
will have to be recorded will be the 
invention of Portland cement, in the 
early 1800’s. The use of concrete 
consisting of Portland Cement and 
sand, gravel or crushed stone is one 
of the greatest advances made practi­
cally in our own time. It is still so 
new that all of its possible applica­
tions have not been realized.

An improvement in concrete, mak­
ing it at once lighter and more near­
ly fireproof, has ju.st been developed 
Tests by Columbia university experts 
proved that it resists a temperature 
of 1,800 degrees and weighs less than 
a third of ordinary concrete, hulk for 
hulk. It is made by adding aluminum 
powder and soda to the aggregate. 
The aluminum generates hydrogen 
gas and makes concrete rise like 
bread, so that it takes only a third a- 
much to fill »  given space.

TOO MUCH RED T A PE

Thoughtful citizens cun not fuil to 
coming more and more eneshed in 
creasing tt ndoncy o f governmental 
agencies to restrict and “ regulate” 
our daily activities, which uro In­
coming more and more emeshed in 
a maze of red tupc.

Practically every new law pussed 
by Congress or state legislatures is 
designed to further extend this pa­
ternal supervision by innumerable 
commissions, bourds and bureaus, 
many of which have no valid reason 
for existence, except that they make 
jobs to fatten the public payroll.

Among the many persons of prom­
inence who have protested against 
these indefensible encroachments up­
on the liberties of the people is Gov­
ernor Theodore Christiansen of Min­
nesota, who recently said:

"1 emphatically disapprove of the 
numerous und petty regulations with 
which little bureaucrats in Washing­
ton annoy and harass business, big 
and little.”

The fact is that these burdensome 
regulations are not the result of 
nny demand on the part of the pub­
lic, but are originated by politicians 
who seek the limelight and are am­
bitious to have their names identi­
fied with restrictive laws on every 
conceivable subject.

It is time that the people them­
selves should call a halt to this sort 
of thing, by the only means at their 
command -the ballot. If a few law- 
crazy legislators were relegated lo 
private life we might eventually ob­
tain relief from the law-making 
orgy of recent years, which has cost 
the public millions of dollars and un­
told annoyonce, with no correspond­
ing benefits in any respect.

In Nebraska a candidate must watch 
his step if ho would avoid running 
afoul of the state’s corrupt practices 
act. The attorney general of that 
state has ruled that even the gift of 
a stick of chewing gum to a voter 
with the evident purpose of obtaining 
said voter’s good will constitutes a 
violation of law. This, it seems, re­
gardless of whether said voter may 
lie afflicted with halitosis.

But for the time being, new ma­
chinery means anxiety and sometimes 
tragedy. The man who is thrown out 
of a job because some machine will 
do in a minute the work that it has 
tnken him five minutes to do by bund, 
ran see no bright sjxit in the situation 
The fact that in some far distant 
way more work will he made for somc-i 
one by the change, giving him r.o 
comfort for the lack of a pay enve­
lope. It is not surprising that labor 
has many fears of scientific progress.

The change was inevitable. When 
the wages of labor went up rapidly 
shortly after the war, manufacturers 
had to consider methods of keeping 
their labor costs down, or they could 
not produce goods »t prices at which 
they could he sold. Introduction of 
much new machinery resulted, and it 
has kept right on.

Now the problem is what to do with 
people who arc displaced by the new 
machines? One of the principal d if­
ficulties is that so many of them only 
know how to do just one kind of 
work. It may be that the state needs 
more schools and classes to tench 
trades to adults who have been thrown 
out of work by machines.

If a man could go away to some 
near by city and take a course of a 
few weeks in some clns-< where he 
could learn a new trade, it might be 
a great help in finding work. The 
stnte needs to pay more attention to

NEW  AIR  CLEANER REMOVES

dust and sand would enter the carbu­

‘‘Quite often the dust on a good 
road cannot be seen but it is there 
just the same. Motor wheels contsant- 
ly grind o ff fine particles o f road ma­
terial which are dispersed through the 
air. These particles viewed under n 
microscope bears a striking resembl­
ance to a valve grinding compound.

iVere it net for the air cleaner, 
this dust would enter the engine, form
n the cylinder walls and soon be­

come thoroughly mixed with the *ul>- 
licating oil. The inevitable result

would be formation of a grinding 
compound which would attack pistons, 
rings, cylinder walls, bearings and 
other working parts, causing damage 
throughout the engine, lowering ita 
performance, shortening its life and 
making unnecessary repair expense.

“ The air cleaner, used on all Chev­
rolet cars, is made entirely of metal, 
hus no moving parts and will last a 
lifetime— lifetime of the car."

REST

A ten-minute rest every two or 
three hours is a better stimulus to 
continued efficiency than lopping off 
an entire hour from the working day, 
the Women’s Bureau of the U. S. De­
partment o f Labor reports.

Tests of tho recuperative power of 
the human machine have proved that 
it takes four times as long for tho 
muscles to rest when they huve#boen 
worked to tho endurance limit, as it 
does for them to regain their tone 
after working half as long.

Saturday from April to October. Its 
record of production is higher than 
in any office with which its work has 
been compared.
