RESIGNS AS SUPERINTENDENT

OF CITY SCHOOLSR

Prof, P. B. Bittle will sever his con-
nection with the Henderson schools at
the close of this sesslon, after a ser-
vice of twenty-one years, the last fif-
teen as superintendent, His determina-
tion to sever his comnection with the
schools eame as A surprise to the peo-
ple of Henderson and a universal ex
psslon of regrét is heard on every
hand.

These twenty-one years have be
solely devoted to the schools here, and
the educational welfare of the town.

They
want Information relative to the effl-
clency and economy, or the lack there-
of, of the rallroad mansgement.
