Deadly weapons, however, are not
■fined to ptateta, and in lb* last 

two decadea the American public bos 
put into general roe a weapon more 
deadly than the pistol ever was—the 
automobile. A speeding  or carries* 
motorist or onr whe drives while in­
toxicated ia more of a  menace than 
oay pistol toter, for be is apt te kill 
ssyone, while the former carried his 
pistol to shoot soma particular enemy 
or anyone who might interfere with 
some piece of lawlessness he had 
planned.

Automobiles since their firet ap­
pearance in 1866 have, according to 
the bast available records, killed more 
than half as many persons as have 
been killed on the field of battle in 
the six major wars of this country, 
and each year that percentage Is rap­
idly increasing. The total auto deaths 
in the last thirty-two years are placed 
at 170,612, while those killed in battle 
since 1776 number 323,702. In 1026 
automobiles killed 20,000 person*, and 
an average of 5,000 children are killed 
each year by cars.

The public has rtgsrded the auto­
mobile deaths as accidents. In a ma­
jority of cases the accidents could 
have been prevented snd many of the 
victim* were not the drivers of the 
cars. When the public realises that 
the careless, traffic breaking motorist 
is more dangerous than the ”gun tot- 
cr” the time will have come when pub­
lic sentiment will demand strict en­
forcement of drastic laws to punish 
the reckless drivers of cars.—Vernon 
Record.
