Heat exposure is one of 
the dangers o f hot weather.

All stressed the import­
ance o f drinking fluids 
before, during and after 
physical activity in hot 
weather to prevent dehydra­
tion.

When it get really hot,
Roger Evans, meteorologist 
at KGAN-TV in Cedar 
Rapids, 1A, coasts down a 
hill on his bike to create a 
cool breeze. " I t ’s almost like 
creating your own wind chill 
factor.”  he said.

Evans also works longer 
hours at the air conditioned 
television station to  keep 
cool.

When Greg Solulje, 
meteorologist at the Central 
W eather Service in .
Wheeling. IL, must relay- through sweat, the body’s 
unbearably hot weather main cooling mechanism,
reports to broadcast weather

forecasters, he is often told 
to go "jump in a lake” ... 
which he actually does to 
beat the heat.

Other weathermen take a 
more down-home approach: 

"M y  air conditioner 
frequently breaks down 
during the summer, and I 
don’t like sitting in my hot 
house waiting for the repair­
man to fix It,”  said Gifford 
Ely, meteorologist at the 
National Weather Service 
office in Fort Worth, TX.

“ So I wet an old T-shirt in 
ice water, put it on and sit on 
the back porch. It’s like 
taking a dip in the lake," Ely 
explained.

Ed Phillips, meteorologist 
at KPNX-TV in Phoenix. AZ. 
finds relief in wearing a 
minima] amount of light 
weight clothing and sitting 
by the pool.

Jumping in a pool or 
sitting by an air conditioner 
are effective ways to beat 
the heat, but they can’t beat 
dehydra tion --a  danger 
associated with excessive 
sweat loss. Medical experts 
stress the importance of 
replacing body fluids lost

"You can never drink too 
many fluids in hot weather, ’ ' 
says Robert Anziner, M.D., 
president of the American 
College o f Emergency 
Physicians. "Thirst isn't a 
reliable indicator o f 
dehydration, so it's best to 
drink before, during and 
after any physical activity.”  

Optimally-formulated 
sports drinks, such as 
Gatorade Thirst Quencher, 
speed fluid absorption in the 
body, provide energy for use 
by working muscles, help 
maintain proper fluid 
electrolyte balance and 
e n c o u ra g e  v o lu n ta ry  
con su m p tion  th rou gh  
lightly-flavored taste.

Meterologists, the first to 
know of dangerous weather 
temperatures, are aware of 
the importance of keeping 
cool during the hot summer 
months. Heat illness, includ­
ing heat cramps, heat 
exhaustion and heat stroke, 
can occur as a result of 
dehydration and elevated 
body temperature from 
increased physical activity 
during hot, humid days. It is 
important for everyone to 
take extra steps to avoid 
being beaten by the heat.

Education Finance 
Bill Passed

State Comptroller Bob 
Bullock Friday released an 
analysis of the education 
finance bill passed by the 
Legislature to equalize 
funding between the state’s 
richest and poorest school 
districts.

“ This bill will not solve all 
the problems of Texas’ 
schools,”  Bullock said in the 
July issue of Fiscal Notes. 
“ W e don’ t know yet 
whether it will fully satisfy 
the courts. But it’ s a long- 
awaited step in the right 
direction.”

Senate Bill 1, the 1990 
Education Finance Act, is 
designed to establish fund­
ing equity in public educa­
tion within a five-year 
phase-in period. SB 1 
provides for sufficient 
increases in state funding so 
that both poor and wealthy 
school districts have 
substantially the same 
ability to raise the same 
amount of revenue per pupil 
at the same tax rate, Bullock 
said.

The Legislature has 
appropriated 8528 million in 
new state spending to pay 
for education reforms in 
fiscal 1991. Bullock said that 
total new spending in 1992- 
93 will increase to an 
estimated $1.4 billion and 
will total at least $4.2 billion
