“With only 35 students 
in high school next year, 
what kind of educaUon can 
we provide.'' stated former 
school board member and 
father of two students, Pat 
Bntten “Perhaps it is tune 
to begin to look at other 
options ”

Kim Lewellen who has 
two daughters and other 
family attending school in 
Groom, felt that perhaps it is 
Ume to consider 
consolidation

“We have had a good 
school for a lot of years,” 
said Lynn Bntten. who has 
raised several children m the 
Groom School System and 
currently has two children in 
school. “It just seems like 
poor people have no hope 
Let's try to save our 
elementary ”

There were many who 
felt that the whole school 
was worth saving Some felt 
that if the school closes we 
will be sacrificing our whole
town

“With out the school, we 
will have no city, no EDC,” 
said another City Council 
Member Chns Welch 
“While the tax may be a 
band-aid fix, we have to still 
be here while the Legislature 
figures out what to do 

“We need our school,” 
stated Vonnie Barker, 
Without it the value of our 
homes will go down It is the 
heart of our community If 
this tax will help the board 
has my support.”

“I want the same 
opportunity for my kids as I 
had.” stated Seth Ritter, 
father of three “1 just want 
people to stop and think 
about how many businesses 
would close if the school 
shut down ”

“I have four 
grandchildren who are in 
school in Groom,” stated 
Linda Bohr “I want to see 
the school continue ”

Two other former school 
board members offered their

support to the Board's 
decision, Barry Fields and
