To receive the state 
required certification a 
student must complete and 
master the 140 hour course, 
24 hours of clinical time in 
an emergency department, 
eight hours on a ALS 
ambulance and master 
required skills and a Texas 
Department of Health 
written exam. To maintain 
certification the EMT is 
required to document 40 
contact hours of continued 
education every two years, 
with a total of 80 contact 
hours within the four-year 
certification period. EMT- 
Intermediates require 120 
hours every four years. As 
you can sec these volunteers 
give a number of hours for 
education and training plus 
time spent on actual runs, 
maintenance and qierating 
of the ambulance service.

Since January five Groom 
EMT;s upgraded their skills 
to  include autom ated 
external dcfibrilaton. The 
service has not been able to

purchase a defibrillator due 
to a shortage of funds.

Due to the donation of a
