City Council of City of 
Groom amended Ordinance 
#70, regarding to itinerant 
merchants (vendors) to 
include the following 
changes:

Before the City will issue 
a peddling license, the 
peddling individual or 
organization shall make 
application for investigation 
at the City Hall of the City 
of Groom.

$15.00 per day; $75.00 per 
month; $250.00 per year.

Any person peddling 
within the limits of the City 
of Groom, Texas, without a 
valid license, shall be guilty 
of a misdemeanor and upon 
conviction thereof shall be 
fined in a sum of not less 
than $10.00 and not to 
exceed $1,000.00.

Peddling • selling or 
offering for sale consumer 
goods, as hereinaf ter  
defined, directly to the 
consumer at a residence of 
place of business.
