since 1 had any news for 
the paper. Sorry for 
being so long, but I just 
didn't have time and my 
memory is not wha it 
used to be either.

For the first line 
months of the year I’ve 
made 1417 vehicle st ips, 
arrested only t tree 
DWI’s, issued 978 ticl ets, 
724 warnings, worked 28 
accidents, and made 31 
criminal arrests.

found and removed from 
the road. Both vehicles 
had damage and two 
separate accidents were 
worked.

Now, I ’ve been 
receiving a lot of 
complaints on off road 
motorcycles riding around 
Groom. This is against 
the law, anyone caught 
riding an all terrain 
vehicle will be filed on 
if found to be operating 
in a public place. Now 
when I say public place 
it means property owned 
or leased by the state or 
a political subdivision of 
the state. That means, 
all roadways, alleys, 
baseball fields, football 
fields, and I think you 
get the meaning. On 
Sunday I happened to 
catch two of die above 
vehicles eastbound on old 
US 66.

First, I want to 
compliment he Pampa 
News and tb ;ir reporter 
Jeff West foi the series 
that has be< n running, 
which exar tinea the 
various issues involved in 
this project.

Second, I want to 
thank the Coi nmissioners’ 
Court of Gray County for

making this |  reject open 
as a non -b in d in g  
referendum on the
November 3 l allot. This 
will give the taxpayers of 
Gray  C oun ty  the
opportunity U vote our 
conscience on the matter.

Third, I want to 
encourage the citizens of 
Gray County - who will 
have this op| ortunity to 
vote our cons ience - to

completely as possible on 
this project. With an 
understanding of all that 
is involved in undertaking 
such a project, each voter 
can make an honest 
decision if she or he 
wants to see a juvenile 
drug and alcohol 
treatment facility opened 
on that site.

This is a choice voters 
should take seriously. 
While the referendum is 
non-binding, and the 
Commissioners’ Court is 
ultimately responsible for 
making the final decision, 
how we citizens vote on 
this project will be an 
important influence on 
what the commissioners 
decide.

Some people have 
stated that if  a person is 
for the kids of Gray 
County, then he or she 
must be for this 
particular facility at this 
particular location. That 
statement seems limiting, 
and does not reflect 
sound values.

It would seem more 
honest to say that if  a

person is for the young 
people of Gray County - 
as well as ALL of the 
people of Gray County - 
then she or he must 
decide if this particular 
facility at this particular 
location is the best use 
of taxpayers’ money (both 
now and in the future) 
and in the best interest 
of the most number of 
young people.

In short, would this 
project demonstrate good 
stewardship of our taxes 
by the Commissioners’ 
Court?

If it does, we should 
vote “yes."

If, however, we have 
serious questions about 
the project, or if some 
things just don’t make 
sense, then we should 
vote 'no."

It might be wise to 
allow ourselves as well 
as the commissioners the 
time to do more 
investigating of what 
Gray County would be 
getting into if this facility 
is opened. Perhaps a 
delay would be useful to 
"get all our ducks in a 
row," and not to jump 
i n t o  the  p r o j e c t  
prematurely. It may be 
that the building in 
question could be better 
used for some other 
purposes than the one 
being considered. It may 
be that more young 
people of Gray County 
would benefit more from 
some other project yet to 
be discovered. Or it 
may be exactly the right 
thing to do at this lime.

As voters, we should 
not take anything for 
granted in evaluating this 
project. Each of us must 
do our homework and 
make our own sound 
decision.
