Public Notice
The McLean Independent 

School District Board of 
Trustees will hold a public 
budget hearing on the 1987- 
88 budget at the McLean 
Business Office on August 
27, 1987 at 7:00 p.m. All 
interested parties are invited 
to attend.

It was a troublesome 
meeting for the McLean 
School Board as they met 
Monday night and consider­
ed the school budget for the 
1987-88 program year.

According to Business 
Manager Shirley Johnson, 
because of declining values 
in oil and property in the 
school district, McLean's tax 
base has decreased by 
310,700,000 from last year.

“Just to bring in the same 
amount of tax money that we 
had last year,” Mrs. John­
son said, “we would have to 
raise our effective tax rate 
from SI .00 per $100 of 
valuation to SI. 17952 per 
S100.”

She added. “The further 
away we go from that figure, 
the more we will have to dig 
into our reserves to make up 
the deficit. That reserve is 
the only thing we have to fall 
back on if  w e should have 
some major expense or re- 
pairs. We shouldn’t use any 
more of it than we have to.”

The reserve that Mrs. 
Johnson referred to totals 
3794,293.71. Besides being 
used for emergency expen­
ses, Superintendent Jim 
Rutherford said it serves 
another purpose. He said, 
“ Each year, our money from 
local taxes doesn’t start 
coming in until October and 
most of it really doesn’t 
come in until January. Also, 
moat of our state money 
doesn’t arrive until March. 
That reserve is our only 
means of remaining afloat 
financially until the state 
and tax money cornea in.”

Mrs. Johnson concluded 
her remarks by saying, "The 
figures I have presented tell 
me that the tax rate of 31.17 
should be enacted but my 
heart tells me that the tax­
payers in the district just 
can’t take an increase that 
large. We will have to have 
some sort of tax hike but 
maybe we can do without the 
full amount for now. Maybe 
the economy will get better 
during the next year.” 
She suggested that the tax 
rate be raised to only 31.10 
or 31.12 this year.

The board listened in sil­
ence as Mrs. Johnson gave 
the facts and figures and 
then had a long discussion 
about the next step to take. 
All members were reluctant 
to ask for a tax increase but 
Gwen Henley seemed to 
express the sentiments of 
the board when she said, “ I 
don’t like to raise taxes, but 
I think it’s better to raise 
them a little now and a little 
later than to leave things 
the way they are only to have 
to enact a huge raise later.”

After much consideration, 
the board asked Mrs. John­
son to prepare f  budget

based on a tax figure of 
31.12 per 3100 of valuation. 
Before the tax rate or the 
budget can go into effect, a 
public hearing will be held 
on August 27, 1987 at 7:00 
p.m. in the School Business 
Office. The public is invited 
to come and offer their 
comments on the proposed 
budget and tax rate.

In other business, the 
board:

-Accepted the resignation 
of Sammy Don Haynes who 
has accepted a coaching 
position in Pampa. Head 
Coach George Watson is 
currently interviewing peo­
ple to fill the vacancy.

-Accepted bids for sup­
plies for the 1987-88 school 
year. The following bids 
were accepted: Continental 
Bakery for bread; Preston 
Co. for milk; Amarillo Lin­
en for mops and bus uni­
forms; Orkin Exterminators 
for pest control; and Nash 
Oil for gasoline.

-Discussed the problem of 
the transfer of students from 
the Wheeler and Alanreed 
School Districts to McLean. 
According to Mr. Ruther­
ford, no further word has 
been received from the state 
on whether hardship cases 
will be allowed for the 11 
students who have request­
ed transfers to the McLean 
School District. Several of 
those students have already 
been attending school at 
McLean for the past several 
years. Mr. Rutherford said 
that all of the families have 
appealed their cases and are 
waiting for a ruling. He 
added that several of them 
had told him that they will 
be moving into town so that 
transfers will not be neces­
sary. If word is not rec­
eived by the time school 
starts on September 1, those 
students cannot be permit­
ted to start classes in Mc­
Lean.

Apparently, the state init­
ially denied the transfers 
because they would put Mc­
Lean schools out of com­
pliance with state regul­
ations on the ethnic balance 
required within the school. 
The recent ruling affected 
not only McLean but 20,000 
students statewide.

-Approved a request by 
Shirley Johnson for the pur­
chase of a computer for 
32775. The business office 
already has one terminal but 
Mrs. Johnson said that two 
machines are needed to 
handle all of the payroll and 
state reporting require­
ments.

-Approved the purchase of 
a 48-passenger school bus 
using money from the 1986- 
87 budget. It is to replace a 
1979 bus which is in poor 
condition.

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USDA Seeks 
Public Comment

The 60-day public review 
period for a new USDA 
report is nearing the half­
way point, a conservation 
leader said this week.

Lee McDonald, district 
conservationist for the Soil 
Conservation Service at 
Pampa, said the comment 
period ends September 11.

"Despite erosion that 
could threaten farmland pro­
ductivity,” McDonald said, 
“ the report says the United 
States will be able to meet 
food production needs into 
the next century.”

A draft version of the 
report was released last 
month for public review. It is 
the second appraisal of the 
nation's soil and water re­
sources conducted in 
response to the Soil and 
Water Resources Conserva­
tion Act of 1977.

"The value of the report is 
that it identifies the status 
and condition of soil and 
water resources and gives 
the Department an oppor­
tunity to develop ways to 
conserve and protect them,” 
McDonald said. “ Despite 
the fact that the report 
identifies some resource 
conservation problems, its 
findings show that the 
United States can meet food- 
production demands for the 
foreseeable future.”

National irrigation
efficiencies are estimated to 
have increased by 6 percent, 
from 41 percent in 1975 to 47 
percent in 1982. Irrigation 
efficiency refers to the per- c e n t a g e  o f  w a te r  w ith d ra w n  
fo r  ir r ig a tio n  th at is  a c tu a l ly  
u s e d  b y  th e  cro p .

McDonald said the first 
appraisal led to the deve­
lopment of the National Con­
servation Program imple­
mented in 1982, and was a 
major source of information 
used in legislating the con­
servation provisions of the 
1985 farm bill.
