Loan Application
Being Accepted

Applications for
emergency farm loans for
losses are being accepted at
the Farm Service Agency
(FSA) office located in
Perryton, Mike Heck, Farm
Loan Manager said today.

Gray County, Texas was
designated as a primary
disaster area due to
damages and losses caused
by excessive rain that
occurred on January !,
2004 and continuing.

Also eligible under the
same weather condition
because they are

contiguous are the counties
of Armstrong, Carson,
Collingsworth, Donley,
Hemphill, Roberts and
Wheeler in Texas.

Farmers may be eligible
for loans of up to 100% of
their actual losses or the
operating loan needed to
continue the agricultural
business, whichever is less.
For farmers unable to
obtain credit from private
commercial lenders, the
interest rate is 3.75
percent.

As a general rule, a
farmer must have suffered
at least a 30 percent loss of
production due to the
disaster 1o be eligible for an
FSA emergency loan.
Farmers participating in
the Federal Crop Insurance
program will have to
consider proceeds from
those programs in
determining  their  loss.
FSA will consider each
loan application on its own
merits, taking into account
the extent of losses,
security available and

Applications for loans
under these emergency
designations will be
accepted until October 3,
2005 but farmers should
apply as soon as possible.

If a new application is
required, the appraisal district will notify you by mail.

“RENDER” YOUR TAXABLE PROPERTY
BY APRIL 15™,

A “rendition” is a report to the appraisal district that lists
all the taxable property you owned or controlled on
January 1 of this year. The rendition form is available at
the Carson County Appraisal District.

WHO MUST FILE A RENDITION? You must file a
rendition if you own tangible personal property that is
used to produce income —such as the inventory and|
equipment used by a business.

ARE THERE ANY ADVANTAGES TO YOU? Yes, the
advantages of filing a rendition are:

+ prveyanopnmofyowmsvnh.l‘
the appraisal district believes the value is higher, it
must notify you in writing of the higher value and
explain how you can protest that value to the
appraisal review board.

¢ You record your correct mailing address so your tax
bills will go to the right address. If your bill is
mailed to the wrong address, the law still holds you
responsible for paying your taxes on time or paying
extra charges for late payments.

¢ You can also file a “report of decreased value” to
notify the appraisal district of significant depreciation
of the value of your property in 2004. The district
will look at your property before assigning a value in
2005.

WHAT’S THE DEADLINE? The last day for filing 2005
renditions is April 15. Call the appraisal district for the
last date the rendition may be postmarked, if mailing.
You can get an extra 15 days if you ask for it in writing
by the April 15 deadline.
