Apostle Paul warns of being deceived by false doctrines in Ephesians 4:14, 1 Timothy 1:3, I 
Timothy 4:1, I Timotlf 6:3. and 2 Timothy 4:3. He calls il “strange," "different." "doctrines 
of demons." and "windy." His condemnation of false teachings is direct and forceful 

How does one recbgmze false doctrine'’ Paul says dill we must "agree with sound 
words." (I Timothy 6 J )  and that elders in the church must "hold fast the faithful word which 
is in accordance with die leaching," (Titus 19). The process is simple but il requires hard 
work1 Compare what is being taught with what Gad says in Hit Word. Study it for yourself 
Do not rely only on teachers or preachers Become a student of the Word. For example, 
what does the Bible say about baptism, the Lord's Supper., church government, the Second 
Coning or spiritual gifts? If what we practice in religion does not agree with what God says 
in His Word, then we are not exercising dependable doctrine If we do not agree with God's 
Word, then we cannot possibly please God.

The Apostle Paul warns Tor the time will come when they will not endure sound 
doctrine: but wannnglo have their ears tickled, they will accumulate for themselves teachers 
in accordance to their own desires, and will mm away their ears from the truih. and will turn 
aside to myths."
