Curlosities now, the buffalo would
have attracted mlmost as much al-
lention 50 years ago, so thorough
was the handiwork of commercial
buffalo hunters.

In the 1870's it was not uncom-

the bison to be sighted in this area,
and because of the watering haoles
at the “big spring™ and at Moss
springs, they practically “head-
guartered” in this Immediate terri-
tory.

Buffalo hunters knew this and
pitched camp near the walering
noles. According to 8, B. Evarelt,
an uncle to J. S Winslow, the
hunters favored the method of
perching in trees and walling for
the bisons to come to waler.

Wary of the sei-up because of
thelr keen sense of smell, the buf-
falo would shy away from the
holes until they were crazed by
thirst and recklessly came to the
springm

Expert shots, the hunters would
fire super-powered balls behind the
shoulder biades, because the thick
skull and mat of hair and clay
made the bison's head an unsuita-
ble target.

After the slaughter had ended,
the hunters stripped the hides and
shoved on to another likely loca-
tion, leaving scores and scores of
carcasses strewn where they fell
Then for montha an unbearable
stench pervaded the area for miles
on the windward side.

In the space of 10 years, this had
resuited in the virtual extinection of
the buffalo and in the founding of
the first Industry for Big Spring-
outside of the buffalo hunting. It
was the sale of buffalo bones.

For vears there has been talk In the congress
and moat legisiatures about “doing something for
the farmer,” but until the preseni administration
eame Into control. talk was practically all that waas
done. What has been done for the farmer may not
be exactly the right doing In t;ver)r respect, but it is
at least an honest elfort to do something and that
is more than previous administrations had done.

With the low prices the farmer received for his
products and the high prices he and most everyone
else had to pay for what he bought, under the pro-
tective tariff which United States has fostered, the
farmer wore out his land because he was not able to
fertilize It or treat It otherwise as land should be
treated—he had to sow and reap every acre every
year and then did not always make a living.

The program now In use provides for the farmer
who conserves the Innd like it has heretofore pro-
vided for the muanufacturer in the form of protective
tariffs It gives the farmer & chance Lo get back on
his feet and receive something near a fair return
i for his labor.

The Farm Security administration Is also getting
some good farmers on thelr feet and will assist more
and more ns rapldly as the work can be done, Those

in the Big Spring area who have been assisted and
advised are examples of the value of this work and
nothing thiut has been done Is more worth while.
They are beginning to look on farming as a busi-
ness, and are operating In a business way, and when
they are further relieved of the Inequalities caused
by the tariff they will go along just as steadily as
the manufacturer.

Cattle Export Quota
Fixed By President

WASHINGTON, Dec, 1 UP)—-The
state departmont made public Lo
day a proclamation by President
Roosevelt allocating o quola of
103000 head of cattle which miy
be exported to the Unlled SBtates
by Canada during 1940,

The proclamations established a
quota of 31,050 head for other for-
vlgn countried for the same period.
The maximum quarterly quota
wiy fined at 61,720 for Canada and
8,280 for other forelgn countries,
The agreoment provides that not
more than 226,000 head of such eat-
tis may be Imported In any calen-
dar year at a rate of duly of 1 1-2
cents per pound and not more than
80,000 of the total may be lmported
in any quarter year,

Imports exceeding these guotas
carry & duty of three cents per
pound.

WASHINGTON, Deo. 4 (M=
Prisoners taken In the current
confliot between Germany and the
alllea are getting & better deal
than those oaptured during the
World war,

The Ameriean sembassy In Ber
lin now is conducting diplomatis
relations with Germany on behalf
of Great Britaln and France, One
of ita chief dutles s to ses that
British and French prisoners are
wall treated.

In Washington, problems arising
from Amerlean diplomatio repre-
sentation for the allles are being
handled by Hugh Wilson, who re-

slgned recently as ambnssador te
Germany. )

Officiala said today that Wilson
had received no major eomplaints
regarding Geérmany's treatment of
prisoners and that they knew of no
representations from Germany as
to the allles’ handling of captured
soldlers,

Under a Geneva treaty of 1020,
Great Britain, France, Germany
and other nations pledged them-
aelves to observe definite rules re-
garding the conduct of prison
camps. Among other things, the
“protecting power” — the nation
taking over diplomatie representa-
tlon for m belllgerant — has the
right to examine prison campa at
any time and to Itnerview the pris-
oners,

The Intter ean make complaints
to the Investigators. ‘They are en-
titled to food equal to that given
troops in base ecamps, must be
clothed by the natlon which has
captured them, must not be march-
ed more than 13 mlles a day and
must not be exposed to danger
needlaesly,

State department reports Indl
cate that nll the belligerents have
observed these requirements and
that conditions are much better
than they were during the World
war, when prisoners often suffer-
ed from a lack of food and cloth-
Ing.

BAN ANGELO, Dea, 7—Peraons
who expect to work tempararily in
atorem, shops, and other business
establishments during the hollday
season were urged by W. O. King,
manager of the S8an Angelo Hfflce
of the soclal security board, to as
mure themsaeclves that they ean pro-
duce their soclal security mccount
numbers before making applica-
tion for employment

“Those who have not already
dona mo should equip themaselves
with an soccount numhber because
many employers now require mne-
count numbers to be recorded be-
fore the worker may start on the
job,” King sald. "Duplicate cards
should be requested by workers
whose originally-lssued eards have
been lost or destroyed.”

Employment In seasonal busl-
nesses such as turkey plcking,
pecan shelling, and part-time work
usually s covered by the law. It

wia pointed out that the fact that
Workers are employed on a tempor-
Ary basia does not exclude them

from participation in the old-age
and survivors Insurance program,
Generally, any employment In the
fielda of commerce and industry is
covered,. Wagea recelved for such
work are counted toward old-age
and survivors insurance.

“Employers should request all
employees to obtain account num-
bers promptly, and make a record
of them aince each employer la re-
quired to report each three montha
the name of each worker, his num-
ber, and amount of wages pald
him,” King sald.
