Lee Lockridge Resigns Post
No detai's were avail­

able as to why Carson 
County Commissioner Lee 
Boyce Lockridge, Precinct 4, 
resigned his elected position 
to Coonty Judge Jay Bob 
fcoseiius last week. The only 
reason stated to the Com- __ 
missioner's Court and 
gathering on Monday by 
Roselius was Lockridge re­
signed for persona] reasons.

Lockridge has served 
three years of a four year 
term and would be subject to 
the March 13, 1990, demo­
cratic primary election and 
the general election in Nov­
ember.

Roselius expressed his 
appreciation to Lockridge for 
his dedicated service to the 
county and the Commis­
sioner’s Court stating his 
personal regret to accept the 
resignation.

Roselius further stated: - 
“ Election announcements 
will be coming next week... 
until January 2. Lockridge'* 
position is up for election. 
When a resignation is hand­
ed to the county judge, it 
becomes final at that time. 
There is no withdrawing; 
there is no approval nor 
disapproval; it is simply 
accept at that point. Filling

the position by appointment 
is up to the judge, not the 
court.”  Roselius indicated 
that anyone who wants to 
announce for the office 
would give him some in­
dication of who is interested 
in the job, or wants the job.

“ What 1 would like to 
have from White Deer and 
Skellytown is a good, strong 
signal of what they want to 
do. What the majority of 
people want to do. 1 want to 
give this thing a little time. 
For four days. I’ve been on 
the phone talking to people 
from White Deer. I want a 
little more time, if I can, to 
get the true pulse beat of 
that community."

Whoever is appointed for 
the job, would have to run 
for election if he wanted to 
keep it. The appointment 
would be for just a few 
months. “ Filings would be 
good indicator,” Roselius 
said.

Approximately 20 White 
Deer and Skellytown citizens 
were in attendance at the 
Monday meeting to express 
their concern for the court 
and/or judge to fill the 
vacancy as soon as possible. 
Some in attendance wanted 
the appointment of Tracy

K otara who presented 113 
signatures for his appoint­
ment. Many wanted the 
judge’s decision to hold until 
all candidates interested in 
the unexpired term have 
time to file for election 
starting next week and 
running until January 2, 
1990.

Owen Lafferty, president 
of Wheeler-Evans Elevator 
was the first visitor to 
address the Court, he referr­
ed to himself as the Dear 
Abby of White Deer. " I’m 
here to recommend Tracy 
Kotara for this position. I’ve 
heard it indicated that we 
might want to delay this 
until the next election, but I 
think I can say for the White 
Deer representatives here 
we don’t think that’s a good 
idea. We would be without 
representation for 13 
months. Tracy put out 
petitions for names of people 
who would recommend him 
for this position. I was the 
first one to sign that 
petition.

"Tracy has shown his 
interest in this job by going 
out and getting this petition 
signed. I’d like to see him

Here are studies 
made concerning this pro­
blem: By the time they 
graduate from high school, 
most people have watched 
22,000 hours of television- 
twice the number of hours 
they’ve spent in the class­
room. Dr. Neil Postman. 
New York University, says it 
“ Appears to be shortening 
the attention span of the 
youth as well as eroding 
their linguistic powers and 
their ability to handle 
mathematic symbolism. 
Kate Moody, author of 
“ Growing Up On Tele­
vision’’, we now have evi­
dence that haditual viewing 
can negatively affect ” a 
young person’s basic outlook 
and sensibilities, predisposi­
tion to violence and hyper­
activity, IQ, reading ability, 
play, language patterns, 
critical thinking, self-image, 
perception of Others, and

values in general. Dr. Rose­
marie Truglio, University of 
Kansas psychologist, says 
students who watch lots of 
entertainment TV learn to 
read later and read less than 
who watch informative pro­
grams. “ If they’re watching 
more than four hours a

week, you really begin to see 
an effect.” The New Eng­
land Medical Center have 
linked television viewing to 
the development of obesity 
in children six to 17 years 
old. Dr. Leonard Eton, a 
psychologist from the Uni­
versity of Illinois, in a ten- 
year study found that the 
single best predictor to how 
aggressive a young man 
would be at age 19 was the 
amount to TV he had watch­
ed at age eight. Dr. Victor 
Strasburger, American Aca­
demy of Pediatrics, objects 
to the social messages con- 
vewyed by television.

So what’s a parent to do? 
If you're concerned about 
your child’s involvement you 
might want to consider these 
strategies:! l)Start by keep­
ing a log of how much and 
what your children watch 
(2)Set limits and the kinds of 
programs you will allow (3) 
Review TV listing with your 
child each week (4) Discuss 
programs (S)Discuss com- 
mericials (6)Avoid using TV 
as a baby sitter (7)Examine 
your own viewing habits and 
(8) Be consistent about the 
rules.

There’s no doubt that 
television is a powerful 
teaching tool. It's up to us to 
exercise some selectivity 
about what we want our 
children to learn.
