Mexico respecto de Espafa se
conoce por "El Grito de Do-
lores”.

Fue dado primero por Miguel
Hidalgo y Costilla, sacerdore par-
roco criollo de Doloras, Guanaju-
ato. ante una multitud formada
primordialmente por campesi-
nos indigenas y mestizos el 16
de Septiembre de 1810. El
"grito” resono en el aire fresco
de la mafana, llamando a los
mexicanos de todas clases a
combatir en contra de los planes
de la rebelion popular.

Lubbock Celebrations

Not much written history Is
available about the celebration of
the 16th of September in Lub-
bock but one thing for sure is
that the celebration of Fiestas
Patrias has been in Lubbock
even when snakes used to walk.

We maybe that is a little bit of an
exaggeration but one person
that | spoke to said that he can re-
member them as far back as
1940.

One thing is for sure, Fiestas
have really changed. Mainly "in
that now the event competes
with Christmas in commercialism.

In continuing, | would first apol-
ogize for not having accurate
dates as to the chronology of
Fiestas Patrias in Lubbock. Per-
haps this could be a good project
for an aspirering young chicano
historian.

‘| can only remember back to
1954 * said Mauro Gonzalez. °|
used to attend the Fiestas in area
towns. One specific thing | re-
member is that they were orga-
nized by what was called
'‘Comites Patrioticos’.

Traditions were established
which included Queens being

elected by penny vote, parades,
10¢ dances, flag ceremonies
and of course the traditional
"grito de dolores” made exactly
at 11 p.m. The grito was followed
by a “Tribuna Libre* which was an
open forum for patriots to honor
the heroes of the War for Inde-
pendence with speeches that
could, to me it seemed, last for
hours.

"One of the major things | can

remember that has changed,”
says Gonzalez,
‘is that there was never a 16th
without the pictures of the he-
roes -- Hidalgo, Allende, Dona
Inez, Guerrero and all the others -
- hanging on the backdrop be-
hind the stage," said Gonzalez.

These traditions continued
throughout the years. My recol-
lection begins in the late 50's
when the Fiestas Patrias were
held at what was called “La Plata-
forma" which used to be located
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where Catholic Family Services
now IS located.

Although | was not involved, |
surmise that since the land was
owned by the Catholic Church,
proceeds from the Fiesta went to

the Church. The Fiesta included
all the traditions and by far the
most impressive was the Queen
Contest. Of course the food was
delicious and the Fiesta was an
event for the entire family.

By then the cost to dance with
a pretty girl was up to 25¢. "La
Plataforma® was roped off so that
only those who were going to
dance and the pretty girls were in-
side.

The Fiestas continued at La
Plataforma until 1961 or 62 when
an unfortunate incident hap-
pened in which a man was killed.
The Church decided that they
would no longer sponsor the
Fiestas. |

It was not until 1964 or 65 that a
local dance promoter, Pepe Ville-
gas, tried to revive the Fiestas Pa-
inas, the underlying reason was
probably getting people to his
dance at the Fair Park Coliseum.
Again there was a parade, In
which Pepe, would ride a horse
drawn buggy and throw dollar bills
instead of candy to the kids. The
queen contest was also held

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A Bunch Of Crazy Mexicans

There are good guys, and there arce bad guys. The bad guys
win a lot, as we see in nising crime statistics.  But the good
guys win some, also. And somctimes the good buys have
names like Federico Gil, Joe Vasquez, Ernest Salgado, Patrick
Padillo, Tony Pucnte and Manny Lopez.

These men were made lamous by Joseph Wambaugh's best-
sclling non-fiction book, "Lincs and Shadows,"
published almost a decade ago. Wambaugh made them famous
by writing about their job. Their job is described by San Dic-
po's current police chiel as "the most dangerous police job |
have cver scen.”

What did these Mexican American men, a black and a couple
ol Anglos do that was so dangcrous?

They were the Border Arca Robbery Force, composed ol
ninc San Dicgo policemen, two U.S. Customs agents and two
U.S. border patrolmen, under the command ol San Diego Po-
lice Department Sgi. Manny Lopez. The force mission was 1o
protect illegal immigrants once they crossed into the United
States from border bandits in the canyons and hills separating
San Diego and Tijuana, Mexico.

These usually docile illegals were, and still are, easy targets
for bandits, Mcxican and American. Robbery, rape and mur-
der were commonplace at the border until the force was orga-
nized in 1976.

For 18 months, these guys went undercover, dressed in
shabby clothing and patrolled the canyons and arroyos on oot
and armed to the teeth. As chronicled in "Lines and Shadows,”
shootouts were commonplace.

Nevertheless, border body counts were probably lower than
they would have been otherwise. Unit leader Sgt. Lopez re-
lates: "We were dressed as undocumented aliens, so we had the
clement of surprisc... We were involved in seven shooting 1n-
cidents, much less than if we had been in uniform.™

Over a hundred arrests were made by the unit before it was
disbanded. Two of the force were shot and another shightly
wounded.

If the group was so successful, why was it disbanded? There
were several reasons, among which were international politics,
professional jealousy and the constant stress of going into the
border killing fields every night.

The stress level for the officers and their wives is best de-
scribed by Erncst Salgado's wile, Susan, with the comment,
"There were long hours, long nights." Now-retired Sgt. Lo-
pez maintains that the Mexican government was embarrassed
by the number of local and federal Mexican cops busted by the
force, so embarrassed that it applied top-level pressure to dis-
band the force. He also maintains that some high-ranking San
Diego police officials were racked with jealousy as the media
made nightly heroes of the shabbily dressed street cops.

Another element which caused the force's demise was an un-
stated, deeply rooted institutional racism in the San Diego Po-
lice Department that was normal in most departments. For ex-
ample, height requirement for the San Diego police were set at
3 inches taller than the average Mexican American, thus pre

cluding applications from 95 percent of the Mexican American
population. Today's requircments have been changed to ac-
commodate women as well as Mexican Americans and other
cthnic groups.

The height requirement was no accident. Neither was the
banning of mustaches by the chiet in a move to rid the depart-

ment of young black World War II veterans just as they came

up for sergeant. The men had to choose between theirr mus-
taches and all they stood for in the black male community, and
their careers. Most left.

This was the atmosphere in which the force was organized
during the '70's. Detective Tony Puente tells us that, "At the
time, there was very little movement for Hispanic police offi-
cers. | thought if Hispanic olficers could do an outstanding

which was |

job, things would change."

"We," Puente says, "were thought of at the time as just a
bunch of crazy Mexicans doing something nobody clse would

do."

The strategy worked. When the force disbanded, most of the
men were promoted to detective or sergeant, or both. As a
unit, however, the force was never officially commended for a
job well done -- until last week. The men were awarded certifi-
cates of commendation from a department which orphaned
them16 years ago. The SDPD joins the Mexican mother who
walched helplessly as border bandits lined up to rape her 13-
year-old daughter just across the border in Mexico.

Dctective Puente recalls: "The girl was yelling for her mother
to help her... We jumped through the fence (into Mexico) and
ran over therc. The mother got down on her hands and knces
and startcd kissing our hands. I was rcally moving.”

| wonder if the certificates of commendation mean as much to
these good guys as that mother's appreciation on a cold, dark

Mexico's Independence Sept 16th

The 4th of July, 1776, in the

United States of America: July
14, 1789, in the Republic of

_France; September 16, 1810,
In Mexico. These are the most
important dates of the past two
hundred years for the world, as
their aftermath and effccts
molded the global society we
live in today.

Mexico is of particular interest
because Setember 16th is the
day it celebrates as Indepen-
dence Day just as the USA cel-
cbrates the 4th of July and
France celebrates Bastille Day
on July 14th.

The facts are simple, the cast
of characters are not.

First we have the Bourbon

kings of Spain. They owned

the New World because the
year after Christopher Colum-

bus discovered America, Pope
Alexander IV conveyed origi-
nal tile to the New World to the
Spanish kings -- not Spain as a
nation, but personally to 1ts
kings.

The kings sent pure blooded
Spaniards to run their empire
and to collect their taxes. After
the 1519 Conquest, these royal
functionaries sent for wives
and started families in the New
World, with the wealthiest col-
ony, Mexico, attracting the best
and brightest.

After several generations, two
groups of Spaniards developed
in mutual dislike and hatred.
The Europeans, of GACHU-

PINES (gatchu-pce-ehs) as:

they were known, dominated

every facet of colonial life. in-;

cluding commerce, agriculture,

municipal government, the
Church.

The Americans, criollos born.

in the New World, did not
share in political power and
were allowed little more than

service 1n the Church, an edu-,

cation and service in the coloni-
al militia. However, as the
Gachupines concentrated in
Mexico City, it was the Ameri-
cans, the Criollos, who ran the
mines and far flung ranches
and farms of a very rich Mexi-
co. It was they who came in
daily contact with the millions
of Indians and mestizos of
mixed Spanish and Indian
blood, Negroes and mulattos.
Besides treating the American
creoles like cousins with lepro-
sy, the Gachupines and their

Needless to say, much hatred
existed of this system by both
the American Criollos towards
the Gachupines and from the

Indians-Mestizos-Negros and

mulattoes towards anyone
white and Spanish.

Herein lie the seeds of revolu-
tion. A far-away King and his
government which lives like a
colonial parasite off a wealthy
colony. A royalty and aristoc-
racy that is both greedy and re-
actionary. A deep division of
Class dictated by place of birth;
by wealth and by landholdings.
And, a deep division of class
dictated by color of skin.

This was Mexico in 1810.
This was the Mexico that Cath-
olic Priest Miguel Hidalgo
wanted to change.

After conspiring with other
Criolles for months to start a
war of Independence from Na-

poleon-controlled Spain, word-

reached the good parish priest
in Dolores that the authorities
were enroute to arrest him and
his co-conspirators.

It was decided in the middle of
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747-6444

the night to declare the revolu-
tion. It was, in the early morn-
ing hours of September 16,
1818. There's no exact record
of what Father Hidalgo told his
hundreds of parishioners, as
there are three versions, by
three people, one of whom
wasn't present,

Nevertheless, historians pretty
much agree on "Long Live

Mexico", "Long live King Fer-

ainand 11", "Death to the Gach-

upines" and, "Death to Bad

government”. He probably did
not say, "Long live Indepen-

dence", though he undoubtedly™

and passionately wished for it.

Thousands of Mestizos and
Criollos rallied to his "Cry"
and Within weeks his army of
60,000 untrained, undisci-
plined pseudo-soldiers carrying
banners of their patroness, Our
Lady of Guadalupe, the
brown-skinned Virgin who re-
putedly appeared to an Indian
generations before, marched on
Mexico City. They were de-
feated by a small, well-armed
Spanish army. His army fell
apart and four months after his
"Cry ", Father Hidalgo fled to-
wards the USA for sanctuary.
He didn't make it. ‘

for his execution by firifig

squad.

Se ordené sacerdote en 1796
y fij6 su residencia en Cardcua-
ro.Cuando Hidalgo se levanté en
armas, Morelos le ofrecié sus ser-
vicios, recibiendo el encargo de
promover la insurreccién en el Sur.

Escogié la ' arrera de las
armas donde gracias a sus servi-
cios en Texas y en Jalapa alcanzd
el grado de capitdn.

Se mostré partidario de la In-
dependencia de México y partici-
po en las conspiraciones de Valla-
dolid y de Querétaro. Enterado de
que esta dlima habfa sido descu-
bierta se lanzé, junto con Hidalgo,
a sublevar al pueblo de Dolores y a
emprender la miarcha libertadora.

Después de Hidalgo, era el
primero en importancia en el ejér-
cito insurgente, y ademds era un
gran estratega militar, lo cual que-
d6é demostrado en las batallas que
dirigi6.
