
Bush, Gore split Latino vote bloc News Briefs

'@xas Hispanic voters favor Gov. George W. 
Bush, while Latinos in California overwhelm- 
ingly support Vice President Al Gore, according 
to a poll released Thursday. 

The poll, which asked Hispanics who would 
get their vote if the presidential election were 
held today, showed Gore would curry favor with 
twice as many Latino voters in California than 
Bush.  

However, Texas governor likely would win 
support over the vice president by a couple of 
percentage points among Hispanic'Ihxans. 

The results were released by the William C. 
Velßsquez Institute, which conducted the phone 
poll from its headquarters in San Antonio and 
from its Los Angeles office. 

"While it is still early in the campaign season, 
the relative closeness of Gore and Bush within 
the Latino community indicates there will be 
greater competition for the Latino vote in 2000 
than in '96," said Antonio Gonzalez, president of 
the VelAsquez Institute. 

In 1996, Latino voters in California cast 10 
times as many ballots for President Clinton than 
for Republican challenger Bob Dole, the institute 
noted. 

The poll, conducted by telephone from July 23 
to Aug. 8, included a question asking respon- 
dents: "If the election for president were held 
today, would you vote for Al Gore or George 
Bush?" 

A total of 1,018 Latino voters were surveyed 
— 514 from'll'xas and 504 from California. The 
margin of error was 4.4 percent in California and 
4.3 percent in Texas, according to the institute. 

In'Ibxas, 40.6 percent of the Latino voters 
surveyed said they would vote for Bush, while 
38.6 percent said they would cast their ballots for 
Gore. More than 18 percent were undecided or 
didn't know, and 2 percent said they would vote 
for other candidates. 

In California, 49.1 percent of the Latino 
voters said they would support Gore, while only 
23.6 percent said they would cast ballots for

The chairman of the Public Affair Committee of the Associa- 
ione of Hispanic Advertising Agencies (AHAA), Aida Sanchez 
evitan, told EFE that this is the most ambitious advertising 
ampaign ever undertaken. Never before has there been such a 
awerfu1 alliance of Hispanic agencies and media involved in 
auch e large) free advertising campaign." 

According to AHAA, although the proportion of Hispanics 
oters increased 66 percent, it only accounted for 5 percent ol 
he total vote in the 1998 elections. 

There are many Latinos capable of voting, but they have 
got registered, sometimes because of apathy, other times be 
sues of fear. The purpose of the campaign is to change this 
nentelity," Sanchez Levitan said in a telephone interview from 
;hicago. 

Furthermore, the campaign seeks to promote the importance 
f the vote and exercising one's vote on the quality of life ol 
he Hispanic community in the next millennium. 

"We want to achieve a significant increase and we want to 
ducate the public on the importance of registering to vote," 
he seid, adding, "We believe that the standard of living in our 
ommunities is closely linked to political participation." 

She stressed that by the year 2005, when Hispanics become 
he largest minority in the United States, it is important tc 
achieve greater political responsibility. 

"We have asked major Hispanic media to donate millions ol 
collars worth of advertising and to run ads over the radio anc 
elevieion and (via) written media," she said. 

Participating media include Univision, Telemundo, Radi< 
Jnica, Hispanic Radio Networks, Galavision, People en Espafol 
Hispanic Broadcasting Corp., as well as AT&T and StarMedis 
representatives. 

Alexander has withdrawn from the election. 
Similarly, 76.4  percent of the Latino voters 

who indicated they  would vote in the Democratic 
primary noted they would vote for Gore. Demo- 
cratic hopeful Bill  Bradley was the next closest 
with 7.6 percent. 

In California, 41.7 percent of Latino voters 
who said they would vote in the Republican 
primary indicated they would cast ballots for 
Bush, followed by  14.4 percent for John McCain 
and 8.6 percent for Dole. 

Of Latinos who  said they would vote in the 
Democratic primary,  65.7 percent said they 
would vote for Gore, followed by 7.9 percent for 
Bradley. 

Spokesmen for  both Bush and Gore said the 
numbers reflected their respective campaign 
efforts to reach out to Latino voters. 

The governor has a strong record in'Ibxas of 
reaching out to the Hispanic community," Bush 
spokesman Scott McClellan said. "The governor 
intends to campaign equally as hard in Califor- 
nia." 

Bush, considered a favorite in his home state, 
has been criticized for forsaking speaking 
engagements at minority functions in lieu of 
fund-raising efforts. 

Earlier this summer, Bush declined offers to 
speak at the League of United Latin American 
Citizens' annual convention in Corpus Christi 
and the National Council of La Roza's annual 
conference in Houston. 

Gore also declined to speak at the LULAC 
convention, but he spoke at the latter conference. 

The vice president already has attended fund- 
raisers in Texas and has one scheduled for 
Wednesday in San Antonio. 

"The vice president has worked very hard on 
issues of importance for the Latino community," 
Gore campaign spokesman Roger Salazar said. 
Were going to continue to work hard to let the 

Latino community know Gore is listening to their 
concerns."

Bush. More than 24 percent said they were 
undecided or didn't know, and 3 percent said they 
would cast ballots for other candidates. 

"California has always been a Clinton/Gore 
state, and Gore, frankly, has benefited from being 
part of that administration," Gonzalez said. 

"In addition, the state has trended more 
Democratic over the past two election cycles 
because of Republican initiatives like Proposition 
187," Gonzalez said, referring to a 1990s anti- 
immigration bill backed by then-Gov. Pete 
Wilson, a Republican. 

The survey also showed both candidates had 
overwhelming Latino support for the presidential 
nomination from within their own parties. 

In 'lhxas, 71.6 percent of the Latino voters 
who said they would vote in the Republican 
primary said they would vote for Bush. The next 
closest competitors were Lamar Alexander (8.8 
percent) and Elizabeth Dole (4.9 percent).

Washington, - Hispanics in the United States were urged by 
labor leader Linda Chavez-Thompson here Monday to join trade 
unions as a means to improve their working conditions. 

During a Labor Day ceremony, Chavez-Thompson, of Mexi 
can descent, deplored the fact that Hispanics are among thf 
worst paid people in the United States, whose economy is con 
eidered robust. 

Latino, she said, earn 26 percent less than they did 10 year: 
ego, "especially those who are not in unions," and the minimun 
wage (5.15 dollars per hour) is no guarantee that a worker wil 
receive health or retirement benefits. 

"Hispanics have the hardest, most thankless jobs and an 
abused the most by their employers,' said Chavez-Thompson vi 
ce-president of the American Federation of Labor-Congress o: 
Industrial Organizations (AFL-CIO). 

In an interview, she told EFE that Hispanics are not get 
ting ahead because of the language barrier and their lack o 
skills, which forces them to "look for and take the worst jobs." 

Unions are the solution to this "vicious circle," Chavez 
Thompson said. They not only go to bat for the employee ti 
seek better wages, benefits and working conditions, but als 

help members continue their education, learn English and ac 
quire new skills. 

She warned, however, that business owners try to under 
mine unions by "instilling fear in their employees and three 
toning them, particularly Hispanics." 

Fear tactics have been so effective that Hispanics end u 
'working more than 40-hour weeks, at no additional pay or her  

efits to compensate for these sacrifices." 
Workers are, however, protected by law, she said. For in 

stance, it is illegal for a company to carry out reprisals agains 
an employee who belongs to or wants to join a union in th4 
workplace. 

One way to counteract a campaign of intimidation, "ver 
subtle because of the legal ramifications," is to get more His 
panics to join unions, Chavez-Thompson said.

INS Chief Opens new Fast Inter- 
national Border Crossing System 

El Paso, United States, - Immigration and Naturalizatiot 
Service (INS) Commissioner Doris Meissner inaugurated in E 
Paso Tuesday a new system to cross into the United States fron 
Mexico which could promote bilateral trade. 

The new access point, one of several similar projects recent] 
implemented in the area, will expedite traffic through Stantei 
International Crossing, previously used only by vehicles travel 
Eng  from the United States to Mexico. 

"This new express lane will expedite traffic at internationa 
crossings which are increasingly busy as relations between tho 
countries grow," Meissner said. 

For those peole who register and obtain a card to use the 
new crossing, it will take no longer than three minutes to gel 
into the United States from Mexico, she said. 

To get a card, applicants must present legal immigratioi 
documents enabling them to enter the United States freely. 

There also would be background checks and applicants wouk 
be required to prove that they have business on either side o. 
the border. The cards will cost 129 dollars a year. 

"The money will enable us to recover some of the invest 
merit," said businessman Al Martinez, one of the sponsors o: 
the program. 

Chihuahua government spokesman Aurelio Baca said the 
new express lane would save a lot of time for thousands of corn 
maters who wait up to one hour everyday to cross from Mexia 
into the United States. 

Congressman Silvestre Reyes (Dem-TX) said that the nee 
system would promote bilateral trade and contribute to the suc 
case of the North American Free Trade Agreement (NAFTA) or 
the border. 

Reyes added that the new system would be used daily by ap. 
proximately 2,000 vehicles engaged in business activities on 
either side of the border.

U.S" Doctors Help Tarahumaras 
Indians 

El Paso, Texas, - While US. citizens around the country cel- 
ebrated Labor Day on Monday, a group of doctors from El Paso, 
Texas, traveled to the Chihuahua mountain range to offer free 
medical assistance to Tarahumaras Indians, one of the most im 
poverished communities in Mexico. 

The medical group currently works out of a small rural hospi 
cal in the Chihuahua mountains and will treat everything from 
a common cold to pneumonia, as well as diagnose illnesses like 
cancer. 

Nurse Bechy Van Haslen, who is traveling for the third time 
to Sisiguichic, a town set in the mountains, said that Tarahu- 
maras Indians have very few doctors in their communities. 

"That is why when they are notified that foreign doctors are 
coming. they will travel miles and miles by foot, on donkeys or 
kotrar to receive medical attention," she explained. 

They get assistance and never question the diagnosis. They 
are very respectful," the nurse said. 

The medical personnel was forced to find a translator in the 
community because some of the patients did not speak Spanish 
but an Indian dialect. 

Some of these people still live in caves, deep in the moun- 
tains, where even summer temperatures are low, the nurse 
stated.

SINNERS BEWARE

"The 23 bodies laid out on the payment as au- 

thorities attempted to identify the victims, their 
muddy boots peeking out from under yellow 
sheets, their van smashed like tinfoil a few yards 
away."

Thirteen more victims. Elhirteen more men 
and women added to the long and ever-growing 
roll of farm sor+ers killed, maimed or injured 
while go)ng to or Drom $heir jobs. 

They died crammed onto makeshift benches 
in the rear of a 16-year-old van that slammed 
with 55-mile-per-hour force into a tractor-trailer 
on a two-lane road near the central California 
town of Five Points. It happened in the early 
morning hours of Aug. 9. 

Only two of the riders even wore seat belts  
the driver and the worker in the seat beside him 
— and they, too, were killed. Two riders survived, 
but they were seriously injured. 

The workers were heading home after an over- 
night shift of boxing freshly picked tomatoes at a 
plant 40 miles from their living quarters in and 
near Five Points. 

The van's driver did not have an operator's 
license. He had lost his because of several viola- 
tions, including +nbarreOtmfor drunken 
Ndviwing. His van had not been examined by the 
state'for two years, despite the commonly ignored 
legal requirement t}at such farm trmnsit vehicles 
be registered and inspected annually. 

m No one should have been surprised by the 
accmmeot. Apualled,lyeso Ngut surprised, no. 
Such things have been happening on country 
roads for many years.

That's now those who harvest our fruits and 
vegetables travel, in crowded, rickety vans, buses 
and flatbed trucks — as many as can fit, side-by- 
side, shoulder-to-shoulder. 

Often it's standing-room-only, forcing riders 
to hold on to one another other, as a long-time 
farm worker noted. Drivers, he added, often sell 
beer to their passengers and drink it themselves 
while driving. 

"It's very dangerous," he said. "I'm always 
scared." 

He's right to be frightened. The collision in 
California was only the latest of many fatal acci- 
dents in farming communities nationwide. 

It's virtually a summer ritual, with at least 
10 farm workers killed each year. And that's just 
an average, which is frequently exceeded. In Cali- 
fornia alone, single accidents have taken the lives 
of as many as 32 workers. 

It is not a matter ofchance that farm workers 
are the workers who go through these tragedies 
season after season, noted the Rev. C. Wayne 
Hartmire of the National Farm workers Minis- 
try. "The agricultural industry — too often with 
our silent consent — pays them, equips them and 
transports them as if they were not important 
human beings." 

The legislative friends of wealthy agribusiness 
interests have thwarted attempts to tighten the 
sparse and laxly enforced laws and regulations 
governing the transportation of farm workers. 
But pressures generated by the recent accident 
in California could lead to change. 

"With 13 dead bodies, we're finally seeing the 
public outrage," noted vice president Tannis

Given the state's dominant position in agri- 

cult ire, you can be sure that any legal reforms 
in California will lead to demands for similar 
moves throughout the country. Bills pending in 
the state legislature would require passenger seat 
bets in all farm labor vehicles, prohibit replac- 
ing seats with benches to expand capacity and 
increase the number of Highway Patrol officers 
assigned to farm safety enforcement. 

The Highway Patrol has already stepped up 
enforcement as a result of the outcry over the 
latest fatalities, finding abundant evidence of the 
continued dangers facing farm workers. 

On just one day in mid-August, for example, 
officers checking 118 farm labor vans, trucks and 
buses found 221 safety violations, including de- 
fective lights, tires, wheels and brakes. They 
pulled three dozen vehicles out of service. 

But no matter how great the pressure against 
the labor contractors who operate the vehicles, 
the danger will remain until the growers who use 
the contractors to bring workers to them assume 
responsibility for their safety. 

Growers require workers to ride in the con- 
tractors' vehicles, often even if they have their 
own transportation. Yet growers are not held ac- 
countable for unsafe conditions aboard the ve- 
hicles. 

As the UFW's Ybarra says, that means farm 
workers are literally being forced to risk their 
lives in order to feed their families.

Its been two years since the 
Congressional Hispanic Caucus 
held a historic Capitol Hill hear- 
ing to examine the lack of Latino 
characters in television and film. 
Latino actors, producers and di- 
rectors testified at that hearing 
on the obstacles Latinos en- 
counter in Hollywood, and on 
the entertainment industry's fai- 
lure to produce quality Latfno- 
themed television programming. 
Television executives responded 
with their usual promise of in- 
creased efforts to diversify net- 
work programming. 

Despite the repeated promises, 
television continues to be a total 
whitewash, as evidenced by this 
year's new fall lineup. Of 26 pro- 
grams premiering this fall on 
ABC, CBS, NBC and FOX, only 
one Hispanic actor (Martin 
Sheen) will be featured in a 
primary or secondary role. 

Hispanics make up just 1 per- 
cent of all television characters 
on network prime-time programs. 
There also have been no Latino- - 
themed sitcoms, dramas, miniser- 
ies or made-for-TV movies for 10 
years, and there has never been 
a Latina lead in a television 
drama. 

This is why 10 national Hispa- 
nic organizations met during the 
National Council of La Raza's 

and Harassment, Hate, Violence 
and Law Enforcement Abuse in 
the '908," suggested that the me- 
dia s portrayal of Latinos may be 
a contributing factor in hate 
violence against Latinos. 

Last year, the advocacy group 
Children Now released a study 
that found that Latino children 
have a harder time developing 
self esteem because there are few 
media reflections on minority 
children. And when minority 
children are cast, they are often 
nonessential to the plots. Those 
TV messages to Latino and mi- 
nority children — that they are 
outside the mainstream -- are not 
subtle; they are real and tangi- 
ble, and have long-lasting effects 
on achievement and self-actuah- 
zation. 

This is why we are demanding 
that the networks diversify their 
programming. It's not only a mat- 
ter of wanting to see characters 
who look like us, but of ensuring 
that Latino images in the na- 
tional consciousness correspond 
with whom we have been and 
whom -- in greater numbers -- we 
are today.

SAN FRANCISCO — That terrible, swift sword hanging over George 
W. Bush's head because of an alleged stash of past indiscretion signals 
the coming of a morally unforgiving political season. 

"It will be a moralistic presidential election because there are no big 
issues at stake on the economy, which is generally doing well," said 
Seymour Martin Lipset, one of the nation's leading political sociologists. 
"In fact, there's a boom mentality." 

So the election campaign will be dominated by bruising arguments 
over personal character, "choice" and "values," specifically, over such 
issues as abortion, lesbian and gay rights and that unending duel 
between collective interest and individual freedom, gun control. 

Basic ideological disagreements on economic policy have been pushed 
to the back-burner, said Lipset, "because conservative economic ideas 
have 

 

on the debate." 
"The last big spurt of liberal economics was with President Johnson, 

the war on poverty and all that, and now the Democrats have become 
economic conservatives," Lipset added. "Even in Europe today all the 
socialist parties are for the market." 

But this big conservative victory in economic policy isn't matched on 
the cultural front: "In fact, the popular culture over time has turned 
left." The popular culture's preference for individual choice is often 
disruptive to traditionalists' sense of right and wrong. 

"This is terribly frustrating for American conservatives, who have to 
accept the fact that their children are having premarital sex, are living 
together outside of wedlock, getting abortions, or are gay," Lipset noted. 

The presidential election promises to turn into a scorching ideological 
face-off because "Americans are a very moralistic people, but they're also 
obsessed with individual rights," noted Lipset, who teaches at George 
Mason University. 

His more than two dozen books on the American public's political 
mindset and behavior have become staples of college political science 
courses. "Political Man," published in 1981, sold more than 400,000 
copies. 

A senior fellow at the Hoover Institution at Stanford and professor of 
both political science and sociology, Lipset sees all politics as being 
ultimately rooted in the popular culture. 

He has made a highly regarded career of exploring America's con- 
flicted political psyche — its twin, contradictory impulses toward 
collective morality on the one hand and unfettered individual liberty and 
achievement on the other. 

This "double-edged sword" is what makes America "exceptional" 
among Western societies. Observers throughout the centuries — from 
Alexis de Tocqueville to Friedrich Engels and Antonio Gramsci — have 
been struck by this "American exceptionalism," which Lipset sees as the 
source of the country's unique strengths and equally extraordinary 
weaknesses. 

America, for example, has the highest rate of membership in 
volunteer organizations and is the most productive country because of 
the culture's traditional dedication to work." But it also has the most 
number of people in prison. 

"After all," Lipset once explained on C-SPAN, "the saying 'Nice guys 
finish last' is a very American statement. So is `by hook or by crook'" 

But if moralism reigns supreme, why is Vice President Al Gore far 
behind Bush in the polls, when he's more straight-laced than the latter, 
who has a touch of the devil-may-care good old boy in his persona? 

Gore is suffering from his linkage with Clinton," Lipset said. While 
the public supported the president's right to personal privacy during the 
impeachment hearings, it also found his behavior morally reprehensible. 

In fact, the moralistic side of the "double-edged American sword" cut 
deeper than the libertarian one during the Monica Lewinsky scandal, 
argued Lipset. 

"It's very easy to misread the polls during the impeachment. One 
third of the American people said `Kick him out,' one third said 'Just 
censure him,' and one third said 'Leave him alone.'" What that means, 
Lipset said, is that two-thirds of the people "found him guilty and 
believed what he did was wrong." 

It's just that some wanted capital punishment and others a lighter 
sentence. And even if Clinton has had a high job rating, people still put 

him in the dump when ranking him historically among all the 
presidents." 

How a candidate conducts his personal affairs has become a burning 
issue among an electorate that is jealously protective of individual 
privacy. Ironically, the boringly upright public life of A] Gore is now 
burdened by his partner's private sins. It's also ironic that Republican 
leaders Newt Gingrich and Robert Livingston ended up paying much 
more than Clinton, for touting moral standards they themselves couldn't 
live up to. The same may happen to George W. Bush if he can't artfully 
dodge the double-edged blade that's now swinging in his direction. As 
things stand, he could be damned if he comes clean with past drug use, 
an 	ed if he doesn't.

Poverty Among Inimigricemts Rises U.S. Econcomic Boom 
By Jorge A. Baf ales 

Washington, - The U.S. econ- 
omy is in its ninth year of unpre- 
cedented expansion, yet poverty 
rates for immigrant households 
rose 41 percent between 1979 
and 1997, the Center for Immi- 
gration Studies (CIS) reported 
Thursday. 

The poverty level, defined as 
an annual income lower than 
16,000 dollars for a four-member 
household, remained at 12 per- 
cent for the population at large, 
but increased from 15.5 percent 
to 21.8 percent for immigrant 
households, according to the 
CIS. 

"Immigration accounts for the 
va et majority of the growth in 
poverty over the last 20 years," 

main causes of overall poverty 
rate in the country, and the rea- 
son why poverty rate is now the 
highest in 20 years," he said. 

"If immigrant-headed house- 
holds are excluded, the total 
number of people living in pover- 
ty in 1997 and the national pov- 
erty rate would have been a lit- 
tle higher than in the late 
1970s," Camarota said. 

The expert said that another 
factor contributing to the U.S. 
poverty rate is that every new 
wave of immigrants is poorer 
than the previous one. 

"In 1979, the poverty rate for 
people living in households 
headed by an immigrant who ar- 
rived 10 years earlier was 23 

said CIS Director Mark Krikor- 
ian. 

The study found that people 
from immigrant households living 
in poverty more than tripled from 
2.7 million in 1979 to 7.7 million 
in 1997. 

According to CIS, immigrant- 
related poverty "accounts for 
three million or 75 percent of the 
increase in the size of the poor 
population between 1989 and 
1997." 

"This increase was bigger 
than the 2.7-million decline in 
the number of people living in 
poverty as the result of the 64 
billion dollar annual spending on 
welfare programs," said Steven 
A. Camarota, the study's author. 

"Immigration is one of the 

percent," he said, adding: "In 
1997, the poverty rate for people 
in households headed by a re- 
cently-arrived immigrant climbed 
to 29.2 percent." 

According to George Borjas, a 
public policy professor at Harvard 
University, the trend represents 
the "foreignization" of poverty in 
the United States. 

"The economy is not creating 
as many jobs for unskilled 
workers," he added. 

As a result, Camarota sug- 
gested that U.S. immigration 
policy select immigrants based on 
professional qualifications, com- 
bined with restrictions on immi- 
gration visas granted to family 
members of immigrants already in 
the United States.

zation Service (INS). 

In order to  minimi ze problems 
in the renewal process, the INS 
will implement new procedures, 
including a permit that allows for 
travel outside the United States 
or permission to continue work- 
ing while the renewal procedures 
are underway. 

At present, those requesting 
a renewal of their residency sta- 
tus cannot travel outside the 
United States during the period, 
which, in a large number of the 
cases, exceeds 18 months. 

During the program's first 
phase, immigration authorities 
will exchange green cards for 
some 600,000 foreigners, accord- 
ing to INS spokesman Dan Kane. 

Afterwards, cards will be ex- 
changed for immigrants whose 
cards expire in the subsequent 
months. 

Kane explained that all 
green cards" - their name stems 

from the color of the original 
cards - are valid for ten years, af- 
ter which time bearers must re- 
new them unless they have be- 
come citizens. 

He added that no one should 
be alarmed by the new process 
because they are aimed at pro- 
tecting the status of the person 
to whom a green card has been 
issued and to prevent criminals 
from falsifying documents. 

On the other hand. U.S. per- 
manent residents who wish to 
spend up to two years in their 
country of origin must submit 
the corresponding application at 
any INS office, otherwise they 
risk permanently losing the right 
to reside legally in the United 
States. 	INS Director Doris 
Meissner said the INS is working 
actively to implement programs 
which should reduce the natu- 
ralization procedural period from 
two years to six months. 

To accomplish this, the INS 
has hired additional personnel 
and adopted a series of special 
measures, aimed at preventing 
green cards from being issued to 
applicants with criminal histo- 
ries, as has occurred in previous 
years 

Meissner added that the INS 
has been collaborating with 
several different organizations 
and communities in order to cor- 
rect a series of shortcomings and 
to hear ideas on measures aimed 
at reducing abuses committed by 
INS agents against illegal immi- 
grants who attempt to enter the 
United States. 

A bi-partisan group of legisla- 

tors is currently sponsoring two 
bills in Congress which would re- 
quire a complete restructuring of 
the INS. The bills propose to 
split the INS into two sections, 
one wholly administrative and 
the other focused exclusively on 
guarding the U.S. border. 

Advocates of the bills insist 

the INS must streamline its serv- 
ices for the public good and they 
criticize the agency for its 
excessively slow pace." Critics 
claim the delays have led to an
