Negotiators also have yet to spell out 

how they will solve two of the most con- 
tentious issues: whether to ban use of 
federal welfare dollars to support un- 
married teen-age mothers and to aid 
children born into welfare-dependent 
families. Also on the table was a propo- 
sal to require state legislatures to spe - 
cifically approve such programs if they 
wanted to continue them. 

Lawmakers also must decide whether 
- and how - the federal food stamp and 
school lunch programs should be turned 
over to the states in bulk as block 
grants, said Republicans involved in 
the negotiations. 

Senators favor a food stamp block 
grant but want to keep school lunches a 
federal program. House members are 
pushing for child nutrition block 
grants to the states with tight rules on 
food stamp block grants, said a con- 
gressional Republican who requested 
anonymity.

Businesses Oppose Immigrant Bill

L2 Million More 
Kids in Poverty 

The Clinton administration acknowi- 
edged in a new report to Congress Thurs• 
day that a Senate bill to restructure the 
natiou's welfare system could push as 
many as L2 million more children into 
poverty, reports Associated Press. 

Despite the findings on the bill's effect 
on children, White House Press Secre- 
tary Michael D. McCurry said Thursday 
the legislation is "witidn striking  dis.

The Senate wanted to make states con- 

tinue spending 80 percent of what they 
now allot from their own coffers for 
AFDC payments; the House bill required 
no state funds. 

The final bill would keep $2.5 billion of 
the $3 billion on child care set aside by the 
Senate. It also would tighten eligibility 
rules for disabled children who receive 

Business groups asked Congress on Monday to reject a Re- 
publican plan to slash the number of non-refugee immi- 
grants admitted into the United States, reports Associated 
Press. 

The groups said the bill, written by Sen. Alan Simpson, R- - 
Wyo., would reduce by at least one-fifth the number of such 
immigrants and also would limit their ability to hire the best 
available talent for high-tech jobs. 

"In a quick rush to judgment, Senator Simpson is intent on 
pushing through a bill which would cripple American com- 
petitiveness," said Paul Huard, senior vice president of the 
National Association of Manufacturers. 

Under the Simpson bill, the number of immigrants who 
come here at the behest of companies to fill jobs for which 
U.S. workers cannot be found would be reduced from the 
123,291 who entered last year to 90,000.

President Clinton said in a statement Sunday that statis- 
tics from a government report on juvenile crime are "a 
chilling reminder" that juvenile violence is the country's 
top crime problem, reports Associated Press. 

The Justice Department revealed nearly one in four people 
arrested for weapons crimes are juveniles, and weapons of- 
fenses are the fastest growing youth crime. "Now is not the 
time to weaken our laws," the president said. 

The study by the department's Bureau of Justice Statistics 
found that juveniles accounted for 23 percent of all weapons 
crime arrests in 1993, compared to 16 percent in 1974. Such 
juvenile arrests more than doubled, from less than 30,000 to 
more than 61,000, between 1985 and 1993 while adult arrests 
for these crimes grew by one-third. 

"Jr the last decade's trends continue unchecked, juvenile 
arrests for violent crime will double by the year 2010," Attor- 
ney General Janet Reno said last week. Reno recently allo- 
cated $8 million for six communities to test a variety of ideas 
for reducing youth violence. Under the crime act, 10 police 
departments have been allocated $1 million to devise com- 
munity policing programs designed to curb youth gun 
crimes. 

Rep. Charles Schumer of New York, ranking Democrat on 
the House crime subcommittee, is drafting legislation to re- - 

quite that states make public the names of juveniles convict- 
ed of felonies involving guns "so the people and the system 
would know." Those convictions then could be cited as a 
prior offense if there were later crimes; most juvenile crim- 
inal records now are kept secret and can't be used in later 
adult trials

Congressional Republicans have tentatively agreed to cut 
the earned income tax credit for the working poor by $32 bil- 
lion over seven years, reports Associated Press. 

But negotiators emerging from closed-door sessions Satur- 
day said that in agreeing to the cut they had reworked the for- 
mulas for the credit to ensure that families with children 
would gain as much from a proposed $500-per-child tax cred- 
it as they lose from the cutback in the earned credit. 

The $32 billion figure represents a compromise between al- 
ready-passed legislation in which the House scaled back the 
credit by $23 billion and the Senate by $42 billion. 

The earned income credit is aimed at families ear ning  
less than $28,000 and is intended to lower their income tax 
bill and give them a cash subsidy to pay for Social Security 
and Medicare taxes withheld on their paychecks and other 
expenses. 

Democrats have hammered at the fairness of reducing the 
earned income credit at the same time the Republican Con- 
gress is planning to hand out $245 billion in tax cuts to busi- 
nesses and families, including those who are well off. 

Cisneros Bent Rules 
In Selecting Cities Food Stamp Costs Rise as 

Participation Falls 
The November 3 issue of Community Nutrition Institute's 

Nutrition Week reports that although participation in the 
Food Stamp program is following a downward trend, total 
costs are rising. 

In August food stamp participation fell to 25.98 million, a 
drop of 60,000 from July, according to the USDA's Food and 
Consumer Service (FCS). Yet the program's cost still rose by 
over $5 million. The FCS attributes the rise to normal cost 
fluctuations, and predicts the rise will level off next month. 

The Summer Food Service program served 23 million 
meals in August, less than half of the number it served in 
July. The Child and Adult Care Food program served 54.5 
million meals in centers and 67 million meals in homes in 
August, up 6.1 and 8.8 million meals since July. 

While food stamp participation declined, WIC (the special 
supplemental nutrition program for Women, Infants and 
Children) gained another 200,000 clients in August, a three 
percent change from July.

GOP: Cut Taxes Before Election 

A government audit reveals 
Henry Cisneros, Secretary of 
Housing and Urban Develop- 
ment, bent federal rules and 
used a process "open to favor- 
itism" in selecting cities for 
billions of dollars in redevel- 
opment subsidies last year, 
reports Reuters. 

The audit by HUD's Inspec- 
tor General said Cisneros 
designated 71 communities as 
federal 	"empowerment 
zones" or "enterprise commu- 
nities" last year without 
ranking applications in a 
way Congress envisioned 
and, in some cases, picking 
cities rejected by HUD's re- 
view panel. 

Nearly 300 cities applied for 
the funds, which are the cen- 
terpiece for President Clin- 
ton's urban agenda. 

Rochester, N.Y.'s bid, for 
example, was thrown out ini- 
tially by a three-member re- - 

view panel because, accord- 
ing to one panel member, it 
"had limited community par- 
ticipation and lacked a time 
line for achieving results," 
the audit said. 
But Cisneros resurrected 

Rochester, arguing that the 
city had "great need" after 
downsizing at Eastman Ko-

A preliminary deal struck by House and Senate negotia- 
tors - and due to be ratified by the two chambers this week - 
would make a proposed $500-per-child credit retroactive to 
Oct. 1, 1995, putting part of the GOP tax cut in voters' pockets 
just four weeks before next year's election, reports Associat- 
ed Press. 

That means, for this year, parents could claim one-fourth 
of the credit - $125 - for each child younger than 18. But re- - 

fund checks covering the credit wouldn't be mailed until 
next Oct. 1 in order to shift the cost into the 1997 budget year, 
which begins on that day. 

Single parents with incomes below $75,000 and two-parent 
families with incomes below $110,000 would be eligible for 
the full credit starting in 1996.

Que Linda! Latinas Break Through 
The Invisibility Barrier

The first clue that confusion 

lay ahead came during the 
Congressional Hispanic Cau- 
cus Institute's $400-a-plate 
annual gala in Washington, 
D.C., Sept. 27. 

A dynamic rising-star Lati- 
na labor Ieader  
about 4o break into the 
CIO's leadership circle 'big- 
time •  -- was introduced to the 
crowd of 1,300 young and old 
Hispanic 	leaders 	from 
throughout the country. In- 
stead of applause, a round of 
boos greeted her. 

The reason? 
Her name. Linda Chavez. 

The only Linda Chavez whom 
most Latino social and politi- 
cal activists outside of San 
Antonio, Texas, knew two 
months ago was the ex-U.S. 
English director who makes a 
living by being against what- 
ever other Hispanics are for. 

That Linda Chavez, who 
came to the nation's capital 
from New Mexico years ago, 
is the darling of the Far 
Right. During the Reagan 
years, she held posts as a 
White House aide and as staff 
director of the United States 
Commission on Civil Rights, 
the latter at a time when Pres- 
ident Reagan successful de- - 
stroyed its reputation and ef- 
fectiveness. 

Now she guides a conserva- 
tive think tank curiously 
called the Center for Equal 
Opportunity, writes a column 
for USA Today, and regularly 
appears on national political 
talk shows to share her mac- 
tionary views. 

The Linda Chävez intro- 
duced at the CHCI gala is the 
daughter of West Texas shar- 
ecroppers who worked in the 
fields herself and climbed the 
labor movement ladder a 
rung at a time to become exec- - 
utive director of Texas Coun- 
cil 42 of the AFL-CIO's Amer- - 
ican Federation of State, 
County and Municipal Em- 
ployees. 

Her husband, Robert Thomp- 
son, who died two years ago of 
cancer, was also a labor orga- 
nizer. 

This fall, Chavez-Thompson 
ran on a successful dissident 
slate headed by John Sweeney 
in the first contested AFL-CIO 
leadership election in its 40- 
year history. On Oct. 25, they 
dislodged the old-guard AFL- 
do leadership by 1.7 million 
votes. 

Today Chavez-Thompson is 
executive vice president of the

Breaking The Streak

Some things never change and with Colin Powell out of the 
race it is now certain that the next President of the United 
States will be a white Christian male. Americans have gone 
to the polls to elect their leader every four years like clock- 
work since the country began and the contest has always 
been between white Christian males. Going back to George 
Washington there has been only one break in an otherwise 
unbroken streak -- in 1960 we elected a President who was a 
Catholic, rather than a Protestant, Christian male. The 
Founding Fathers, themselves a group of white Christian 
males, sired a nation which has always been led by men who 
looked just like dad. 

This streak is a remarkable feat. White Christian males 
cannot represent more than about a fourth of the population, 
yet they have won 100% of the Presidential elections. There 
have been African-American, Hispanic, Asian and Jewish 
congressmen, Supreme Court Justices, Governors, Mayors 
and Cabinet members. Women have been in virtually all of 
the non-military leadership positions and one has been the 
Vice Presidential nominee of the Democratic Party. But the 
Presidency stands apart. While a black man was spoken of 
seriously for President this year, we have not broken the 
streak yet and will not do so in this century. 
In local elections a candidate from a minority group can 

more easily be elected to positions of great trust. Groups 
which are in the minority at the national level can have sub- 
stantial voting power in a local race and so Hispanics, Jews, 
and African-Americans have been mayors of our largest 
cities, Mormons win in Utah, and outspoken Christian fun- 
damentalists can win in the rural south. Local and state 
races can turn out officials with widely varying personal 
histories and beliefs -- we have seen priests and homosexu- 
als in Congress, every ethnic mix imaginable on school 
boards and at city hail, and an increasing representation of 
women congressional representatives, Senators and .Gov- 
ernors. 
In local races, and even in state races, the electorate can 

sometimes rise above its feelings about a group and support 
an outstanding individual. General Powell seemed to en- 
gender feelings that allowed many whites to see him apart 
from his race, at least in the begin ning  of a campaign that 
did not happen We will not know whether Powell could 
have stayed above race through a long national campaign. 

Most often at the national level the country seems to turn to 
the middle-ground, to Presidents who represent either 
groups that are so large that they are national near- 
majorities or that are generally thought of as inoffensive. 
In national elections politicians struggle mightily to capture 
the political and cultural middle and there is nothing more 
middle-of-the-road in America than being a white Christian 
male. Somehow being a white Christian male has come to be 
thought of as not being from any group at all -- sort of like be- 
ing race, gender and religion neutral. Or a plain old Amer- 
jean 

Presidents can be called upon to make life and death choic- 
es and the public is not likely to take a chance on an un- 
known quantity. Presidential candidates in fact often try to 
make the other guy look frightening in some way. The be- 
hind the scenes people who actually decide who gets to run for 
President know this and offer up a menu of safe candidates 
who will behave in predictable ways. Trust is paramount in 
Presidential politics and, at their core,-people trust people 
like themselves more easily than they do strangers from 
minority groups that they dislike and often fear. 

That the Presidents thus far have been 100% male, despite 
women being the actual numerical majority, has to do with 
gender history, the fairly recent entry of women into full po- 
litical life and the lack of trust that most men (and perhaps 
most women) would have in a woman candidate's ability to 
handle the war related issues. 

But the rate of cultural change in this country is extremely 
rapid. Look back 100 years at the status of women and of eth- 
nie minorities if you doubt that. The changes even in the 50 
years since World War II in our culture, technology, and 
politics are staggering. So I believe that it is a near certainty 
that the white Christian male streak of Presidents of the 
United States will be broken in the 21st Century. If making 
100 year bets made any sense at all, I would bet you that this 
streak cannot and will not continue for 25 more elections in 
a row. And I would bet big. 

I am less certain that I know just how the streak will be 
broken. Will the fu-st non-white-Christian-male President 
be non-white, non-Christian, or non-male? Will we see a 
woman before a black man? Can a Jew be elected President 
in America in the next 100 years? Are Hispanics more or 
less likely than African-Americans to serve as President? 
Is it too soon to even include Asians in the discussion? Is the 
most likely route for any group through a Vice-Presidency, 
through Congress or a state house, or through an outside route 
like Powell's base in the military? Will the emergence of 
3rd parties bear on this question? 
The question is intriguing to speculate on and Presiden- 

tial politics junkies know that nothing interesting will hap- 
pen in 1996 unless Newt challenges Dole. In the meanwhile 
we offer you the opportunity to participate in a dialogue.

And what about Americorps, 
President Clinton's project to 
help young people get a foot- 
hold on education and train- 
ing? Americorps appears 
doomed unless the president 
does some powerful last- 
minute bartering. 

Yolanda Tones of San Anto- 
nio was one of the lucky ones. 
She contributed a year of 
Americorps labor to her com- 
munity, finishing this fall. 
But the community wasn't the 
only beneficiary. 

Tones gained, too, in a way 
that dollars can't measure. It 
wasn't the $500-per-month sti- 
pend or the $4,725 grant she 
earned toward her education 

The 3S-year-old learned that 
she can find direction in her 
own life as well as influence 
her community in a positive 
way, making a difference in 
the lives of some youngsters. I 
know that sounds corny. 
That's not the kind of thing 
that gets Capitol Hill budget- 
cutters excited. 

Tones is a one-time crack 
addict who shook the drugs 
and was getting her life on 
track when the Americorps 
opportunity came along. 

The problem was, the team- 
work concept didn't mean 
much to her. She nearly got 
fired the first month.

only years before because of 
crack cocaine. 

Many in the crowd were in 
tears when Tones finished 
her brief remarks. 

Torres said in an interview 
that she feels it was her duty to 
share her experiences. "My 
being able to share my testi- 
mony, I hope it lets people 
know that you can get a sec- 
ond chance in life," Tones 
said. "There is a way out if 
you will just take the initia- 
tive." 

Friends of Tones' daughter 
call her Mom, a title she is 
living up to these days. Her 
daughter is an honor roll stu- 
dent. Her 19-year-old son is 
heading to the military. 

Torres is working as a 
teacher's aide while she fin- 
ishes training as a licensed 
drug counselor. But the exper- 
ience at DoHe Miller has 
planted a seed -- she'd like to 
finish a college degree and 
become a teacher. 

The tutoring, she says, 
"made me fall in love with the 
kids and understand that I 
was worthy -- I could teach 
and there was someone who 
needed me in the classroom." 
"I am one of the lucky 

ones." 
Angie Perez is proud of her 

inaugural class of '95. Now 
she has 29 recruits in the class 
of '96, maybe her last class if 
proposed congressional cuts 
take effect. This year's fund- 
ing was slow in coming out of 
Washington; recruits have 
been working for a month 

"She was really headstrong. 
She thought she knew it all," 
recalls Angie Perez, the San 
Antonio director. 

There were early-morning 
calisthenics with a former 
Marine drill instructor, es- 
sential training for a group 
that would put in 46,000 hours 
of service on the city's largely 
Latino and black East Side. 

Everything from neighbor- 
hood clean-up projects to help- 
ing senior citizens. 

San Antonio and its 25 grad- 
uates completed 92 percent of 
the four dozen planned pro- 
jects and is considered one of 
the success stories of the na- 
tional program. By contrast, 
one Americorps program 
elsewhere completed only one 
project. 

Tones came around. And 
one of the real eye-openers for 
her was a year-long project at 
Dorie Miller Elementary 
School. A year earlier only 25 
percent of the students had 
passed the state-mandated as- 
sessment test. As a result of 
the tutoring project, last 
spring 85 percent passed. 

The school's principal was 
on hand at the Americorps 
graduation ceremony this fall 
to give her thanks. 

At the ceremony, Torres 
wound up being honored as 
one of the hardest workers. 
When she rose to accept the 
honor, Tones shared with her 
Americorps colleagues and 
assembly of other guests how 
proud she was to stand with the 
graduates, particularly after

States could be required to 
maintain their spending on 
welfare at a certain level and 
to maintain an adequate con- 
tingency fund so they could 
meet the growing need for 
welfare during recessions. 

More money could be pro- 
vided to give bonuses to states 
that successfully moved peo- 
ple from welfare to work. 

States could be required to 
give parents vouchers for 
their children's portion of 
welfare benel`its if the parents 
are cut off from benefits be- 
cause they hit the five-year 
time limit without finding 
work. 

A provision of current law -  

eliminated in the House and 
Senate welfare bills - could be 
kept in place to allow families 
on welfare to receive the first 
$50 of child support paid by the 
absent parent. 

The budget office also re- 
newed calls for Congress to 
raise the minimum wage and 
to modify a number of its 
planned 	deficit-reduction 
measures that strike at the 
poor.
