New Rules For
Federal Court

Cummings Hails
Changes As Great
Advancement

WASHINGTON, Sept, 168 UP—A
new set of federal court rules, hail-
ed by Attorney Gencrnl Cummings
as “the most striking advance In
the administration of justice In
half a century,” go Into effect to-

day.

Justice department officials sald
the changes— 88 =of them-—should
save litigants time and money be-
causs they eliminate considerable
legal red tape and provide short-
cuts for settlement of suits,

Drafted by the supreme court
with the aid of department experts,
these new rules govern civil siuts.
Most of them are extremely tech-
nieal, but officials sald some of the
principal changes include:

A loger in court ean*not ask for

& new trial becausg of a technleal
error unless he can show that the
error actunlly affected the outcome
of the case,
Less than 12 jurors may hear a
case by mutual consent of all par-
ties, thereby saving the litigants
tima and the government money.

Judges may confer with attors
neys for both sides st a “pretrial”
There, extraneous testimony can
be weeded out, unnecossary wit-
nesses dismlssed, and the real Insue
agreed on before the trial begina.
