Cisneros states Huntington
misinterprets Latino migration

arvard professor Samuel Huntington has misinterpreted the process of the
Latino migration to the United States and its impact on the identity of the
' country, said Henry Cisneros in the Financial Times.

The ex-public servant for the Clinton administrations referred to the recently published
"Who are we? The Challenges to America's National Identity", in which Huntington states
the United States' identity is threatened by the immense Latino immigration.

Huntington states that especially Mexican immigrants affect not only the language, but
also the prevailing Anglo-Protestant culture.

Giving six reasons the author contrasts the success of past immigrations (the Irish,
[talian. Chinese, German, Jewish, etc.) to the one currently taking place, stating that its
characteristics are completely different. :

Huntington begins by saying that in spite of their proximity the United States and
Mexico function differently; however, they cannot ignore their shared three thousand-
kilometer-long border. |

With over half of immigrants being Hispanic, for the first ime, the great majority of
those who have recently arrived speak only one non-English tongue: Spanish.

" A third element Huntington cites is that nearly 69 per cent of the illegal population
comes from Mexico; therefore, Latino regional concentration alters the dynamics of
certain places, for example, California, where due to the sheer strength of their numbers,
they can set up models more in keeping with their own culture.

Persistence is also a factor, because of the conditions in which they live in their
countries of origin, it would seem that this migration wave shows no signs of eventually
decreasing.

Finally, the author refers to the historical antecedent, recalling that some states did in
fact belong to Mexico, which is why many immigrants consider that they are only
returning to where they rightfully belong.

Henry Cisneros admits that Huntington may be right on some points, but on others he
has reached incorrect conclusions since, "immigrants who reach the United States are
looking for a better lifestyle."

In the case of Hispanics, he explains that in general the do understand the requisites for
progress and success in the United States and they try to adapt their language as well as
their behavior to the new style.

"They serve in the armed forces, pay taxes, get 1o know their neighbors, become
involved in the industry and work," pointed out Cisneros.

Besides, Huntington omitted a crucial age-related aspect of Hispanic immigration,
which favors the count of a youthful population as opposed to decreasing rates and their
effect on the economies of other industrialized nations, the United States can rely on a
work force that is new, full of energy and committed.

PRESIDENT BUSH has

seized on nsing homeowner-
ship rates as a major contribu-
tor to economic revival and
social stability this spring.
"Homeownership in America
1s at the highest rate ever," he

said to applause recently in

Ardmore, Pa. "It's a fantastic
statement to say that, isn't it?"
Well, yes, it is.

The president 1s nght to
celebrate the good news on
homeownership. The nation's
homeownership rate of 68.6
percent has indeed never been
higher. Perhaps most encour-
agingly, homeownership rates
have nsen for Hispanics and
blacks, also to a new -- albeit
lower -- high.

But there's a problem with
Bush's depictions: Historically
low interest rates, rather than
federal housing policy, explain
this bright spot in the national
economy. Meanwhile, the hard
fact is that the Bush admini-
stration has talked a lot about
housing i1ssues and homeown-
ership, but done very little to
advance the cause. Instead, the
administration has undermined
a slew of policies that make
rental housing -- the stepping-
stone to homeownership --
more affordable.

The Bush years repr&cnt a
far cry from even the last Re-
publican administration when,
under the elder Bush, Housing
and Urban Development Secre-
tary Jack Kemp engaged in in-

Hindering

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tellectual combat to recast fed-
eral responses to housing
problems.

On rental housing, Bush &
Co. have been out-and-out
hostile to the government's
primary housing programs for
poor Americans.

The Bush budget now before
Congress would, for example,
terminate the highly successful
effort to demolish and replace
dozens of dilapidated and
crime-ridden public housing
projects. This effort -- the
HOPE VI program -- has
sparked the development of a
new form of affordable hous-
ing that is smaller scale, well-
designed, and economically
integrated. Significantly, the
program has been used in cit-
1es likke Louiswville to boost
minority home buying -- the
very goal the president says he
wants to achieve. But now that
1S in jeopardy.

The Bush administration has
also sought to limit the na-
tion's Section 8 housing
voucher program that helps 2
million households afford rents
in the private market. This
program, supported by conser-
vative theonsts and policy-
makers for years, is by far the
most effective and cost-effi-
cient housing program in the
nation's arsenal. Yet the ad-
ministration -- having failed to
convert the program into a
block grant -- has now told the
country's 2,500 public housing
agencies that it would no

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longer fully fund the vouchers
but would cap the federal con-
tribution at the level of August
2003, adjusted for inflation.

This stratagem will almost
certainly force housing agen-
cies to raise rents or evict ten-
ants, again undercutting the
broader goal of helping low-in-
come renters transition to
homeownership.

And it gets worse. The Bush
budget would also withdraw
support of all kinds for work-
ing families earning less than
$35,000 a year -- the very
families that struggle to make
rent each month, let alone save
a few dollars for a down pay-
ment. For example, the current
House and Senate budget reso-
lutions will compel deep cuts
"in a series of programs --
Medicaid, supplemental health
insurance, nutrition assistance,
welfare -- that help working
families make ends meet and
save. In a word, the Bush ad-
ministration has done little to
case the housing burdens of
renter families and much that
will complicate their struggle
to become homebuyers.

On homeownership itself,
meanwhile, inaction -- rather
than hostility -- has been the
watchword.

On this front, the Bush team
has promoted three basic ini-
tiatives: a new homeownership
tax credit to stimulate the pro-
duction of affordable homes; a
new zero-down payment Fed-
eral Housing Administration
insured mortgage product for
first-time home buyers; and an
Amencan Dream Down pay-
ment Act to help low- and
moderate-income homeowners
put money down. However,
the Bush follow-through on
these initiatives leaves much to
be desired.

The adminmistration has not
made enactment of the home-
ownership tax credit a priority
in any of the three tax cut bills
passed by Congress.

The FHA down payment
product is a proposal in this
year's budget, but doesn't exist
vet. As for the Amerncan
Dream Initiative, 1t comes with
an asterisk. Funded at $87.5
million, 1t will serve 17,500
families this fiscal year -- help-
ful, but not sufficient.

hand, the Dream Accounts are
also funded with additional re-
sources; they merelv redirect
funding away from another
program -- the Home Invest-
ment Partnerships Program --
which cities often use to boost
homeownership.

Finally, as if this weren't
enough, the mounting federal
budget deficit -- enlarged by
Bush's tax policy -- threatens
to stymie or even sweep away
much recent progress on home-
ownership. The reason: The na-
tion's huge new deficits are
poised to drive interest rates far
higher than millions of pro-
spective minority home buyers
can afford.

On housing, then, like on
other parts of the domestic
agenda, the Bush administra-
tion appears to have perfected
the art of saying one thing and
doing another. Supporting mi-
nority homeownership and
celebrating homeownership are
not the same as taking the hard
legislative and administrative
steps necessary to make it hap-
pen.

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Chavez says ‘adios’ to

Mexico with Victory

It was one of the boxing
matchups of the century -- last
century.

Julio Cesar Chavez earned a
tough ui.animous decision over
Frankie Randall, the man who
ended Chavez's amazing string
of wvictories a decade ago.
Chavez said it was the right
way to end his illustnous ca-
reer.

“I am really retiring from the
ring tonight," a hoarse-voiced
Chavez told the crowd shortly
after his 10-round welterweight
decision over Randall ended a
little past midnight Sunday.

"l hope you have a little pa-
tience with my sons," he
added, mentioning Julio Cesar
Chavez Jr. and Omar Chavez
who fought bouts earlier at the
Plaza Monumental -- the
world's largest bullrnng - n a
night billed as Chavez's
"adios" to his Mexican fans.

Chavez, 41, had chosen Ran-
dall as the opponent to cap his
career, which ends at 106-5-2 if
he stays retired.

Randall, 42, knocked Chavez
down for the first time in his
career during an upset victory
by decision in Las Vegas on
Jan 29, 1994

That ended a string of 26 title
defenses without a loss -- and
more than 40 undefeated fights
in all -- since Chavez had taken
the WBC super featherweight
title from Mano Martinez on
Sept. 13, 1984,

Chavez, who was long con-
sidered the best pound-for-
pound fighter in the world, re-

covered to beat Randall in a
super lightweight rematch four
months later. He finally lost
the title to Oscar de la Hoya in
1996.

"I congratulate Julio. He
leaves as the gleatest of all the
Mexicans," said WBC Presi-
dent Jose Suleiman, refernng
to Mexico's history of top-
flight boxers.

Randall, too, had said that

Victorious in his 140-pound
debut, Floyd Mayweather Jr.
has his sights set on a third
world title.

Mayweather, fighting for the
first time as junior welter-
weight, pounded out a con-
vincing decision over DeMar-
cus "Chop Chop" Corley and
vowed afterward he'll take on
all comers in his new weight
class.

"I beat the best at 130, I beat
the best at 135. Now, I want to
beat the best at 140," he said
after Saturday's fight.

The unanimous 12-round de-
cision, in a WBC elimination
bout, vaulted Mayweather into
contention for the title now
held by Arturo Gatti.

It wasn't easy. Mayweather,
27, of Las Vegas, had to shake
off two minor injuries and a
fourth-round scare in which
Corley landed a hard night to
Mayweather's head, knocking
him back into the ropes, and
added a dozen consecutive
punches.

"I got a granite chin," May-
weather said. "He caught me
with a good shot and I shook
it off."

The 29-year-old lefty from
Washington, D.C., who en-
tered the ring at Boardwalk
Hall wearing an Army camou-
flage jacket and a gas mask
over his head, couldn't capital-
1ze though.

With a dangerous combina-
tion of speed, power and pa-
tience, Mayweather dominated
the rest of the fight. His most
effective punch was a nght-
hand lead that lashed out so
quickly Corley was powerless
to stop it.

"He was protecting his body.
I was trying to break him
down to the body so I could
go to the head and put him
down," Mayweather said.

He putthim down, all nght.

In the eighth, he dropped
Corley (28-3-1) in the middle
of the rnng with a left-nght
combination. In the 10th, Cor-
ley went down again, courtesy
of a five-punch combination.

Five other Corley falls were
ruled slipe or pushes, not
knockdowns.

Mayweather said afterward
that he had hurt his left shoul-
der in training camp, and his
right hand durning the fight.

It was the second consecutive

loss for Corley, who dropped a
split decision to Zab Judah last
July.

Mayweather, meanwhile, was
left to look ahead to a promis-
ing -- if uncertain -- future.

this would be his last year in
the ring -- and possibly his last
fight. If so, the three-time su-

per lightweight champion
would go out at 58-15-1.

The two were fit for their age,
but seemed to tire rapidly.
Each managed to score with
combinations. Chavez's
punches to the gut, his body
turned but balanced behind the
blow, sometimes inspired
thoughts of his past glones.

Randall managed to fight
back with punches to the head
that broke though Chavez's de-
fense.

But those moments were in-
terspersed with the two weary
fighters clutching one another
to regain breath in the 7,200-
foot atmosphere.

With Chavez obviously well
past his prime, fans filled fewer
than half the seats in the
45,000-seat bullnng. In 1993,
at Chavez's peak, he drew some
130,000 to a bout at Mexico's
largest soccer stadium.

Earlier in the evening, Julio
Cesar Chavez Jr., 18, knocked
little-known Juan Carlos Casti-
llo to the canvas in a super
featherweight bout. It was the
eighth victory without a loss
and fourth knockout for Chavez
Jr. Earlier, younger brother
Omar fought a two-round ama-
teur exhibition.

The fight was the last in a
six-fight deal he had with pro-
moter Bob Arum and HBO, al-
though both have right of first
refusal if Mayweather signs
with someone else.

Arum and Mayweather have
had a stormy relationship, but
neither was ruling out the other
for the future.

"This young man is a credit

- to the sport of boxing," Arum

said. "His skills are just abso-
lutely tremendous.”
