But both groups talk of one 
potentially unifying force: President 
Ronald Reagan. 

The year 1981 has been a hard one 
on liberals and minorities both. The 
political realities call for a combined 
effort to defeat Reagan's programs in 
1982. 

"Reagan is not fond of minorities," 
Hernandez states simply. 

"Minorities don't have anywhere 
else to go," suggests Young.

Reagan repite que piensa mantenerse 
firme en su politica economics, el 
Ministerio de Comercio inform6 el 
fin de semana pasado en Washingron 
que el Indite de desempleo di6 otro 
salto, Ilegando ahora al 8.8 pot 
ciento. El 8.8 por ciento de 
desempleo signifies que 9.4 millones 
de norteamericanos se encuentran 
sin trabajo en este momento.

Poe el scmanario "Newsweek" una 
abrumadora mayoria de ciudadanos 
norteamericanos opin6 que 
preferiria que se postergaran las 
previstas en favor de disminuir los 
deficit federales record pronosti-
cados por el goierno en 91,500 
millones de d6lares, cifra que aunque 
astron6mica, algunos analistas 
consideran como demasiado 
optimista y predicen quc el deficit 
real alcanzara a mss de 120,000 
millones de d6lares.

Voting Rights Conference 
The Voting Rights Act. the most 

effective civil rights law ever passed, 
faces an uncertain future. Unless 
renewed by Congress. the key 
provisions of the Act will expire in 
August, 1982. Currently, the Act is 
undergoing a serious challenge in the 
Senate where Senator Strom 
Thurmond, a longtime vowed to 
amend the Act's key provisions. 

Enacted in 1965, the Voting Rights 
Act has enabled millions of minority 
Americans to achieve the 
fundamental right to vote—a right 
which had been systematically 
denied to them because of language 
or race. The Church has hitorically 
played an active and significant role 
in gaining support for this essential 
civil rights law. 

As this ciritical juncture in the life 
of the Voting Rights Act, the United 
States Catholic Conference has 
undertaken a Voting Rights Project

self image. All these and many more 
goals were presented and talked 
about. 
As time grew near we began to hear 
alot of comments about us wanting 
to become liberated. The men 
laughed among themselves, but then 
began to realize that the conference 
was really going to materialize (and 
did). At times I felt their laugh was 
more out of fear than of redicule. I 
felt, as everyone did, that our 
persistance presented a threat to their 
ego on the contrary though, we 
wanted do include "el hombre". So 
there was a workshop developed 
especially for him. 

So, after many months of 
planning, the big day came. We were 
on a tremondously natural high to 
see so many women come together 
for our own betterment. The 
speakers were astonishingly fantistic. 
The most exceptional comments 
heard from the speakers were 
responsibility, accountability and 
unity of the family. 

All of the women who attended the 
conference were inspired and 
motivated. They applauded those of 
us who worked so hard to make it 
work. The unity session at the end of 
the day was very emotional. The 
excitement and happiness las 
mujeres experienced that day 
radiated throughout the room. The

I 
personally never worked in a City 
Planning Department but I have 
known some City Planners and they 
do tell strange stories. 

To begin with: "What is Planning 
supposed to mean, and therefore 
what is a Planner supposed to do?" 
Answer: To formulate a scheme or 
program for the attainment or 
accomplishment of.. Ito have a 
specific aim or purpose..." and so on 
(The American Heritag Dictionary 
of the English Language 1970z0. 

Most of the time the socalled "City 
Planning" seems to be an 
accomodation of services and a 
supply of technical information to 
the Private Business Developers of 
Home and Business Properties after 
these properties are in the hands of 
the private developers. 

Now that makes sense, because no 
private developer with the proper 
amount of money and the proper 
business experience (and not to 
forget proper shade of skin!) will risk 
his fortune in the East Lubbock 
Wilderness. 

You call that planning? Maybe 
there is another word in the 
dictionary there are 11 (eleven) 
phones listed for the Planning Dept.;

O.A.S. Election 
Human Rights

Seven years after current 

Secretary-General Alejandro Orfila 
promised to bring "dynamism to the 
pachyderm," the Organization of 
American States (OAS) remains a 
troubled institution. Founded in 
1947 to promote regional 
cooperation and peaceful resolutions 
to hemispheric conflicts, the OAS 
has reached a crossroads. 

Its critics charge that many of its 
functions are already served by the 
United Nations or other 
multinational organizations. Those 
few who believe that the 1984 
election for a new secretary-general 
can reverse the decline are likely to be 
disappointed. 

One leading candidate, Assistant 
Secretary-General Valerie McComie 
of Barbados, has earned the respect 
of many of his professional OAS 
colleagues for his strong leadership 
qualities, administrative talents, and 
spirited commitment to the regional 
defense of human rights. 

However, Paraguayan OAS 
Ambassador Mario Lopez Escobar 
is expected to emerge as the 
candidate of Latin America's largest 
and most powerful bloc — the right-
wing military dictatorships. Lopez 
Escobar "is the consummate OAS 
bureaucrat: smooth, diplomatic, and

Long a survivor under the 
decades-old regime of Paraguayan 
Gen. Alfredo Stroessner, Lopez 
Escobar ranks among the most loyal 
servitors of that dictatorship. While 
serving as dean of the law school in 
the capital of that country, he 
dismissed a potential dilemma 
occasioned when one of his former 
students was tortured by the secret 
police, noting that he "warned him to 
play by the rules of the game." 
Presumably, Lopez Escobar would 
have no trouble playing by the 
prospective rules of the game 
currently being drafted by the 
military governments installed in 
Argentina, Chile, and Guatemala. 

This is not an easy time for the 
OAS. Budget cuts, mass firings, and 
disputes over salary increases have 
resulted in low moral and a number 
of strikes in the past 3 years. Several 
member countries have ten tardy in 
making their annual contributions, 
while others have made sizeable 
reductions. Staff dropped from 1,800 
in 1975 to 1,200 now. 

When Argentina's Orfila took 
office in 1975, he promised to imbue 
the organization with a new sense of 
mission, something that has been 
noticeably absent since the Nixon 
administration aborted the Alliance 
for Progress. 

A former OAS public affairs 
officer credits him with "implemen-
ting some improvements in the area 
of economic consultation. But Orfila 
failed to cut away most of the 
deadwood in personnel... The 
patronage system was too 
entrenched." 

Orfila has also received poor 
marks because of his weak leadership 
and strong political ambitions. "His 
failure to take a stand on many issues

has created a vacuum," an Argentine 
embassy source complained. "The 
Permanent Council has become so 
involved in daily administration that 
instead of considering broad policy 
questions, it not haggles about the 
high cost of coffee provided to the 
staff." 

One former colleague noted that 
"Orfila basically saw the OAS as a 
springboard for two offices: the 
Argentine presidency or the 
secretary-generalship of the United 
Nations." In spite of these 
shortcomings, he often spiritedly 

defended the Inter-American 
Commission on Human Rights, 

probably the most valuable part of 
the OAS bureaucracy. 

In an organization that today is 
largely a collectivity of authoritarian 
regimes, the English-speaking 
Caribbean members represent 
almost two-thirds of the region'-s 
surviving democracies. This fact is 
certainly not lost on those who are 
sponsoring the Lopez Ecobar 
candidacy. 

A McComic candidacy would face 
several obstacles. He is black, 
English-Speaking, and Caribbean. 
"That's three strikes against him," 
one OAS source said. However, the 
Caribbean states now control 10 out 
of 30 seats in the General Assembly. 
While McComie could expect little 
support fom most of the South 
American countries, especially in the 
Southern Cone, his strong human 
rights credentials might sway the 
constitutional democracies of Peru, 
Ecuador, Costa Rica, and 
Venezuela, as well as Mexico. 

Whatever the outcome, it appears 
the OAS is sailing in troubled waters. 
Under Orfila, the organizations has, 
in the words of a colleague, "become 
a dead man staggering about."

Carolyn Thompson of Texas Tecl, 
University is one of five collegiate 
basketball players named to the 
AIAW-Kodak All-Region Women's 
Basketball Team for Region IV, 
which includes the states of Texas, 

Oklahoma, Arkansas and Louisiana. 
Thompson's career at Texas Tech 

has been nothing short of 
phenomenal. The 6/2" sophomore 
center has scored in double figures in 
59 of the Raiders' 60 games the past 
two seasons, including 31 twenty-
plus games, three thirty-plus games 
and one record setting 41 point 
scoring effort versus Oklahoma, Feb. 
I8, 1982. In the lone exception, 
Thompson scored only nine points 
and grabbed I2 rebounds in a 62-51 
win over Texas A&M during the 
1980-81 season. Since that time, 
Thompson has scored in double 
figures in 38 consecutive games. 

Thompson closed the 1981-82 scat 
books with 639 points, breaking the 
single season scoring record she set 
last year (610-20.3), for an average of 
21.3 points per contest. Her 1249 
points heads the list of Tech's all-time 
career scorers. 

Trailing Jill Owens (746 rebounds; 
1975-79) in the all-time career 
rebounding category, Thompson will 
have to wait another season before 
topping this list as well. She recorded 
331 rebounds for an 11.0 average this 
year, upping her career totals to 691 
and II.5 rebounds per game. 
Thompson does, however, own the 
single game rebounding record with

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Legal Services for the Poor 
Hy Stephen C. McIntyre 
In 1974, Congress approved a bill, 

which had bipartisan backing, and 
which Richard Nixon signed into 
law, establishing a Legal Services 
Corporation to provide legal aid tote 
poor. The legal services programs 
throughout the country helped poor 
people in such everyday matters as 
divorces. consumer problems, and 
evictions, and also helped the poor 
obtain government benefits - 
medicare, Social Security, VA. etc. - 
to which they were entitled. 

It was inevitable that the legal 
services program would become 
controversial as it dealt daily with 
government agencies and corporate 
interests. One of theearliest and most 
vocal figures in the early 
controversies was Ronald Reagan. 
then Governor of California. 

Reagan's frequent criticism that 
legal services programs are overly 
involved in "class action social 
engineering" just doesn't fit the facts. 
Of the cases dealt with by LSC in 
1980, about 30% were family 
matters, 18% were housing, 17% 
income maintenance, 14% consumer 
problems and the rest miscellaneous. 
Only about .2% of LSC cases are 
class actions. 

The eligibility guidelines require 
that LSC programs only represent 
poor people. Last year to 6200 LSC 
lawyers handled I million cases 
throughout the country. These staff 
attorneys working full time and for 
an average salary fo S 17.000 are over-
worked. Many suffer from "bum 
out due to operating in a "MASH-
like" atmosphere of legal casualties 
and emergencies. 

Nevertheless. LSC estimates it is 
meeting between IS and 201, of the 
legal needs of the 30 million poor 
people in this country. Most of LSC 
cases are solved by phone calls and 
negotiation with only about 15%ever 
going to litigation. LSC lawyers have 
won 85% of the law suits they have 
filed. 

Despite the attacks by critics, such 
as Ronald Reagan, the concept of 

'legal services for the poor gained 
support. The American Bar 
Association has strongly support 
l.sC each year because of the 
extreme need it meets and quality  

service it provides. Of course, the 
concept of free legal services is a 
universal one. All the major Western 
European countries and Canada. 
Australia, and New Zealand provide 
legal services to the poor in civil 
matters. 
Ronald Reagan and Legal Services 

The history of Reagan's attacks on 
legal services stretches back a decade 
to the original Office of Economic 
Opportunity Legal Services 
program. It all started when he was 
Governor of California and he was 
repeatedly being sued by California 
Rural Legal Assistance (CRLA sued 
the state 37 times in those years and 
won 32 of the cases). CRLA 
successully brought cases to protect 
farm laborers (requiring them to be 
paid the minimum wage, prohibiting 
certain workiong conditions for 
women and children, and blocking 
the importation of cheap farm 
labor); it brought other actions to 
protect Spanish-speaking Califor-
nians; it brought about an expansion 
of federal food programs throughout 
the state; and it forced the state to 
restore cuts totalling 210 million 
dollars in the California Medicaid 
program. 

In 1970 Reagan, pursuant to 
O.E.O. regulations, used his power 
to veto funding for CRLA. O.E.O. 
appointed three statesupreme court 
judges (each from a different state) to 
investigate the 127 complaints 
against CRLA. The judges found no 
improper activities were carried out 
by CRLA and that the charges 
brought "were totally irresponsible 
and without foundation." The 
Reagan and new-right attacks 
continued until the independent 
Legal Services Corporation was 
established in 1974. Independence, 
however, did not eliminate the 
controversy and political 
maneuvering. Each year there were 
new restrictions and attempts to 
destroy and discredit LSC. 

Now with Reagan as president 
LSC is facing its greates challenge. 
Reagan requested the defunding of 
LSC in his 1982 and 1983 budgets. 
He was only able to obtain a 25% cut 
In the 1982 budget and some  

additional restrictions in LSC 
activities. The 1982 budget, of 
course, has not passed and LSC has 
been operating as has many federal 
programs under a continuing 
resolution whic expires March 31, 
1982. 

Reagan has not been satisfied with 
his budget attacks on LSC. Reagan, 
as President, has the right to appoint 
LSC board members who govern the 
corporation. On December 3l, 1981 
Reagan quietly named seven of the 
eleven new appointees to the LSC 
board while Congress was in recess. 
The same day, William Olson, a new 
board appointee called a meeting and 
at 3:00 p.m. the first meeting of the 
recess appointees convened by 
teleconference. The Reagan 
appointees were in the majority. The 
deposed (Carter) Board members 
were never notified that they had 
been relieved of their duties. The 
purpose of the meeting was to elect 
Olson chairman and to freeze all 
1982 fundin. Fortunately, project 
funding was approved in early 
December and funds for the first two 
months were already sent out so 
Reagan's appointees couldn't affect 
project funding for 1982. 

Texas 

The September 1981 Texas Bar 
Journal reported the results of a 
survey of the Bar membership. Over 
23% of the lawyers surveyed stated 
that they did not spend one hour in 
1980 providing free legal services to 
the poor. Only 20%a  of the lawyers 
responded they spend over 50 hours 
providing free legal services to the 
poor. 

The State Bar of Texas has 
continuously supported refunding of 
the Legal Services Corporation. 
Around the state the local bar 
associations of: Dallas, Houston, 
Travis County, and Bexar County 
have supported LSC. The Deans of 
the law schools at UT, Baylor, SMU, 
Texas Tech, Houston, Texas 
Southern, and South Texas support 
LSC as well as a number of State 
Representatives and city council 
persons. The city councils of Austin 
and San Antonio have passed 
resolutions of support for the 
continued funding of the Legal 

Services Corporation. 
Locally 

In Lubbock the Dean of Tech's law 
school, has joined Madison Sowder, 
Chairman of Lubbock County 
Democratic Party, Dorothy 
McLarty, President of Lubbock 
Civil Liberties Union, and Ruth 
Lauer, President of Lubbock League 
of Women Voters, as public 
supporters of legal services for the 
poor. 

Local government officials and 
judges have been generall silent as to 
their feelings towards legal services. 
Everyone, that is, except the City 
Council of Lubbock who passed a 
resolution supporting the total 
defunding of LSC in 1980. Of course, 
that is not too surprising in view of 
West Texas Legal Services 
involvement in suits and complaints 
against the City of Lubbock over the 
years. 

Despite the vocal objection of 
some local people against WTLS and 
the whole concept of legal services 
for the poor, it is here and it should 
stay. Cuts in funding and restrictions 
on the way attorneys can represent 
their clients is unfair and 
discriminates against the poor. 

There can be no equal juistice 
when the type of trial, and whether 
you get to court at all, depends on 
how much money a person has. Nor 
can this fundamental need be 
satisfied by providing free legal 
services to the poor and then 
restricting the lawyers on how they 
represent their clients. Such action 
only makes the cries of 
discrimination against the poor by 
the rich and powerful all the more 
valid. If we are to keep this country 
going as a democracy we must adopt 
and enforce a simple concept: justice 
can not be denied or rationed to the 
poor.

People who receive Social Security 
or Supplemental Security Income 
(SS1) payments because they are 
disabled can expect to have their 
claim reviewed at least once every 3 
years unless they have a severe 

condition considered permanent. 
Recent studies have shown that 

some people on the disability rolls no 
longer meet all requirements for 
benefits. 

Social Security, as required by 
law, began a large — scale effort to 
make sure that only eligible 
individuals continue to receive 
disability checks. In addition, this 
effort is in line with the goal to 
improve administration of the 
disability program. 

In part, the new law recognizes the 
many advances that have been made 
in medical science and rehabilitation 
techniques over the past 25 years that 
Social Security has paid disability 
checks. 

People who had little hope for 
recovery from an accident or illness 
then have a better chance today of 
returning to gainful work. 

As part of this review, people may 
be asked to have a medical 

examination. If this is done, there 
will be no cost to the person. 

If a person's benefits are stopped 
as a result of this review, he or she can 
ask that the decision be reconsidered. 

A person will receive written notice  
of the decision and appeal rights.

Cuando Orfila. de Ia Argentina, 
tomo posesion en 1975, prometi6 
imbuir en la organizaci6n un nuevo 
sentido de su misi6n, algo que ha 
estado evidentementc ausente desde 
que la administraci6n de Nixon puso 
fin a Ia Alianza para el Progreso. 

Un antiguo funcionariodoasuntos 
publicos de la OEA de Ia credito por 
`llevar a Ia pr ictica algunas mejoras 
en el campo de la consulta 
econOmica. Pero Orfila dejo de 
eliminar la mayor parte de los 
miembros intitiles del personal... El 
sistema de padrinazgo estaba 
demasiado arraigado." 

Orfila tambien ha recibido 
calificaciones bajas debido a su 
liderazgo debil y a sus fuertes 
ambiciones political. "Su falla en 
dejar de adoptar una postura sobre 
muchos asuntos ha creado un vacio", 
se quej6 una fuente de Ia embajada 
argentina. "El Consejo Permanence 
ha Ilegado a estar tan involucrado en 
la administracion diaria que, en vez 
de estudiar las cuestiones amplias 
tocantes a los cursos de accion, ahora 
se ocupa del alto costo del cafe que se 
proporciona al personal." 

Un colega anterior hizo notar que 
"orfila vio fundamentalmente a la 
OEA como un trampolin para 
cualquiera de dos cargos. La 
presidencia de la Argentina o la 
secretaria general de las Naciones 
Unidas." A pesar de estas 
deficiencias, a menudo ha defendido 
fogosamente a la Comision Inter-
Americana de Derechos Humanos, 
que es probablemente la parte mss 
valiosa de la burocracia de la OEA. 

En una organizacion que es hoy, 
en gran medida, una colectividad de 
regimenes autoritarios, los miembros 
del Caribe de habla inglesa 
representan casi los dos intercios de 
las democracias gue sobreviven en la 

region. Este hecho no ha sido 
ciertamente pasado por alto por 
quienes auspician Ia candidatura de 
Lopez Escobar. 

La candidatura de McComie se 
enfrentaria a varios obstaculos. Es 
negro, de habla inglesa y caribeno. 
"Eso lo sittia en posicion sumamente 
desfavorable", dijo una fuente de Ia 
OEA. Sin embargo, las naciones del 
Caribe ahora controlan diez de las 
treinta curules de la AP,amblea 
General. Aunque McComie Podria 
esperar poco apoyo de la mayoria de 
las naciones de la America del Sur, 
especialmente en el Cono Sur, sus 
credenciales robustas en el campo de 
los derechos humanos pueden ejercer 
influencia sobre las democracias 
constitucionales del Peru, Ecuador 
Cosata Rica y Venezuela, asi como 
tambien Mexico. 

Cualquiera que sea el resultado, 
parece que la OEA viene navegando 
en aguas revueltas. Bajo la dirigencia 
de Orfila, Ia organizacion se ha 
convertido, segtin las palabras de un 
colega, "en un hombre muerto que se 
tambalea."
